In the last five issues of this paper we

have discussed at some length the qualifi
cations which we require or desire in pub
lic men. We might have suggested other
. qualifications, and pethaps We should have

" called special attention to the necessity of
all repiesentatives being free from the dic-
tates of aiiy individual or clique. Indeed,
we should have done so, had we not felt
convinced that any one, possessing the at
tribtites to which we have roferred, would
be all powerful o resist extraneous influ
ences, and sufficiently wise to know the
straight path and to follow therein without
sworving to the right hand or the left. We
make no pretence to originality of thought
of in expression in all that we have writ-
ten upon this sulject. We have made no
attenipt to paint our words wilh the tinge
of sensationalism or the glare of personali-
ties, nor have we aimed at supporting or
opposing any political party. The sole
object of these papers has been to direct the
attention of thinking men of all classes and
of all shades of opinion to & most important
subject, a subject which has unfortunately
been neglected by the people, and we msy
add, by the Press.

We would how ask our readers o pon
der carefully over all that we have written,
treating these articles merely asa hxt,and'
amplifying or, if they see fit, analizing our
rough ideas to the fullest extent; and ap
plying their own perfectéd formuls to the
very first subject presented for consider-
ation. And &ven uow, an excellent oppor-
tunity awaits them, for Mr. David S. Kerr
Has stated in the most public manner that
he seeks election as representative for St.
John in the House of Commons ;'and are
Dot several other candidates already at the
door, although they have not 'yet sent in
their cards ?

Tn dedling with our general subject, it
is very possible that we have appeared to
lay the burthen of blame for public defec-
tion, more upon representatives and candi-
dates than upon the peeple ; and lest we
should have created such an impression as
to our real opinion, we would state em-
phatically that we chiefly censure the
peoples” the careless, thoughtless masses
who, year after ycar, grumble at their own

selections, and ignore the existence of the’|

quiet, worthy men who if they received
only a reasonable support would come fot-
ward in the interests of the public.

It is impossible to write teo stwongly

entreat our readers to consider their fo-

quirements in this relation earnestly,

carefully and honestly. We, in New

Brunswick, in the brief space of ninety

years, have beheld as many political

conflicts as some larger communities

in a greater space of time. Inthat period,

political parties, with views as opposite as

light and darkness, have fought, have di-

vided, sub-divided, and again combined ;

many old party names and expressions are
now not even understood; many ideas,

once the nuclei of factions, are now Bno
longer held ; and, in brief, at the present
time, although there are divers - shades of
opinionthere are really no political parties.

What we want then are men rather than

fancies ; good, . true, honest men 'with

minds and strength £t to/grapple with the
thousand notions which ¢his unsettled age
begets; capable of guiding & vigorous but
undeveloped country rightly, and knowing
how best to utilize its growing strength and
wealth. We do not think that we deceive
ourselves in emtertaining a Btrong convic-
tion, thiat in this Province we possess many
secrets of success; that we are capable of
accomplishing a not ignoble destiny ; and
that, in various walks of life, in our offices
and our worksheps, behind our ledgers, and
in our colleges and schools, we nurture
many noble souls and brilliant inteHeots
vwhich we may yet produce and assign for
them leading positions among our revised
and corrected Representative Men.

Talk Abdut Town.

The talk about town this week has a
good deal to do with the Local Govern
ment. On the one hand, the talk is that
the Government have not beén strengthened
by the addition of Messrs. McQueen and
Cravford; that these gentléthéh sontrol
10 votes except their own; and that they
would have beén equally good supporters
had they remained private members.
Further talk is that the Government, by
filling up their ranks, have shut off all in-|
ducements to the ‘“loose fish’’ to join them ;
that their delay in perfeciing the details
of the School Bill has lost. them many
friends, and that General Proorsstination
has driven to thé other side many who
would willingly have scen that they obtain-
ed fair play,if nots little mote, in the
« goming struggle.” - And then the talk is
that Honest John is on thé war-path, bent
upon having thé scalps of the Government
at a1l hazards’; that he and Canterbury’s
King have had several spicy bouts of Iate ;
that Lindsay is dissatisfied, Willis red-hot
in ition, Wedderburn egually deter-
mined to attack, and that altogether the
Opposition have nineteen, if not twenty,
good men and true, pledged to vote against
them, not counting 2 new member from
Westmorland and several doubtful birds.
The talk, then, runs that the Opposition
are exceedingly sanguine (and sanguin-

ary;) that they will virly nlove &
dirsét votd (Bi' Want of Confidendé, and
smash the Governmetit Machine, and that
they feel the greater assurance of success
from the Catholic Bishop’s talk in the
Cathedral on Sunday last. The talk is
thit the Government should explain to
their Prdtestant supporters the meaning
of the Bishop’s stitoment, Wlién ke de-
clared that three members of the
Government had assured him @nd his
people the School Bill would provide for
their Secterian Schoeols being protected !
And then the talk is that it looks very
much as if the Government have been run-
ning with the hare and holding with the
hounds.

Again, the talk is that the Government
are prepared for the struggle ; that they
feel tolerably safe; that the Premier’s
perambulations dnd coaxings have made
things pretty secare; that what
Hatheway has left undone Kelly
has not failed 1o dctomplish ; that
these two gentlemsh ard the main-
Btays of the Uovernment, and what they
promise or threaten generally comes to
pass, whatever their colleagues may pro-
mise or threaten to the contrary. 'The talk
again is that the Catholic agitation will
strengthen, not weaken, the Government ;
that the attacks on the ‘‘ authors of the
Bill” are attacks on three fourths of the
Legislatare from whom they expect redress;
that the Frederioton résolutions were cal-
culated to embittor existing differences and
prolong the econtroversy ; and that the
wisest course would be to present a clear,
elaborate and authoritative statement of
grievances, if such exist; to the Legisla
turé and request a iodification of the pro-
visions of the Act. Again the talk is that
the Government are expecting much from
the Ottawa Government and Parliament
in the way of “ Better Terms,” though
pothing has Been promised ; that the as-
gembling of the Legislature is‘ “postponed”
in consequence ; that the meeting of Parlia-
ment is alsc *¢ postponed’’ awaiting *‘ Bet-
ter Terms”’ for the Dominion from Congress
i connexion with the Washington Treaty;
and that the result of these joint  pest-
ponements’ may be less favorable to this
Providte than many persons have been led
to anticipate. The further talk is that the
Government will stand better if they mas-
ter pluck, bring on the Westmoreland Elec-

tion early, call the Legislature together,

fight their opponents on the merits of their
administration, and leave **postponements’’
to the weak and cowardly. The genuine,
honest talk is that the people care little
for Governmental or Opposition squabbles ;
that théy do desire the economical and
honest administration of publicaffairs ; that
they admire resolute and manly politicians
who neither court nor shun defeat; that
they prefer under all circumstances an in-
dustrious Government who attend well to
exécutive duties and are ready when the
tinme comes to meet the Legislature with

ive meastres properly matured, by
which they will be prepated to stand or
fall. Aguin the talk is that the day has
vome for honest dealing with the people,—
for a cessation of unseemly personal dis-

MATTERS IN GENERAL.
Dead Bodies Show Signs ef Life.
[From s Detroit Paper.]

Three young men wete killed lately at a
fire in Detroit. Their bodies were re-
moved ; the body of Stewart was taken to
his mother’s house, on Congress street,
while those of Boeninghausen and Geiger
were handed over to the city undertaker
and dressed for the grave, before being
taken in charge by friends. Both were
put into their eoffins, and remained thus
until Sunday morning. About 8 o’clock,
as Mrs. Beninghausen(the mother) opening
the coffin to exbibit the dead: to some sym-
pathising callers, she observed, or thought
she did, that the corpse had turned a little
in its cofin. She was at once greatly ex-
cited, and her excitement and that of her
friends increased as the face of the corpse
bad assumed a look of life, the face being
flushed, the finger nails looking red, and
considerable warmth being apparent on
touching the hands or face.

The corpse was immediately removed
from its coffin, placed on ¥ lounge, and
wrapped in blankets, and in a little time,
two or three surgeons had been called. As
time went on, signs of life beceme more
and more apparent. and the news began to
epreal through the city that there -was
hope of saving the young man—raising
him from the dead. Scores and hundreds
of people began moving toward the street,
and during-the day and evening the house
and yard were filled Wwith citizens anxious
to learn the smallest particulars of the
case. The Face was warm when touched ;

{it seemed as if the blood was circulating

in the fingers ; and by evening the parents
and friends of the victim had great hopes
that he would be restored to consciousness
before morning. The body was kept

warm ; the feet and hands vYigorousl
rubbed every few moments, and at lengti
it seemed, when looking at the boy, as if
he was only asleep. The stiffness and
rigidity which_charaoterize the limbs of
the dead were lacking here, as the hands
could be movéd easily, the fingers bent, the
arms raised <and moved from side to side,
and several medical men were sanguine
that they could rtaise the to life.

In the evening, in addition to a score of
‘other methods being tried, électricity was
brought into use and given a thorough
trial, but without, however, producing the
effect hoped fof. Monday motning the
body remsained 1n the sameé state as the
night before, and scarcely any change took
place until next day, when the flesh grew
cold and every one gave up hope of life.
The limbs did not grow rigid, and neither
had_the flesh left the {ace at three o'clock
in the afternoon 4 and for this reason the
parents have decided not tobury the corpse
until nature exhibits unmistakable signs

death.

The case of the young mak Geiger, is
still more singular. Sunday morning, as
in the otber ease, signs of lifs were exbibit-
‘01, and he was taken from his coffin and
?rl:md woollen blankets, and his

iends, intensely excited, began making
great efforts to restore him to_life. His
nands were chafed, his feet rubbed in hot
whiskey, and every effort made for the next
ten hours to break up what many believed
was a trance. The news went abroad, and
1 alf the medical men in the city, besides

hundreds of citizens, paid the house a visit.

Rverything was tried that could be sug-
geated, but no further change was made
than to bring @ deeper flush to_the cheek
d1d to tender the limbs less stiffi Work
was continued all Sanday night and all
Monddy, and then, every efrt Laving
failed, it was decided that nothing more
could be done. And yot. long aftérwards,
the face of the corpse was warm to the
touch; the hands were not nearly as cold as
the ungloVe'g hand of a pedestrian, and the
finger nails weré 43 redl as those of any
persqn in good health. A score of doctors
ib all visited and examined the body, wnd
gome Would not be convinced that death
had actually occurred, while all were

uzzled to account for the condition of the

dy.

The body of young Stewart did not exhi-
bit such strong indications of life as those
of his companions but it was nevertheles
hard to convince onie that he Was dead ifi-
stead of sleeping.

{n Geiger's vase, as in Beeninghausen's,
the anents determined to kci the body
until decomposition sets in. undreds of
theories have beeri advanced in explana-
nation of this strangé Henomena. Some
thiik the victims inbaled something to
cause the present condition of the bodies,
and othets elaim that death camé instant-
Iy, and that the bodiés exhibit just the
indications shown when a person is killed
by a stroke of lightning.  Be. this as it
may, the incidents created much excite-
ment around the city, and, as was natural,
nearly every report was grossly exaggerat-
ed to help along the general belief that a
miracle was to be wronght.

The Niagara Extortionists.

Ten back-drivers at Niagara. Falls have
formed an association and purchased the
hacking privilege of the Cataract House,
pying thercfor the reported sum of $3,-
500 for the coming season. Lt sounds like
an unprofitable investment to pay such an
amount for the mere carriage monopoly of
any one hotel, and yeta look into it will
afford convincing proof of the shrewd judg-
ment of the originators of the combina-
nation, The company pays $700 a ‘month,
which is dbout $8.35 per day for each
hack—supposing the orgenisation tonfined
to ten—and their charges are two dollars
per hour. As there are no drivers to pay,
the commission on the sale of fancy goods,
which are nsually retained by them will be
turned into the tredsury, and will nearly,
it not quite, balance the loss sustained by
dull days and unfavorable weather. Then
to this considerable income can be added
the honuses paid by the Museam, Lundy’s
Lave, Whirlpool, Rapids, etc., and the
extra reteipts of many days when the
specified number of carria will be in-
adéquate for the demand, Three thousand
five hundred dollars for the carriage mono-
poly is prétty good cvidence of the busi-
ness done by the Cataract House.— [Balti-
more American.

Murdered her for Love.—The Murderer
Lyneched.

The Washington (Arks.) Telegraph pub-
lishes the confession of Robert Norwood,
who murdered Miss Mollie Holt, near
Pine Grove, Hempstcad county, Arkansas.
He said that between himself and Miss
Holt there had long existed a matrimonial
engagement, and that on aceouut of the op-
position of her relatives a consummation of
the engagement had been prevented ; that
on the day of the killing he had met her at
the house of Mrs. Nelson, where she was
spending the day, and hada long talk upon
the subject—she persistently refusing to
marry him contrary to the wishes of her
relatives ; that when he left the house of
Mrs. Nelson he had determined to make
an other effort, and for this pnrpose waited
on the roadside for her return to her
mother’s. - When she came he attacked
her .and she still persisting in her refusal
to marry him, he fired upon her four times,
then beat ber brains out with the butt of
the pistol, and started off, but fearing that
there might still be life enough in her to
expose him, hereturned and cut her throat.
W1en the discovery was made and the
alarm given, he went with the grief strick
en mother, and wept with the mother over
the ruin he himself had wrou ht. On
Sunday morning Dec. 84, while Norwood
was being watchedand guarded; we under-
stand that about one hundred armed men
forced the guard, took the now desperate
man to & convenient limb, and there hung
him by the neck until he. was dead, dead,
dead. And thus ended the most horrible
tragedy that we bave ever been called upon
to chroniclé. It is proper that we ghould
state that the young man Norwood is of
respectable family, and has himself becn
generally regarded heretofore as & worthy
and deserving young man.

The War on Woodén Buildings.
[From the Boston Journal.]

The war agaitst Wooden Buildirgs is
still loudly and vigorously waged in Chi-
cago, while all the time the thud of ham-
mer on nail continues to be heard; and
hundreds of carpenters and contractors are
busily engaged in running up slim frame
buildings and gathering together material
for another conflagration. The era of
shanties bas set in. On what have been or
might be business thoroughfares such
buildings are being crowded together, to
the exclusion of substantial structures of
brick and stone.

The argument against wooden buildings
on the mere score of écotiomy is well stated
in a recent editorial in the Chicago Tri-
bune. ~ Every frame building put up post-
pones the erection of brick buildings within
anarea of 400 feet square. Every . frame
building pat up within 400 feet of a brick
building injures the latter in value, in.
creases the riik, and destroys a portion
of its rental. Every wooden building
erected adds to the chances of conflagration,
and consequently adds to the general rates
of insarance. These are already higher
in Chicago than in any other city of like
size. A general estimate of the insurable
value of property in the city before
the fire puts it at *$300,000,000. At
an average rate of one per cent. the pre-
mium amounts to $3,000,000 anoually.
The addition of ome-quarter of one per
cent. to the insurance rate adds $750,000,
or one-half of §1,500,000, to the annual

tax. The amount saved to the city in two
years by the adoption of a different course,
and the erection of durable and substantial
buildings, would be sufficient to pay the
difference in ‘cost between wooden and
brick baildings.

The discussion is of course of most inter-
est to the citizens of Chicago, #s it most
closely affécts them. But the principles it
involves and the impertans lessons to be
gathered from itare of broader application,
and may with proprieti be heeded by all
American cities in which rapid growth too
often takes place at the cust of durability
and safety, and is sometimes suddenly
spocked by some terrible and far-reaching

isaster.

That up-the-Bay Steamer.

The
engine and machinery cannot be had in
the city till next July, at the earliest ; and
even if it is promised in July it would not
be ready till October,so builderssay- Men
who have the means are determined to
have the steamer on the route, and are
sending to England to see if they can get
an engine brought out in the Spring.

Glass Manufactory.

Mr. Richard Dawvis, who had for some
time carried on the glass waking business
in Montreal on his own account, and in
the employment of others, till he was burnt
out last May, has been in.-the city some
days trying to establish himself in busi-
pess here. Some of the prominent business
men at first took the matter in band. a8
the facilities for manufacturing here are
unequalled, quartz, sand, coal and man-
ganese being plentiful and cheap in this
city, compared with Montreal and cities
further West. Bnt though Mr. Davis
showed that a good return could be made
for the money invested, and offered to put
in two-fitths of the capital required him-
self, some local differences prevailed, and
the matter will be thrown up. Mr. Davis,
who is stopping at Barnes’s Hotel, will go
to Montreal in a day or two, and thenge to
England, to remain, as he cannot get suffi-
cient encouragement here.

New Time Table.

The detention and want of connexion on
the Government Railways in this Province
have net been very great this season com-
pared with the delays on other lines, and
considering the numerous and sudden
changes of weather, and the very heavy
demands of freight. Nevertheless, the
authorities, anxious to reduce complaint
to the minimum, have arranged & new
Time Table, which will go into operation
on February 1st, and will be found to ex-
pedite matters considerably.

Under this arrangement, & train will
eave St. John Station at 6 a8y m., with
freight only,and proceed straight through to
Shediac, instead of stopping at Petitcodiac
and forming part of the general train from
there through, as at present arranged,

The Express train will leave St. Jobn at
9.30 2. m., and carry no freight on any
part of the trip.

"The morning train from Sussex will ar
rive at St. John at 9 35, instead of 10.10;
and the evening train to Sussex will leave
8t. John at 5 p. m., instead of: 4.45.

S is admirable charge tothe Ju'ya

fewdays ago in the Forbes Anglin libel
suit, ChiefJustice Ritchie referred to the
wonderful progréss made during the last
thirty years in the building up of thifcity.
Thirty years ago, be said, the Ferry bet
ween St. John and Catleton c: nsisted of
one boat and & man to row it. The mails
weré made up, received, and distriboted
by one man. Men then prophesied that
perhaps a vessel might in their day sail
direct between Great Britainand St. John.
The Steamship and the Railway were not
dredmed of and telegraphy was a thing in
the dim vista of obscurity. But all these
events have come to pass, and though
there is a steam engine and a factory in
every nook and corner, a want is still visi-
bly felt. This present season of all others
there is a demand for power worked by
steam far surpassing any demand in our

‘| previous history. Engines and machinery

gre wanted for mills, for steamers, for rail-
ways and various other requirements, and
our foundries and machine shops are not
able to supply half the demand. There is
room for all here and for more. An ex-
tensive machine shop and foundry—iarger
than anything we have at present—is one
of the great wants of this city to-day. Men
are obliged to look to the United States, to
England and other places for all sorts of
machinery and castings" A desire to en-
courage home manufactures. is laudable,
though it may be carried to extremes,as
in the case of the pipes for the water sup-
piy, where a direct 10ss, in any event, will
accrue to the people, through the fault of
the Corporation, of not less than $25,000.
I a fire takes place, the less indirectly
none can tell. But when articles of every
day-use, which can be made here cheaper
than in other places, are wanted, the com-
plaint that our manufacturers are not
equal to the calls upon them is well
grounded. No better opening for a
machine shop and foundry can be discover-
ed anywhere than in St. John to-day, and
it is to be hoped that, if the present
manuifacturers do not enlarge, other parties
will go into the business and reap the cer-
tain reward that is sure to await them.
A good arrangement would be for present
proprietors of foundries and machine shops
to combine,—unite their capital, their
energies, their talent,—and give St. John
an establishment equal to anything of the
kind to be found in the Dominion.

A Sharp Dodge.

Letters were now and then discovered in
the Post Office baskets torn open, and the
officials were at a loss to know the cause.
It now appears that some young rascals
have been in the babit of gamming the slide
with a sticky substance, which prevented
tho letters from dropping into the basket
below, thus securing the letters, whichy, i
of no value to them, were put back opened.

This morning the case of lsaacs, charged
with shooting at Whitman, etc., was re-
sumed in the Police Conrt.

Jaues F. Wairuan, sworn :—Am a re-
sideat of Nova Szctia, but have been more
or less absent for the last twenty years. 1
recognize the prisoner, though I did not
when he came into Court. I recollect
having some words with lsaacs last Friday
evening. I think I asked him who he was
and he said he wasa Jew, or a Yankee
Jew, or something to that effect. He said
I was drunk and 1 said he lied.

At this stage, Mr. Whitman wished to
explain why he did not

; PUT IN AN APPEARANCE
belore. He said he had not beén sunrmoned
and did not think he was bound to appear,
and for that reason did not appear. He
was sorry for what bad happened and
would bave apologized next morning, il the
matcer had not been brought itito Court:

Resuming he said : At that time in the
afternoon the Porter asked me to go to
his room and I went. About half past six
went into tea. I expressedSome appreben-
sion to Colonel Macshane regarding the
intentions of the prisoner ; L did not ex-
press them to the prisoner; but he may
have overheard them. T believe 1 said he
was a Jew. [ got up to go out of the room,
and the prisoner drew a pistol and fired, 1
believe the bullet went above me into the
ceiling. 1 turned to seize him, datd he
fired again and

STRUCK Mg ON THE RIGHT BREAST.
The mark was examined by Doctor Carritte
alterwards. I grappled with the prisoner
and got him down, holding his arm out
with one hand and the back of his
neck with the other. I held him till somo
one took the pistol from him, as I was
afraid ‘some one else might be shot.
After the pistol was taken from him,
I don’t know what became of him.
Il went to my room and laid down
and feeling some pain in my right breast,
sent for Dr. Carritte ; 1 did not examine
the wound, or think the ball was there till
the Doctor came. He examined the coat,
vest, shirt, and breast, and found the ball
passed through the lappel of the coat,
through the vest, and strack the shirt,
léaving a sear. I

it to Col. Macshane. I made a mark on
it.
