A serious riot between Englishmen and
Irishmen occurred in Wolverhampton, a
town of Staffordshire, twelve miles from Bir-
mingham, on the 18th. At least 3,000 per-
sons were engaged in the conflict. Fire-
arms and knives were freely used, and there
was much bloodshed, though no cases of fa-
tal injury are reported, At last accounts
order had been restored, and it was believ-
ed there would be no repetition of the riot
ing. ’

Mr. Gladstone and his colleagues were in
consultation for four hours on the 18th. No-
thing has yet transpired as to the result of
their deliberations,

Three men arrested in Corl on the 18th on
8Buspicion of being the parties who commit-
ted the frauds on the Bank of England, were
released this morning, no evidence connect-
fug them with the forgerics having been pro
duced.

A despatch says general satisfaction is
felt at Gladstone’s resuming the leadership
of the Government with the sane members
Of the Ministry.

Mr, Gladstons proceeded to Winisor
and gubmitted to the Queen the names
of the incoming Cabinet.

The riot at Wolyerhampton, was between
the Englishmen an Irishmen employed on
the coal mines in the vicinity of that town.
The trouble has been brewing for some days
and culminated on Tuesday in an open con-
flict,

The authorities have arrested over a hun-
dred men who participated in the riot. A

The Porto Rico Abolition Bill was again
under consideration in the National Assem-
bly on the 18th March., An amendmend-
ment offered by Senor Ruis, providing that
the abolition of slavery on the island shall
be gradual, was rejected.

From Lisbon it is reported that in the
Assembly the Minister of Foreign Affuirs
announced that the Portuguese Consul has
been instructed to demand immediate
satisfaction of the Brazilian Government for
the outrage to the Portuguese flag at Para.

The religious excitement in this city
(Geneva) caused by the preaching of Father
Hyacinthe, is increasing.  The rev, gentle-
man i8 meeting with great success, The
Ultramontanes are much ezasperated.

Mer. Disraeli has declined to accept office,
He waited on the Queen at Buckingham
Palace this morning 19th to announce his de
cision,and explained to Her Majesty the rea-
sons which impel him thersto. The Tarl of
Derby concurs with Disraeli in the convie-
tion that, the Conservatives cannot accept
the responsibility of forming a Government
at this time.

Mr. Gladstone had an interview with the
Qucen on the 19th inst. It is probable a
further »djournment of Parliament will be
asked for on Monday,

A specizl from London, dated March 14,
siys a rumonr generally prevails in London
that Disracli has refused the premiership,
but it is believed to be inearrect,  The facts
are simply that Disraeli respectfully indica.
ted the diffirnltirs he wanld have to con-
front if he assumed oftice, even if able to se-

cure the aid of his supporters, considering
the Parliamentary position of Lis opponents ;
and inasmuchi as it is necessary for him to
consult Lis friends, he has asked for delay.
To-night 18th LordDerby arrived from Paris,
and had a long consultation with Disraeli. No
decizion was arrived st, Lhowever, nor will be
until to-morrow. 1t is possible that Disraeli
will refuse 1o accept office, but it is not pro-
bable. If hie accepts he will probably finish
up the business of the session by the end of
June, and then dissolve the llouse. The
Conservatives nll over the country are very
confident as to the result of the election.

A City of Mexico letter states that a des-
patch {rom Earl Grenville on behalf of the
English Government, making demands for
reimbursement for damages by ladianin*
cursions upon British Honduras, has been
received there. The Mexican Government
hnd responded at length, saying that Mexico
was always ready to adopt all measures in
its power to repress depredations, but be-
lieyes that the British Government will ae-
knowledge that it would be unlawfyl to ex-
act compensation from the Meican Govern-
ment for the crumes of a hyrde of savages
who commit injuries 2iike upon both par-

ties, and who are x1 reality enemies of both
Governments,
