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General. It has occurred to me that the Bill No. 135, above referred to, has been
nlacted so as to found an argument before the High Court that the said Act gives

the Court power to relieve against penalties to which the Dominion Government are
entitled to one-half. If such be the case, the Ontario Legislature is seeking to
legislate the Dominion Government ont of a source of its revenue. It occurs to me
that this is ultra vires of the Local House, and I call your attention to the fact, with

e view of your considering the question as to whether the provision should not be
disallowed by your Government.
