An Act for the establishment of a certain Concession
Line in the Township of Clarke.

WHEREAS it appears that no proper legal snrvey of the Concession Preamble.
Line hereinafter mentioned, has ever been made, and it is expe-

dient to provide forthe making a proper and legal survey of the said Con-

gession Line; Therefore Her Majesty, &c., enacts as follows:
