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any undue or (raudulent practice in the execn-
tion of the said Office, and thereof be lawfully
convicted, such Register shall forfeit his Office
and pay treble damnages and costs of suit to eve-
ry person who thereby shall be injured,to be re-
covered by action of ‘debt, Bill, plaint or infor-
mation in any of His Majesty’s Courts of King’s
Bench in this Province. o

XIII. And be it further enacted. by the au-
thority aforesaid, that if any person or persons
‘shall at any time forge or counterfeit any such
Acte, or any suchcopy or expedition ofany Jcte
as aforesaid, or any. such copy-or copies of any

be liable to such pains and penalties as by an

charters - and ‘writings, sealed court rolls or
wills whereby the freehold or inheritance of
any person or persons of, in- and to any
lands, tenements - and hereditaments shall or
may be molested or charged.: ‘

~ XIV. And be it further emacted by the au-
thority aforesaid, that this Act shall be and re-
main in full force and effect until the first day
of May, which will be in the year of our Lord

- nine, and no longer. Provided always, and it
is hereby enacted, by the authority aforesaid,
