SCHOLARSHIPS TO BE AWARDED

Ottawa, Nov. 9.—Scholarships
valued at $6,000 for postgraduate
study in physical education, recre-
ation or physical medicine are to
be awarded this year by the Na-
tional Council on Physical Fit-
ness, the acting chairman, J; H,
Ross, announced here today.

Set up three years ago to help
overcome the scarcity of profes-
sional personnel with advanced
training in physical education and
recreation, the scholarships are
for postgraduate study only and
are restricted to Canadians who
hae had at least three years’ full-
time experience in physical edu-
cation or recreation in Canada,
including at least one year’s ex-
perience since obtaining an un-
der-graduate degree.

The total value of the scholar-

ships this year has been increased
from $4,000 to $6,000. No award
may be made for more than $1,200
or for less than $300. Deadline
for applications is January 15,
1952.

In awarding the scholarships,
consideration will be given, Mr.
Ross stated, to the suitability of
the candidate’s proposed study in
view of the work in which he will
be employed and its contribution
fo his professional competence.
Scholarship winners must agree to
return to Canada to work for at
least two years.
