A spokesman for the International 

Students Association deplored the 
lack of involvement on Dalhousie 
campus.

The usual plea is “I haven’t got 
the time" but Mr. Jameel Rah aman 
says: “Nobody, but nobody ever HAS

does not knock at your door. You have 
to make time to do whatever you have 
to do."

The cause of Mr. Rahaman’s out­
burst was recent failures of most of 
the planned campus events. Fall Fes­
tival, the Concert series and most of 
the dances have been anything but 
successful, and he attributed a good 
deal of this to general campus apathy 
toward just about everything. He him­
self is very active in faculty organi­
zations, Howe Hall activities and of 
course was Chairman of the Orien­
tation Committee.
