An epoch-making conference of mis-
Sionaries, representing twenty different
societies at work in China, was recently
held at Pekin, the far-reaching results
of which it would be impossible to esti
mate. The purpose of the meeting was
the promotion of Christian unity and the
formulation of plans for complete co-op-
eration in missionary work and effort
throughout the empire,

Preparations for the World’s Christian
Endeavor Convention at Geneva, Switzer-
iand, are proceeding rapidly, and the
convention promises to ne one of the
most important in the history of the
movement. One afternoon will be devot-
el to a “World's Uhvistian Endeavor
Demonstration,” when representatives
of about twenty five different nationalitics
will speak, each in his own language, for
three minutes each: the national anthem
of cach country will be sung, and the
national flag presented.

General Stoessel, the Russian general
who surrendered Port Arthur to the Jap-
anese forces, has been sentenced to death
by court martizl. Tt is almost inconcerv-
able that the sentence should he carrvied
out, but they do things in Russia fhat
would bhe inconceivable elsewhere. (ien
eral Nogi, leader of the Japanese atfack
ing forces, has defended Stoessel in his
surrender, stating that insnhordination
among the Russian officers made any other
course impoesible.

The city of Fdinburgh is to lose two
notahle preachers in one year, The Rev.
George Jackson, of the Wesleyan For-
ward Movement work, is coming to To-
ronto next month, and a little later the
Rev. Hogh Black, for gome vears the as-
sociate of the Rev. Alexander Whyte in
St. George's Free church, will leave to
take up his work as professor of practieal
theology in Union Theological Seminary,
New York. This will make quite a break
in the ranks of the religious leaders of
the Secotch eapital.

Mr. Bryce, the British Secretary for
Treland, has introduced in the House of
Commons a bill authorizing a loan of
$22.500.000 to provide cottages and small
land holdings for lahorers in Treland, The
loan, he explained. would he raised on the
same terms as the land loan. Money
would also be available from varions Trish
funds, the salaries of two suspended Trish
judgeships, and the reducing of the salary
of the lord chancellor of Treland from
240,000 to %30.000. Mr, Brvee estimated
the coet of a cottage and land at abont
$850, so that hetween 25000 and 10.000
cottages could be erected, John . Red-
mond, Trish Nationalist. said he aceepted
the measure as an honest effort to deal
with grievances of great magnitude.

“That the congregation of the First
Bantist church, Montreal, is becoming
quite cosmopolitan,” says the ‘Witness?
“is clearly shown by the fact that after
a recent service the pastor, the Rev. J.
A. Gordon, D.D,, shook hands with pea-
ple of seventeen different nationalit’es
who had heen listening to his sermon. No
less interesting iz the information given
as to the parts of the world these audi-
tors came from. Tt was fonnd. on In-
quiry, that they claimed the following
countries and states as their hrthplaces:
Fneland. Scotland. Wales and Anstralin:
California, Tllinois, Michigan, Maine,
New Hampehire, and other states. Tvi
dentlv some of the states furnished renre-
sentatives of more than une nationality.
Dr. Gordon considers that this record has
seldom, if ever, been beaten at sn ordin-
ary Sunday secvice,”

Mr. Henry Watters, of Ottawa, one
of U{e most  experienced chemists and
druggists in Canada, in his evidence be-
fore the patent medicines committee of
the Commons this morning, said that
from 75 to 90 per cent, of the proprie-
tary medicines in the macket are harm-
less and useless. He thought the for-
mulae of all proprietary medicines should
be submitted to the Inland Revenue Do
partment in confidence. Dr, Roddick,
one of Montreal's ablest physicians, en-
dorsed the latter opinion. e also ad-
vocated the supy of all
syrups, as they contained opium in some
form and were extranely dangerous.

There are signs, says the Morning
Star, that when it comes to choosing he-
tween the Russian Douma and the Cab-
inet the Czar will uphold the former,
This shows that the Douma, which re-
presents the people, is more likely to
xlm'pv things in Russia than the Cabinet,
\\'h'n-h represents the aristocracy. The
belief is expressed that the Czar him-
self. with this force behind him, finding
at each instance that he gained on the
reactionaries, might be aided in force
and stability as a ruler. It is hopeless
to expect an end to the plots of the
grand duerl group, but each new defeat
of their schemes makes it easier to pro-
gress to a stronger position.

The latest estinfate of national wealth
by a competent authority was recently
given before the British income tax com-
mittee by Mr. Mallet, one of the com-
missioners of inland revenue. Mr. Mallet
placed the national income at $9,000,000,-
000, against the $3.500,000,000 of Prussia.
The capital of the United Kingdom he
estimated at $42.500,000,000, which was
tl'nuhh-f t]lm‘t of France and four times
that of Ttaly. According to hie estimate,
the number of mlm of for.
tunes over $200000 was in the United
Kingdom 30,000, in France 15000, in
Prussia 11000, and in Ttaly 1,500. An
Englishman with an  income of $5.000
pays $250 imcome tax; a Prussian pays

.50 on $5,000 of unearned ircome and
in the case of earaed wopme.
