INSTITUTION ¥OR THE DEA¥ AND DUMB.—
The annual examiuvation of the pupils of this
institution took place on Saturday afternoon at
Temperance Hall. His Worship the Mayor
occupied the chair. The attendance was about
the same as usual, and included clergymen of
various denominations, former pupils, and
parents of those now in attendance, together
with a large number of persons interested in
the welfare of the institution. The Band of
the 78th was present, as usual, and added much
to the attractiveness of the occasion. The sev-
eral classes, beginning with those of the lowest
grade, were put through a variety of exercises
consisting of theswriting of simple phrases, com-
pound sentences, and exercises in geography,
natural history, etc., with the most satisfactory
results, some of the pupils displaying a remarka-
ble quickness of perception. A somewhat no-
vel feature was introduced to the notice of the
audience in the shape of a class, that for a
short time has been receiving instruction in ar-
ticulation, some of whom are already able to
pronounce the vowels, and to utter a few other
sounds with considerable distinctness.

This closes the 14th Session of the Institution.
Since its organization 184 pupils have been re-
ceived from all parts of Nova Scotia and the
neighbouriug  provinces. Of those who have
gone out into the world, the managers have the
satisfaction of knowing that many are doing
well, The health of the pupils has been remark-
ably good, only two deaths have oecurred dur-
ing the whole period of 14 years. Altogether,
the teachers and the public have great cause to
be thankful-for the success of the institution
which has been and will be the means of effect-
iug an immense an:ount of good. —Chronicle.

Suip ox FIRe.—Ship Golden Fleece, 15635
tons, Capt. Bray, of and from Boston tor Bom-
bay with a cargo of ice, put into this port on
Thursday evening, on fire, in the hold.

One of the steam fire engines will be
employed to pump her out; but she will proba-
bly bave to discharge and repair before resum-
ing her voyage. The Golden Fleece was built
in Boston in 1855, by P. Curtis, and was for
several years in the California trade.— Citizen.

Several of the city regiments are under or-
ders. The Orangemen will be joined by a
thousand other Protestant American Associ-
ations.

Over a thousand liberal citizens have voted
to exercise their rights as citizens, by joining
the Orangemen in a peaceful parade. Things
look ominous.
