Pezon and 
Bidel begin by studying tho animal 
carefully, and when the lion has be­
come used to Feeing them they enter 
tho cage. The training is accom­
plished by taking a whip and forcing 
the lion to do what is wanted. It is a 
curious fact that lions which have 
been caught wild are easier to train 
than those born in captivity, even 
though the latter animals may be 
tame enough to be trusted outside 
their cages. This is something, how­
ever, that no lion tamer who knows 
his business will ever think of risking 
with un edult animal, for they are a 
treacherous lot, and just as likely as 
not it is tho moment when he is appar­
ently tho Icastdangeroutihat the king 
of tho forest will select ror making his 
attack.—Paris Cor. New Orleans Pica-

Tho Riche* of Alaska.
Governor Swineford, in his report, 

states that the const line of Alaska, 
18,211 miles, is nearly twice the com­
bined Atlantic and Pacific coast lines 
of the United States. Tho market 
value of the Alaska fisheries for last 
year is estimated at $3.0110,000. A 
thousand salmon, averaging ten

Guilds each, have been taken in Sitka 
y iu a single haul. The seal fish­

eries yield to tho government $317,- 
500 annually, or enough to pay 4 per 
cent, on the amount paid Russia for 
tho country. A single island is said 
to be practically a mountain of ore, 
and to contain mineral wealth enough 
to pay off tiro whole of our national 
debt.

Tho fish commission steamer Al­
batross sailed into Puget sound early 
last month, after an interesting cruise 
in Alaskan waters. Deep sea sound­
ings were made to verify those made 
by Commodore Belknap in the Tusca- 
rora while locating a lino for a Japan­
ese cable in 1874. OipL Tanner 
found even greater depths in short 
distances than tho Belknap soundings. 
At one point 3,800 fathoms was re- 
■c'rte<L In three miles tho ocean bot­
tom was found to sink from forty to 
1,100 fathoms, and ur twenty miles at 
another point from 500 "to 2,100 
fathoms, the ocean canyon being long

Several new varieties of fish were 
brought to tho surface by trawls and 
by hook and lino from those ocean 
depths. Ouo had a head like a shark, 
with largo teeth, but a body like on 
eel or a snake, tapering to a" point us 
fine as a knitting needle. Some lino 
speemens of shrimps were secured at 
points near tho coast. A quantity of 
fine clams, which are used for bait by 
fishermen, were planted iu a small in­
let west ol Oonalaslai. From this port 
the Albatross sailed hack east of the 
Aleutian Island group and down 
toward Kodiak. Soundings and dredg­
ings were made all along, and tho 1(A) 
fathom curve located. Great num­
bers of codfish were secured. The 
waters in that région mo filled with 
cod, those at a disfi.ue? from tho coast 
being much the best.—Scientific Amer-

During 
the past few months the work of prepar­
ing for the revolution bas been going 
forward with great activity.

The Invisible Committee has been 
propagating the cause through a number 
of Anarchistic societies, prominent 
among which is the newly formed Ar­
biter Bund. The A. R Parsooa Assem­
bly No. I, the Socialistic Publishing So­
ciety, which controls the Arbeiter Z?i- 
tung, and the Workingman’s Defence 
Association, which raised the money to 
defend Hronek and his fellow conspira- 
tors. The Arbeiter Bund is the latest 
form ot the revolutionary agitation, and 
at its last public meeting, on Thanks­
giving day, a circular was issued which, 
after telling the workingman that be is 
‘ trampled into the dust, that he has no 
recognized rights, and that he should as­
sert his independence,” proceeds to say 
that ‘-capitol and all who control capital 
must be destroyed, and destroyed quick­
ly, and that the only efficacious method 
ol re moval is the one adopted and car­
ried into execution by the martyred ad­
vocates of freedom who gave up their 
lives so that the principles they advocat­
ed might be perpetuated. Our time is 
oorniog. All that remains for us to dois 
to forget petty differences and band to­
gether for our one common object. What 
a few men cannot achieve, many can. 
They can throttle the capitalistic tyrant, 
they can surround him with tire and 
bloodshed, and compel him in war to re* 
cognizi our rights, a thing he will not do

The American Federation of Trades 
will hold a convention in St. Lima this 
month, at which its delegates will endea­
vor to fix some day in 1890 fer another 
eight-hour strike. The Anarchists ap­
pear to have already foreseen their op- 
|K)rtunity, and besides doing all they can 
to ferment the strike into national dis­
order, they will no doubt be ready with 
their bombs and other machines of des­
truction in order to make another at­
tempt at setting up the new social sys­
tem. This is the generally accepted 
plhu, and it is for tue accomplishment 
ot this end that the work of pubuo agi­
tation has been resumed.

George Schilling was asked last even­
ing if he expected another outbreak. 
He said : ‘-1 expect something of the 
kind about the end of the present cen­
tury-say in ten years. Society is just 
now dor in ant, like a river frozen in win­
ter time; but some night there will be a 
mighty crack in the ice, and under the 
warning influences of revolutionary force* 
there will be a mighty upheaving.”

The Anarchists will hold their first Sun­
day school to-morrow at Aurora Turner 
Hall. This assembly is merely the fore­
runner of a hundr-d other similar schools 
which will be started in this city with a 
view to educating the children in social­
istic doctrines and thus prepare them for 
tlie coming revolution. The little ones 
will be taught that there is no God, and 
that it remains for them to overthrow 
existing institutions and free the wage 
worker from oppression. The police will 
not interfere.

The Value* of Diamond*.
Values of diamonds never change. 

Like pure gold they have a fixed 
value. Their prices change with tho 
dealer and his opportunity for their 
sale.

A diamond, 
however nerfect, if of a yellowish hue, 
is not highly priced. There are stones 
of a reddish tint which are very beau­
tiful, but the pure white diamond out­
ranks them all. The test of tho white 
diamond is that it shall be perfectly 
invisible when immersed in a vial of 
chemically pure water, such as is col­
lected from condensed steam. A dia­
mond is jierfectlv indestructible and is 
seldom, if ever, lost to the world. If 
tho owner should lose a stone another 
poison finds it, and tho quantity of
Sans goes on steadily increasing.—
