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MR. NEILY’S LETTER.

Mr. J. B. Neily has published in 
last week’s Halifax papers a long let­
ter reciting the various tests made re 
gold at Memramcook, to demon­
strate there is gold there, contrary to 
the opinion of Messrs. Gladwin, O’- 
Shaunnessey and Vanhorn.

When Mr. Neily was promoting the 
alleged mine and selling stock he re 
presented that a payment of 7J% of 
stock subscribed would pay for putt­
ing up a ten stamp mill and making 
the tests, if the tests proved satis­
factory and gold was found in the 
quantity as shewn oy the tests already 
made then 10% more would be called 
for and à larger mill erected for per­
manently operating it. Mr. Neily 
was then so confident as to the value 
of the property and his ability to 
work it out, that he estimated the 
dividends at 10% per month ! The 
subscribers paid the 7£%; Mr. Neily 
put up his ten stamp mill and operat­
ed it in his own way; he made such 
reports as induced the stockholders to 
pay up the 10 per cent additional and 
Mr. Neily put up a 50 stamp milk 
This latter mill after being operated 
under Mr. Neily’s management for 
some weeks not only produces no 
dividends and no gold, but a net lia- 
bi ity of over $2,000 is created.

It is now proposed to make more 
tests to find out if there really is any 
gold there at all. It seems from this 
that the stockholders were rather pre­
mature in yielding to Mr. Neily’s 
proposition to go in and put up an ex­
pensive mill before it was well ascer­
tained that gold exists there.

We do not presume to offer any 
opinion as to whether the absence of 
gold or the absence of sound business 
methods has made the realization so 
far short of the anticipations raised by 
Mr. Neily in the minds of the stock­
holders, but, there can be no question 
on one point: the net result of 
these various operations are: Mr. 
Neily has the money and the stock­
holders the experience.

It has been proposed in the United 
States to impose a tax of $100 on every 
immigrant landing in that country 
and the measure is likely to meet with 
much favor.

which they claim thev are entitled. 
The attention of the governments of 
Manitoba and the Northwest is called 
to the allegations set forth in the peti­
tions, and they are invited to afford 
the petitioners sucli redress as they 
may be entitled to

The new government of Hawaii will 
be not republican but oligarchical. 
The total registration for the election 
of delegates to the Constitutional 
Convention which is to frame the 
government has been less than six­
teen hundred out of a population of 
thirty thousand not including Chin­
ese and Japanese. The natives would 
not forswear allegiance to the mon­
archy and the Americans refused to 
register because such a course would 
endanger their American citizenship. 
The new government will have the 
consent of less than 200 natives and 
of the present provisional government.

The Way in which the present 
Newfoundlan 1 government obtained 
i's majority is exceedingly unique. 
The hoiHe after the last election was 
composed of twenty-live supporters 
of the White way government and 
thirteen opposition members under 
the leadership of Mr. Goodridge. 
One after another Mr. White way’s 
supporters were unseated for corrup­
tion until now Mr. Goodridge finds 
himself at the head of the govern­
ment and with a majority of three in 
a house of twenty three. After this 
who will say tint thirteen is an un­
lucky number.

A HIGHER PLANE.

The Transcript when faced with a 
catalogue of Liberal scandals suddenly 
deprecates reciting party scandals and 
personalities and says: “Let the 
dead past bury its dead. Let us put 
the future of Canada upon a higher 
plane.”

could suffer that much by anything 
the Transcript could say.

We trust the editor of the Trans­
cript will persevere in his newly 
avowed course, in which he wi.l meet 
with our commendation. In case of 
any lapses, wo will be ready to re­
mind him of the “Higher Plane.”

Some 14 or 15 years ago the gov­
ernment of New Zealand subsidized a 
company to carry on works of consider­
able magnitu io in the nature of village 
improvements. The contract with the 
company contained the ordinary lime 
limit. The company raised in Europ­
ean markets the required capital and 
prosecuted the work with considerable 
vigor, but was unable to complete it 
within the time limit. The government 
said to the company in effect, “You are 
going to lose money in this venture. 
The more money you spend, the more 
you will lose. To prevent you losing 
more than you have, we have decided 
not to help you complete the work, and, 
therefore, we decline to pay you the 
subsidy.”

This line of argument is the one our 
finance minister would, we are sure, ad­
dress to the ship railway investors.

The New Zealand Company protested 
against being taken cave of and pr Aect- 
ed in this manner; they claimed they 
did not seek to be relieved from the 
commercial risks of their venture, to 
which they were prepared to submit. 
They claimed the government was 
shielding a dastardly act of repudiation 
under the cloak of protecting foreign 
capitalists. The act of the government 
was speedily heralded in every money 
centre in Europe. It was denounced on 
every exchange, and the commercial 
journals held them up to public qppro-

To say that the credit of New Zealand 
suffered is to faintly express the results. 
The securities of that country were 
avoided as if infected with a sort of 
financial small pox. The energies of 
the country languished for want ofcapi 
tal, and it lost many limes the value of 
the subsidy, before public confidence 
was in any degree restored.

The Oriental War and 
What It is All About.

WHY THE JAPS ATTACK COKBA — WHY
CHINA ATTACKS JAPAN AND WHY RUS­
SIA WILL LOOK AFTER CHINA.

Corea is a mountainous peninsula, jut­
ting out into the sea until it almost 
overshadows Japan and occupies strate­
gically a most pregnant and important 
position, and this is one reason why 
Russia has a consuming desire to got 
hold of it. Its 30,000 square miles sup­
port a population of about 8,000,000 
people, who are closely allied to the 
Chinese in blood, language, laws and re­
ligion. The soil is fertile, though only 
a email part of it has been turned into 
account. The mineral resources are 
large, and still lie almost untouched in 
the river valleys and on the mountain 
sides. The people, outside the govern 
ing class, are wretchedly poor, and the 
whole country is a conspicuous object 
lesson, proving that a naturally rich 
land may be kept almost a howling wild­
erness by evil and corrupt government.

The action that is now being taken by 
Japan is due to the reluctance or ina­
bility of China to reform the Corean 
Government and assure protection to 
Japanese residents and interests in the 
country. Twice within recent years the 
Japanese representative has been hunt­
ed from Seoul by the rabble, and on 
each occasion Japan has been obliged to 
solid troops to Corea. The Chinese : 
sent a garrison when the first outbreak 
took place, and kept it there until after 
the second, when it was withdrawn at 
the request not of Corea, but of Japan. 
An arrangement was come to between 
the governments of the Mikado and the 
Emperor of China regulating their fut- 
uru relations to Corea in certain respects, 
and fpr some years things went on with­
out any violent disagreement between 
the two claimants.

The tension now 
has become suddenly acute.

Kiiii-ok-Kuin, the Corean refugee who 
had found an asylum in Japan, foolishly 
ventured to Shanghai last March and 
was murdered there, almost certainly at 
the instigation of the Corean Govern­
ment, and, as the Japanese hint, not 
without the knowledge of the Chinese 
authorities. An outbreak in Corea it­
self took place about the same time, and 
undoubtedly threatened the property 
and the lives of the large Japanese com­
mercial community settled in the penin­
sula. China sent troops with unusual 
promptitude to quell the disturbance 
and informed Japan that order hat 
been restored. But Japan is skeptical.
The peace, she thinks, is not likely to 
last, which would be bad, and when 
next it was broken China might seize 
the occasion to occupy the whole coun­
try and destroy its independence, so 
dear to Japan—which would be worse.
In these circumstances, Japan is loud in 
her assertions that she means business.
She feels that it is her mission to read 
Corea a lesson, in conjunction with 
China if possible, but without China, 
and even against China, if need be.

When the rebellion broke out, the 
King of Corea asked Viceroy Li Hung 
Chang to send Chinese troops at once to 
his relief. Almost simultaneously Japan 

Iiicli has large interests in Corea, 
landed about 20,000 soldiers in Corea, 
practically taking possession of Seoul, 
the capital, and its seaport, Chemulpo, 
badly scaring the King and disturbing 
the composure of Russia and China, 
who made haste to tell Japan that she 
had better mind her own business, and, 
at any rate, she must keep her hands off 
Corea. Japan did the same thing 
1882 and 1884, and exacted the most 
complete reparation for injuries inflict­
ed upon her subjects and their prop 

Corea. For centuries she had 
peatedly invaded the peninsula, and the 
only excuse she has recently advanced 
for such proceedings is that her people 
have large financial interests in the 
country. There was a time, long ago, 
when Japan asserted that Corea was 
her vassal, but she has done nothing 
for asfes to make the claim valid. In 
fact, Corea has for hundreds of years 
been one of the vassal States of China, 
and, though Japan pretends to ignore 
this lolationship, she knows very well 
that it exists. It is her present attempt 
to revolutionize the traditional state of 
things in Corea that may very easily 
give rise to complications of a formid 
able kind.

A few weeks ago Japan demanded 
that China join her in imposing fiscal 
reform upon the country and in thi 
correction of political abuses, so as to 
do away with the periodical insurrec 
lions that completely upset the fiouutry 
and inflict great annoyance and damage 
upon all foreigners engaged there. This 
seems to be a progressive and a laudable 
idea, but conservative and suspicious 
China has declined the proposal with 
thanks. Her answer was that it is her 
traditional policy not to interfere 
forcibly in the internal affairs of a vassal 
State. Thereupon Japan replied that 
if China would not help her reform the 
country, she would undertake the task 
herself. It is this new phase of Corean 
affairs that may lead to ugly complica­
tions and make the Pacific border of 
Asia for a while an object of particular 
attention to all the nations.

At this point Russia thought it timely 
to make a few remarks. She has 
warned Japan that she will not be per­
mitted to acquire territorial rights in 
Corea. That is what might have been 
expected. China and Japan, long ago, 
would have been at odds over the Her­
mit nation if both of them had not 
feared that, if they quarrelled, Russia 
would make the disturbance a pretext 
for occupying Corea. Russia longs to 
include this tine peninsula in her Asia­
tic domain. Corea would give her the 
strategical and commercial position 
on the Pacific which her ice-bound 
northern coast does not afford. The 
Corean*, in considerable numbers, are 
already living in the Czar’s province of 
Ussuri, and Russia finds them a hard­
working people who are helping to 
make the province a field of fruitful­
ness. Some of the finest harbors in the 
world lie along Corea’s coasts, and 
Russia, with only Vladivostock, ice­
bound nearly half the year, looks long­
ingly southward to the splendid harbors 
of Geu-san and Fou-san, where her war­
ships might ride at anchor in the most 
furious gales, with no danger of being 
held by an ice blockade. In many 
ways Russia is constantly showing her 
deep interest in Corea. Of late years 
her officers and agents have been push*» 
ing their surveys far and w ide in Corean 
territory, and the only decent map we 
have of the country emanates from 
Russian sources. The Czar’s pioneers 
never lose an opportunity to cultivate 
the friendliest relations with their rather 
unsocial neighbors on the south, and 
have cordially invited them to move 
over the border and live in the Russian 
villages. We do not lose sight of the 
fact that eight years ago China obtained 
from the Russian Government a distinct 
official pledge that she would not occupy *
flnroo nilina Ltid -Tenon linivni..» .a. OII1OU8,

Japan may, after all, settle their trouble 
without a serious war for they know 
very well that while they were quarell- 
:ng Russia would probably try to run
iff with the bone of contention. In 

that case the Chinese resident at Seoul 
voicing the views of hie Government is 
almost certain to continue to be the real 
master at the court of Corea.

So far as the number and strength of 
her vessels is concerned the Japanese 
navy is weaker than that of her rival. 
On the other hand, its organization and 
conduct (except for a limited conscrip­
tion) are exactly those of England. 
English influence and English advice 
having guided its developement in every 
respect. Mr. Henry Norman, a well 
known authority on Japanese affairs, 
says that Japati’s dock yards and chief 
vessels offer almost no opportunity for 
criticism. With the exception of Capt. 
John Ingles, of .the English Royal Navy 
who acts as naval adviser, the fleet is 
manned and officered entirely by Japan-

The Japanese cannot show so large 
a number of powerful ships as their 
Chinese neighbors. Some time ago the 
Admiral Ting, with a squadron of half 
a doZon Chinese war ships, appeared at 
Yokohama and created a profound im«* 
>ression there. The Japanese acknow- 
edged that they had nothing to equal 

his flagship. But they relied much on 
their tine cruisers and a strong array of 
torpedo boats while it is not to be for­
gotten that Japan is keenly alive to 
modern ideas and methods of conducting 
war than their huge and lethargic neigh­
bor. The personnel is probably far 
superior to that of the Chinese fleet in 
efficiency, discipline and courage, and 
on this circumstance the hopes of Japan 
will rest when vessels of the rival fleets 
meet in battle.

Half a century ago China’s navy con­
sisted of a countless fleet of high prowed 
piratical looking wooden junks, with 
antiquated muzzle loaders. To-day she 
possesses a complete navy of the modern 
type, consisting of armornclads, cruisers, 
gunboats, and torpedo boats, enabling 
her, so far as the appearance of her 
ships is concerned, to ruffle it among 
the leading navies in Pacific waters.

The viceroy, Li Hung Chang, who is 
well aware that mere possession of cost­
ly ships and modern guns goes only a 
little way toward affording national 
security, seems to have the crews as well 
trained as possible. The schools of in­
struction, under European officers.I 
vigorously supported, the men are well 
drilled and the scientific branches are 
thoroughly looked after. Both officers 
and men, however, are handicapped by 
having not only to learn, but practically
to carry on their work in a foreign Ian;

s.gnal book, compiled by Captain Lang, 
is in English, and the drill book*», in 
which the proper drill for every gun in 
the service has been elaborated by Lieu­
tenant Bouruhier, are also in English. 
The peculiar structure of Chinese ne­
cessitates the use of some alphabetic 
language, for Chinese ideographs cannot 
be telegraphed. Hence the men have 
to learn at least as much English as en 
ables them te spell out words in sema­
phoring, and the officers are obliged thus 
to communicate in English.

But although the ships are good, and 
the men beyond doubt splendid mater­
ial, docile and muscular, it is not easy 
to predict with certainity how the 
Chinese fleet would comport itself in 
face of the enemy. It is hard for the 
western mind not to believe that its 
fighting value must be grieviously im­
paired by the abuses which prevail. 
The officers are addicted to gambling, 
not merely among themselves, but with 
their inferiors, the grossest nepotism is 
practiced ; systematic peculation goes on, 
and the contract system, with its divi­
sion of the spoils, the starving of the 
needs of the service in order to put 
money into the pockets of the officers, 
is winked at by those in authority. T<£ 
the foreign onlooker it seems impossible1 
that either loyalty to the government or 
a proper esprit, de corps can co-exist 
with these gross abuses, and it is on 
such premises that the expectation of a 
collapse in the Chinese navy is founded. 
Some allowance is doubtless to be made 
for Oriental peculiarities of temper and 
administrations. It is hard to speak 
positively in the absence of a practical 
test. All that can be said with certain­
ty is that, in the best informed opinion, 
the crews, if handled by Europeans 
Americans, could and would tight to 
good purpose, but that whether they 
will exhibit a good figure under native 
leadership is a question involved in ccn- 
siderable doubt.

While war has not yet formally declared 
a good deal of fighting has taken place and 
the Japs, if reports are true, have been uni­
formly victorious. In an engagement the 
Japanese caotured a Chinese man of war anti 
sank a transport containing 1,100 men oi 
whom only eleven were saved. The traus 
port was sailed by an English captain and 
as the Chinese say flew a British flag. This 
if true will bring down on Japan the ven­
geance of England. A few days later the 
Icets again met and the Japs once more were 

victorious. They sank the Chinese battle 
ship Chen Yuen, the second largest in the 
Chinese navy, and captured two large cruis­
ers. The battle was hotly contested but the 
Japense handled their guns, ships, aid tor- 

id oes with more skill than the Chinese,
The attitude of the Chinese government 

since it heard of the loss of the troopship 
has completely changed. Hitherto it has 
been inclined to be conciliatory, bat the in­
dications now arc that she will pursue the 
war against Japan with the utmost vigor. 
Change, the viceroy in an interview at Tien 
Tsin recently, declared that if the war were 
once provoked China would fight to the bit­
ter end. It is the opinion of all that the 
provocation has been given.
