Illho"l‘. ichie In British Columbin,
Written for Tue GLEaxEx.

The little Indian village on the oppo-
site side of Burrard Inlet from Vancouver
was the scene of a crand event especial-
lyin the eyes of the Indians on Satur-
duy evening, 10th inst: Namely, the
welcoming of Archbishop ‘Tacle, of St.
Boniface, and Bishops Durien, of British
Columbia, and Falre, of Quebec. The
villnge is composed of about twenty-five
houses built on three streets, running
parallel to the water front and diverging
from the church and school house in the
centre, and is occupied by Squamish In-
dians, who bave built the church and
furnished it with a fine hall and organ
out of their own funds, at a cost of about
five thousand dollare, making 1t the
neatest and probably the costliest clurch
on Burrard Inlet. At about 7-30 the trio
of bishops and several priests stepped
into a large canopied ¢ noe at Vancouver
to be conveyed to the mission, accouipa-
nied by the Indian band and twenty-
three canoes full of Indiuans, and as the
band struck up their favorite piece,
Yankee Loodle, at leaving Vancouver,
the three cannons in front of the clurch
boomed out their welcome across the
water, firing twenty-one shots during the
time the par'y wero on the water. A
special tent was erected at the landing
for the accommodation of the guests,
from which they proceeded, led
by the band, again playing Yankee
Doodle, to a booth on the green near
the church entrance, and an address
of welcome to the visitors given by Chief
Harry, Fath r Cheruse next spoke in
French of this visit to the Blackfeet
Indians, and Bishop Darien acted as in-
terpreter in  Chinook, then a psalm was

chanted, all kneeling and they entered
the church, whero a benediotory sarvice
was held, and the welcome was over save
saying goo l-night and firing a salute of
six gung, after which those of the gucsts
who wero going to stay a few days were
escorted to the house built specially for
their aocommodation during their stay.

The decorations were splendid and all
home made, and a few werds as to their
extent are in order. The front street
and green and fence surrounding the
church was decorated by 209 colored
lanterns and 118 banners and bannerets,
60 colored hights were displayed from
the steeple and 16 from the reception
tent and the canoes carried 240, while
on the back streets 120 bannecrets were
displayed, making 815 oolored lauterns
and 238 banners and bannerets, some in
arches, some strung to the top of the
flag stuff, and some along the streets.
An arch surmounted by the letters F. T.
and D, and the word “ Welcome" was
composed ot stained glass tumblers, with
a floating wick inside, supported on a
frawe, 225 in pumber. The letter T
in the centre was slightly raised in honor
of the higher rank of Arohbishop Tache
as cowmpared with Bishops Fabro and
Darien. The windows were lit by 864
candles, and the display would be
a ocredit to any place, as the
ideas were entirely original and
everything home-made, the lanterns be-
ing a light wooden frame and bottom
covered Ly colored cotton, red and blue,
As a rule the Indians of the mission work
