Disastrous Tornado

St. Paul, Minn,, June 29.—Spe-
cials from Graceville, Minn., give
additional details of the tornado
that struck Clinton, a town of 400
inabitants, in the western part of
Minnesota, late Saturday after-
noon, killing seven persons.

The despatches say that over
sixty were injured, but that only
eleven were seriously hurt,

Thirty-three houses in Clinton
were totally destroyed and twen-
ty-five were practically ruined.
Two hundred peovole are homeless
and scores are destitute of cloth-
ing, and outside aid is needed.
