Proceedings of the Hamilton District Con-
fereuce,
SECOND DAY,

Drx~viLug, Feb., 20.—Conference opened
at 9.55 a.m. Aiter singing the second hymn,
Bro. J. W. Ricker led in prayer. The
minutes were read and adopted.

The report on egualization was presented.
After a number of the delegates had address-
ed the conierence, the presiding elder rose
and poured oil on the troubled waters. He
claimed that all were bound to contribute
their substance to the furtherance of this en-
terprise, whether unionists or non-unionists.

The following is the report :—*‘ We, your
Committee on Equalization, beg leave to
report as follows :—Whereas, the condition
of equalization ine the superannpation and
book-room funds was submitted to and sus-
tained by our General and Quarterly Con-
ferences by large majorities, therefore, be it
resolved, 1.

Views of a European Physician,

Dr. M. Souvielle, ex-Aide Surgeon of the
French Army, and founder of the Interua-
tional Throat and Lung Institute, was inter-
viewed yesterday on his return irom Europe
by a News representative at the American
hotel. The doctor received his visitor cor-
dially, and as the reporter knew the doctor
was well acquainted with European countries,
thought he would gain some information as
to the situation of political as well as com-
mercial affairs in Europe.

After some very interesting conversation
on the subject of German and French armies
and otner European topics, the subject of the
doctor’'s American business and his surgical
institute was discuesed. Upon being asked
if he did not visit Eurone quite often, the
doctor said :—

““Yes. I visit Europe nearly every year.”

‘“May I ask what is your object ?”’

‘“Yes. First to visit the hospitals and
keep up with the advancement of medical
science, and as I am opening new institutions
every year, to bring over medical gentlemen
who are members ot the Royal College ot
Physicians and Surgeons of London. England,
to assist me ; by so doing we are placed in a
position to compare with any similar institute
1n the world.”

““Well, how long are you going to continue
opening institutes ?”

*“ Well, sir, my ambition is to have two
hundred medical gentlemen with me before I
die, and I am determined to work twenty
years longer for the benefit of science and the
peopie, and until I have shown the public at
large the difference between real scientific
knowledge and spurious conventionalists. ”’

¢+ I presume you receive.a good deal of op-
position from some of the medical proies-
sion.”

““Yes. Asyou can easily see from the suc-
cess of my institutes, a2 considerable amount
of jealously is displayed, but as my institutes
contain a body of medical men whose know-
ledge and ability 1is ugpquestioned, bcth on
this as well as on the other side of the Atlan-
tic, I do not fear any opposition that can be
directed against me.”

‘“ How many 1nstitutes have you in. Am-
erica ?”’

‘“ At present, five ; one in Boston, Detroit,
Toronto, Winnipeg, and Montreal, and I am
opening new ones every year.”

At the close of the imterview the doctor
said was his intention to devote several
months of his time for the present to the
Boston and Toronto offices, —News,

FOREIGN INTELLIGENCE

General Gleanings from Distant
Lands.

EUROPE.
The prohibition of the importation of pork
into Greece has been abolished.
t is stated that Russia has invited Eng-
Iand to join in constructing a canal from the
sea of Aral to the Indian frontier.

A St. Petersburg despatch says several
tribes in the neutral territory between
Russia and Afghanistan have solicited Rus-
sian protection.

A serious encounter is reported in the Don
Cossack country between peasants and mili-
tary, in which several were killed and wound-
ed. Further fighting is feared. . Reinforce-
ments are hastening forward.

A Paris despatch says Prince Krapotkin is
dangerously 1llat Clairvaux prison. His wife
has been sammoned to his side, and 1s per-
mitted to attend him by day. - His illness is
due to the bad sanitary condition of the
prison, The doctors say he will certainly die
unless removed to more bhealthbiul quarfers.: -

An American ship which arrived at Gibral-
tar for repairs was seized by Spanish revenue
otficers for anchoring in Spanish waters and
subjected to a heavy fine on the charge of
breaking bulk. The captain-demanded Brit-
ish protection, for it is believed the anchorage
which the pilot had chosen was in British
waters. The port dues would have becn paid
within ten days as usual.

M, Tricou, formerly Fremch Minister to
China, has just arrived in Paris from
Saigen. He says the Black Flage always

lace Chinamen in front af them
in  battle, and  massacre them if
they refuse to fight. He says that four hun-
dred Chinese were killed in that way in the
battie of Sontay. M. Tricou has the gold
cup from which Hiephoa, the late King of
Aopnam, drank poison at the bidding of the
present regent.

ASIA,

French gunboats are taking positions in
the waters of the Tonquin Delta so as to sup-
port the attack on Bacninh. A reconnoissance
from Hanoi disclosed that the Black Flags
occupy Hunghoe and the mouth of the Black
river,

A Chinese reconnoitring party recentiy ad-
vanced within two miles of Hanoi, but re-
tired before the shells of the French. Son-
tay is powerfully garrisoned, and works of
defence are being rapidlyerected there. Hung-
hoa is also strongly fortified.

Commander Ralph, who lias just returned
from a visit to the general of King Joun of
Abyssinia, reports that if King John ©btains
the gea port which he needs he will Secore
the retreat of the garrisons on the Kassala
line through Abyssinia.

It has been proved that the Viceroy of
Quang Si commands the troops at Bacninh.
The Egrench are about to send him an ultima-
tum. The Chinese have burnt'a village op-
posite Sontay. Gen. Millot, commander of
the land forces in Tonquin, has left three
battalions at.Sontay and three at Haiphong.
.and is preparidg to operate against Bacninh
with fine thousdnd men.

fuse to go to Trinkitat, have resigned. The
Egyptian otficers have discarded their uni-
forms, and appearindifferent to the situation
of affairs. A number of convicts there im-
plicated in the massacres at Alexandria, re-
cently released by order of Admiral Hewits,
are joyfully parading the town, exvecting a
rebel triumph.

AFRICA.

The wheat and bean crops in Upper Egypt
are splendid. The sugar crop wiil probably
be the largest on record.

It is reported that Lord Wolseley advises
that the campaign be continued against
Osman Digma, in ordeér to prevent the rebels
marching north upon Berber, and that a de-
tachmegt be sent to relieve the garrison at
Kassala.

Gen, Stephenson has sent a telgram to
London strongiy urging that an advance
be made from Trinkitat. The Marquis of
Hartington,” Secretary for War, in reply
ordered an immediate advance. He also
asked that the Europeans killed at Teb be
buried in a fitting mauner,

Osman Digma, the leader of the rebelsin
the vicinity of Suakiw, is exciting his fol-
lowers by quoting the Koran, saying Ei Mendi
is divinely inspired and requires little food
and clothing. The rebels present a formi-
dable appearance. They will be beaten, but
it will require the best kind of men to do so.
Large bodies of rebels can be seen moving in
the direction of Osman Digma’s position.

El Mehdi is described as forty years of age.
F'e is a man of middle stature ; his colour is
‘*café an lait clair”; his beard is very
black, and he bears upon each cheek three
parallel scars. He is extremely thin, for he
disciplines himseli by very rigorous fasting.
Before setting out on his new career he dwelt
in & hole in the ground, where, he savs, he
wept continually over the universal corrup-
tion.

Col. Burnaby telegraphs that three courses
are open to the English. First, to recapture
Tokar, chastising the enemy if en-
countered ; second, to try and attack Osman
Digma and disperse his forces ; third, to ship
troops to Massowah and attempt to relieve
Kassala. and after doing this to march to
Khartoum. He advises the use of the
Indian troops stationed at Aden. Two
hundred thousand rounds of ammunition will
be ordered for Egypt.

Advices from St, Paul de Loanda give par-
ticulars of a fight between the whites and
natives at Meulla, The fight arose through
the agent of a Dutch factory employing Kroo-
boys, to which the natives objected. Eight
bundred natives attacked the factory, which
the agent defended with four cannoo and 100
men, A large number of natives took shel-
ter behind the powder magazine. The whites
fired into the magazine, exploding it, and
torty natives were killed.

The report that El Mehdi is marching
toward Khartoumis confirmed. His inaction
after the victory at El Obeid is explained by
the fact that finding that the Sheikhs of the
principal tribes wished to go home with their
spoils 1n order to attend to the harvest, he
proclaimed a holy truce during the months
of Moharren and Safar, ending on the date of
the anniversary of the birth of the prophet.
That time having expired, the campaign has
been resumed.

The Government have ordered Admiral
Hewitt to send Commaunder Wolie to King
John, of Abyssinia, with instructions to offer
the surrender of part of the district of
Sankeet, which is part of the territory taken
trom Abyssinia by Gen. Gordon, on condition
that the Abyssinians march to liberate the
Egyutian garrison in the Southern Soudan.
The King demands an interview with
Admiral Hewitt, auod the concession of
Massowah without waiting to negotiate.

The Hovas have succeeded in s:2cretly
landing in Madagascar a number of Krupp
cannons and other munitions of war and have
gone to protect Tananariwo. An English
colonel named Willoughby has obtained a
leading command in the Malagass

There is the greatest excitement in Parlia-
ment and througnout London at the news of
the surrender of Tokar. Auother account
says Magcavi, the governoryand Yakoob,
with 150 soldiers, lcft for e fort on Wed-
nesdsy and bad a parley with the rebels.
When they returned they annofinced they
were going to surrender themselves. This
caused a great commotion, as many of the
garrison refused to give way, hoping succour
would still reach them. Their pfotests were
of no avail, and the rebels’ termas were ac-
cepted. It is not believed the population was
putto the sword. It is understood that the
conditions of surrender provided that their
lives should be spared.

A refugee from Tokar, arrived at Suakim,
says the majority of the garrison wished to
surrender, but 200 insisted upon continning
the resistance: It is uncertain therefore
whether the surrender has actually been
made, ~ It is stroagly believed, however, that
Tokar is in the hands of the rebels. Another
refugee reports that ne fell in with a rebel
with whom be was acquainted, who told him
that it was the inteuntion to put all the garn-
son at Tokar to death except the guunpers
after they-had surrendered, notwithstanding
the promise to the contrary.

Mr. Thomas Linkiater and Mr. Edmond
Snell, prominent business men at Bellevilie,
are dead. The former died on Saturday night
from rheumatism, and the latter on Sunday
from a long standing ailment.

The death is announced of Mr. Malcolm
McBrayne, of North Yarmouth, at the a4
vanced age of 78 years. Deceased was one
of the veteran pioneers of that township,
having emigrated to it when the whole place
was a forest, and has resided there since
1830. He was the father of Mrs. Daniel
Black, of London East.

Mr. W. B. Blakely, Provincial License In-
spector for Prince Edward, died at his resi-
dence, Cherry Valley, Monday m%hz. Mr.
Blakely had been unwell for nearly a year,
but had oanly recently been confined to his
house, and up to a few days ago he was not
thought to be dangerously iil. Mr. Blakely
was well and favourably known throughout
the county. - His manly, straightforward, and
genial manner made him maby iriends. He
was a successful farmer, and an energetic
member of the Canada Metbodist Church.
He leaves a wife and large famiiy of children.
He was sixty-six years of age.

Another Hotel Horror.

JacksoN, Mich., Feb. 25.—The greatest=
conflagration Jackson has seen for years oc-
curred yesterday morning, sweeping away
the Union hall block, g four-storey building,
costing $125,000, containing four stores, a
bauk, hotel, and theatre, burning to the
ground three frame buildpgs, and_ bali de-
stroying two more. Four Jives are reported
lost, but the body of only gne has been found
—Charles Cornell, a crippled soldier, John
Prior, Mrs. Banks, .a coloured waiter, and an
unknown coloured man areryet missing. Three
men hung from a three-stogey window in their
nignt clothes. Two jumped, and were badly
injured. One of them, James Herres, of
Cleveland, struck a telegraph wire, whirled
into the air, and feil to the walk, breaking
his ieft coilar-bone and brgising bis bead ; he
will die. Charles Kimbatl, of Kalamazoo,
jumped and received a severe scalp wound
and 1njured his leit hip and knee ; he will re-
cover. The third, James  Bradshaw, colour-
ed, aged 85, was rescued by a-ladder, but was
badly burned ; recovery doubtful.

Thousands were on the spot, and after the
fire was under control search began for the
bodies. - Mr. Crack stated that fourteen
Swedes, ‘Polanders, and negroes went to bed
in& drunken state at his-honse and but five
were seen in the morming.

Items of Interest from the United
Kingdom.

Ex-Speaker Brand has been elevated to the
peerage with the title of Lord Hampden.

A Catholic chapel in the suburbs of Cork
was partially wrecked last week. The win-
dows were broken and the sacred ornaments
smashed. The culprits are unknown.

The Prince of Wales on Friday spoke in

the House of Lords on the motion to appoint
a commission of enquiry into the dwellings of
the poor. The appointment of the com-
mission was agreed to by the Peers.
. The election at Cork on Saturday for the
vacant seat in the Housec of Commons re-
sulted in the return of Mr, Deasy, the Na-
tionalist, wno received 2,150 votes against
1,153 for Mr. Goulding, Conservative.

The editor of the Fyecthinker was released
from prison on Monday in London, having
completed a vear’s imprisonment for blas-

hemy, and was met at the prison gate by
radlaugh and two thousand sympathizers.
- An amendment was adopted by the House

The Irish party, in order to mark their
sense of the conduct of Speaker Brand in sus-
pending the Irish members in the session of
1881, nave determined to oppose the vote of
thanks which will be proposed on Mr. Brand’s
retirement from the Speakership.

The three survivors of the barque Ada
Barton, who were landed at Queenstown,
clung to the masts five days and pights with-
out 1ond.

IMPERIAL PARLIAMENT.

In the House of Commons on the 19th,

Mr. Jonyx O’CoxNor POWER made a speech
in which he criticized the course of Mr. Par-
nell and his followers. Mr. Power asserted
that the present unfortunate condition of
Ireland was the greatess difficulty England
has to overcame. He censured the so-called
National party for wasting the time of the
Houge discussing factipnal disputes instead
of the social improvement of Ireland.
He excised Mr. Parnell because he was sar-
rounded and urged on by certain lieutenants
who were hoping to arrive at similar promi-
nence., was strongly opposed to the
amendment, which he characterized as very
disappointing.

Mr. Power was irequently interrupted by
A use, and when he resumed his seat the
‘ ring was tremendous. The Parnellites

intained a sullen silence.

Mr., T. Healy replied to Mr. Power’s
speech. He compared it to dancicg on
a tight-rope, and spoke of , Mr. Power
as baiancing between the Orangemen and
the \Vhigs. He reproached Mr. Power
for deserting his party. He said the Gov-
ernment was in league with the Orangemen,
and concluded with describing Lord Rossmore
as a “ bigoted, malevolent young pup.”

Mr. Justin McCarthy accused the Orange-
men of seeking toinvolve the country in civil
war.

The Hcunse was full. Mr. Power’s onslaught
upon the Parnellites caused a great sensation.

The House of Commons was the scene of
uproar cu Thursday when the question of ad-
mitting Bradlaugh was broached. Sir Staf-
ford Northcote moved that the House re-
affirm its previous resolution preventing
Bradiaugh from taking the oath apd exclud-
ing him from the precincts of the House.
After a stormy discussion the motion was
carried by 266 to 173.

The debate on Mr. Parneli's amendment
condemning the Government’s policy in Ire-
land was resumed in the House oi {ommons
this evening.

Mr. T. H. O’DoxyeLu said England’s
safest policy would be to allow the Irish to
conduct their own affairs. If she did not do
80 a large actession of Nationalists in a future
Parliament might some day greatly harm
England. )

Mr. Gladstone said the country ought to
know that the undue prolongation of the de-
bate, to the hindrance of other business, was
the work of a simall coterie against a strong
ieeling on the part of the rest of the House.

Mr. Parnell’s amendment condemning the
Government’s policy in Ireland was again the
subject of decbate in the House of Commons
on Friday.

The O’DoxocHUE censured the Parnellites,
and accused Mr. Parnell of having hum-
bugged and gammoned Irishmen with pro-
mises which were dever realized. By such
means, he said, had the Parnellites obtained
power. Although he had separated himself
trom them, be demied that he had changed
his political opinions. The O’Donoghue vin-
dicated the action of the Government in
Ircland.

Mr. Parnell’s amendmient was rejected by
a vote of 81 to 30, and the address in reply to
the Queen’s speech Was passed.

Speaker BRaND announced his resignation.
He said he should have wished to die in the
service of the House, which had a right to
expect his full services, but his condition of
health forbade his longer continuance in their
service. The Speaker was greeted with
cheers, and appeared to be deeply moved.

In the House of Commons on Monday,

Mr. Gladstone made a motion, which was
carried, eulogizing Sir Heary Brand’'s long
sefvices as Speaker, The Parnellites did not
challentte the division, but after Mr. Parnell
had stated that they were unable to tacitly
acquiesce in the vote of thanks, since some of
Speaker Brand's acts had been hurtful to Ige-
land, they withdrew in a body from $ae
House.

Objecting to Imported Labour,

WasHINGTON, Feb. 23.—As the result of
the deliberation of the House Labour (om-
mittee on the question of the importation of
Hungarian and Itaban labourers, Representa-
tive Foran has been instructed to submit the
bill introduced by him with an amendment.
The bill orizinally prohibited the importation
and migration of foreigners and aliens under
contract to perform labour in the United
States and Terntories, and provided certain
penalties for, violation of the law. The
amendment agreed upon by the committee is
to the effect that the law, if enacted, should
not be construed to prevent the engagement
of skilled workmen to perform labour in the
United States upon any new industry. Pro
fessional actors, singers, and lecturers are
also exempted from the provisions of the bill.
