not visit them. No more enjoyable holiday 
can be spent than one upon the banks of 
some of the tributaries which flow into the 
St. John in Victoria and Madawaska Coun­
ties, yet it is rare that our Fredericton 
people find their way thither. We shall 
outline a few excursions which can be taken 
by parties of ladies and gentlemen.

THE TOHltUE.
This stream is deservedly placed first, 

because it is, beyond any question, the most 
picturesque of any river in the Maritime 
Provinces. If a party of ladies and gentle­
men wish to spend a few days in most 
enjoyable fashion they cannot do better than 
visit the Tebique. What they must take 
with them will depend very largely upon 
how long they are to stay away and 
whether or not they intend to “camp out.” 
For persons who have only three or four 
days to spare we recommend them to tele­
graph to J A Perley at Andover to provide 
Indians and canoes, in the proportion of one 
canoe to every two of the party. If the trip 
is a long one and exclusively for fishing, 
each person ought to have his canoe and 
Indian, but for a short trip the proportion 
above given will be satisfactory. An Indian 
and his canoe can be hired for about $1.50 
per day. On a four days’ trip (that is four 
days absence from Fredericton) not very

The Board gladly notice an increasing in­
terest in the work of Foreign Missions 
throughout the Diocese, evinced by an in­
crease in. the number of the parishes or mis­
sions sending contributions, from 34 in 1879- 
80 and 30 in 1880-81, to 39 in the year now 
closed.”

The Home Missions report, among other 
things, says :

“By the Northwest territories it is to be 
understood that vast extedt of country com­
prised within the four dioceses of Rupert's 
Land, Moorsoonce, Saskatchewan and 
Arthabaska, but the attention of the chnrch 
is more especially directed to the diocese of 
Rupert’s Land, ont of which the others were 
formed, and in which the Province of Mani­
toba is situated. All are aware of the great 
and rapid increase of population in that 
country, and it is easily seen that except the 
resources of the church are very largely in­
creased it is quite impossible for her to meet 
her requirements. To assist in doing so is 
the Chnrch in Canada being called to the 
work, and she already has made a beginning. 
In a communication from the Bishop of 
Rupert’s Land which appeared in the Mon­
treal Gazette, April 27, it is stated that 
within the present year $600 has been re­
ceived from the Central Board,$600 from the 
Diocese of Quebec, and $260 from St. James’ 
Cathedral, Toronto. Before the year closes 
he hoped that many further sums will be 
added to those received. The idea is preva­
lent that the settlers have more or less 
capital, and therefore require no help from 
the older dioceses of Canada or elsewhere.

On this point we quote the Bishop of Rupert’s 
Land: “I am afraid,” he says, “from what 
we learn that many churchmen in Canada 
do not realize the situation of these settlers 
it is said that a number of church farmers 
having realized a considerable sum for the 
sale of property in the old provinces, have 
come with means to us. Farmers doing this 
I presume, usually have several sons for 
whom they take free homesteads in our 
west. By the time they have built houses on 
these and stocked their farms at an expence 
unknown in Ontario, probably few of them 
have for a year or two any spare money.
It is said too that many earnest churchmen 
of means have left parishes in the old Prov 
inces west, who should enable us to get 
on very well for ourselves. We should be 
glad to be furnished with the names of such 
churchmen. As a fact, most of our ini 
migrants have little or no capital left after 
the arrive here and lay out two or three 
hundred dollars in necessaries.”

Most earnestly we commend the work be­
fore us in Algoma and the North-west to the 
hearty support of the churchmen and church- 
women of the diocese, trusting that every 
parish will make towards it a yearly contri 
bntion. In enriching others we enrich our­
selves, for he that watereth shall be watered 
also himself.”

The Committee on Sunday Schools also 
submitted a report.

Tbe following resolution was adopted after 
discussion :—

Whereas it is found impracticable, in the 
present state and prospects of the finances of 
this Diocese to establish a Divinity School 
connection with this Synod ; and

Whereas the University of King’s College, 
Windsor, is in danger, bv reason ot the with­
drawal of State aid, of being seriously crip­
pled in its work, if not of ceasing to exist as 
a University ; and

Whereas that institution is the only dis­
tinctively Church University in the Maritime 
Provinces ; and it is highly advisable that its 
present stale of efficiency should not, in the 
interests of the Church, be allowed to be im­
paired : therefore

Resolved, That this Synod, recognizing the 
need of preserving intact the ancient rights 
and privileges of that University, and of 
maintaining the connection of the Christian 
Faith with higher education, desires to sup 
port it with snch moral and material aid ai 
may be possible ; and recommends that such 
Divinity students as desire it should be en 
couraged to pursue their studies there.
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The rainfall of last month is much in excess 
of the average.

Tbe Canada Temperance Act.

It has been freely stated that there are at 
least thirty-five places in the city where 
liquor is sold. The statement is so boldly 
made that it has carried a good deal of weight 
with it. Many strong temperance men have 
been staggered by it, and have hastily come 
to the conclusion that the administration ol 
the law is a failure. They do not stop to ask 
where these thirty-five places are, and why, 
if so many groggeries are in full blast, there 
are not more drnnken men in the street. 
There has not been a case of drunkenness 
reported at the Police Court this week, 
whereas before the decision was given by the 
Privy Council, they averaged three or four 
a day. In order that the facts might be given 
to the public a Herald representative waited 
upon the Police Magistrate and discussed 
with him and Sergeant Vandine the names 
and number of those who are suspected of 
selling liquor in this city. The result of the 
enquiry elicited tbj following information. 
In Fredericton fifteen places are under police 
surveillance on account of a suspicion that 
liquor is sold in them; but there is no tangi­
ble evidence against more than seven of 
them. By tangible evidence is meant, not 
proof of actual violation of law, but the fact 
that circumstances justify a belief that liquor 
is sold. Against the eight other places there 
is a suspicion, based more upon a knowledge 
of the pesons in charge than anything else.

As an illustration how grossly exaggerated 
some of the stories of the sale of liquor are, 
the following may be related. There is a 
certain person up-town who is reported to be 
coining money by selling liquor. Some of 
those who say the Act is a failure, or those 
who growl at the police, will tell you that
hundreds go in bis premises daily for liquor. 
Recently a policeman was detailed to watch 
the premises and lie bad them under his 
close observation from early in the morning 
till late at night. Daring the whole day- 
only two persons went near the premises. 
There is another corner house of which ex­
traordinary stories are told ; but when these 
are sifted down to a solid foundation there 
is very little reliance to be placed upon 
them. There are, however, four or five 
places where liquor is yet sold quite freely, 
but there is no place in the city where it is 
sold openly.

Sufficient names have been, or will shortly 
be, obtained to the petition asking for a vote 
for repeal ; and the citizens are brought face 
to face with a most important practical 
question, one which ought to be decided 
upon its merits, and as independently as 
possible of sentiment on the one hand and 
absurd statements of the inefficiency of the 
law upon the other. The opponents of the 
Act are very sanguine of success.
