The Venezuelan affair seems to be 
in a state of suspense just at present. 
Arbitration has been under consider­
ation fer some time. The allied Eu­
ropean powers interested were willing 
to allow the Question to be arbitrated 
by President ÎRoosevelt of the United 
State?. President Castro was also 
satisfied to have Roosevelt for arbi­
trator. But after giving the matter 
due consideration the President of the 
United States declined the office ol 
arbitrator. Now, it is said the Venez 
uelans are anxious to have the mat­
ters in dispute go before the Hague 
tribunal for'Settlement. It is doubt­
ful if the European powers are very 
willing to allow the question adjudi­
cated upon by that tribunal. In the 
first place, it would take considerable 
time before the machinery of this ar­
bitration court could be got into oper 
ation ; and then it would likely move 
rather slowly ; finally, supposing the 
award were in favor of the allied 
powers against Venezuela it might be 
difficult to enforce its fulfillment. Nc 
doubt President Castro favors the 
Hague arbitration court, because an 
award made thereby condemning him 
to pay large damages might remain a 
dead letter indefinitely, as there is

Now, that the opposition of those 
days are in power, has all interest 
and responsibility in our winter 
mail service ceased ?

This the Postal 
Department refuses to do, on the 
ground that their expenditure 
should not be swelled by an item 
that belongs to the Railway De­
partment. So by kicking the 
matter from one department to 
another, the people of this Pro­
vince have to suffer all the in­
convenience arising from the ir­
regularity and uncertainty that 
permeate the winter mail service. 
The people have to pay the money 
necessary for the special trains 
and what difference should it 
make to what particular depart­
ment it may be charged ? Is 
there no redress of this griev­
ance ; are the people of this Pro­
vince content to silently endure 
this mannerof treatment forever ?

It was to all intents and purposes 
an assemblage for devising ways 
and means of securing new mar­
kets for the over-production of 
United States factories. The ar­
guments advanced in its favor 
were pregnant with the idea that 
Canada, in the event of recipro­
city with our neighbors, will be 
an even better customer for Am 
erican goods. The interest of the 
United States exponent of recipro­
city invariably end with his own 
interests. Yet there are still in 
existence Liberals desirous of 
handing over our markets to Am­
ericans. The Conservative policy 
of leaving reciprocity severely 
alone has been justified by time. 
To-day the United States realizes 
what Sir John A Mn-donald .
saw many years ago, that Canada 
is to be a power in North Amer­
ica. It was Sir John’s confidence 
in his country that saved it from 
a fate such as the Detroit conven­
tion would impose on us. Had 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier had his way 
the Detroit meeting would have 
been unnecessary, and Canada, 
long ere this, would have been 
securely enslaved by United Sta­
tes trusts. What we require, far 
more urgently than reciprocity, is 
the exclusion of a large part of 
the wares already unloaded on us 
by Americans. That is the ques­
tion the government should con­
cern itself with.
