If the above comparison (see this

- front, .if you considér that from April

15th to June 15th the enemy engaged
108 divisions against the Anglo-
French forces, and finally, if one
bears in mind that the success of the
British offensive at Ypres obliged the
enemy to engage 15 divisions during
the last 10 days, you can understand
why the German losses on the West
Front grow heavier and heavier. They
admit the loss of 116,000 men during
May; 114,000:are estimated by the Al-
lied staff during the month of June,
ete. This is because fighting on the
West. Front as a matter of fact prac-
tically never ceases, whether in the
French sectors of Verdun or : the
Aisne or in the English scctors of
Arras and Ypres; fighting is only
discontinued at one point to be taken
up at another. In addition to the big
attacks, the quantity of carefully pre-
pared small actions, which have been
crowned with success and of which
the bulletins are not able to give a
clear:idea, increase the attrition ‘of
the Germans. This constant activity,
coinciding With-the weakness and in-
action of the Russians, also explains
why the Germans are obliged to main-
tain, and succeed in effectually main-
taining, three times larger forces on
the French front than on the Rus-

BRILLIANT FRENCH ATTACK.

PARIS, To-day.

In Belgium the attack
this morning was carried out with
particular brillance. After having
crossed the marshy Fromabeck Brook
our troops captured with aLnllrable
spirit along a front of 21 k]lomctres

ALL OBJECTIVES GAINED.
LONDON, To-day.

A heavy rain fell mostly during the
afternoon and evening, causing the
ground to become soggy and very dif-
ficult for the passage of troops. Not-
withstanding the stormy weather and
water-logged condition of the ground;
our troops succeeded in launching an
attack at 5.30 o’clock this morning in
conjunction with the French on our
left with very successful results. The
front of attack extended from a
point southeast of Broodzinde and St.
Jansbeek, one mile northeast of Bix-
choote. On the extreme right the
Australians moved forward over the

I ecrest of the ridge east and northeast
« of Broodzinde, securing their object-

jives. On the right centre the third
line territorial divisign, comprising
the Manchester, East Lancashire and
Lancashire Fusiliers Regiments, ad-
vanced one mile northward along the
ridge in the direction of Passchan-
daele, capturing all its objectives un-
der most trying and difficvit circum-
stances with great determination and
gallantry. In the cenire between the
main ridge and "Poelcapelle a con-
siderable advance was made which:in-
¢ludes the capture of ‘many fortified
farms and concentrated redoubts. On
the left centre we have completed the
eéapture of Poelcapelle. On the ex-
treme left of the British attack Eng-
lish, Welsh, Irish troops and Guards
have taken all objectives and gained
the outskirts of the forest of Hou-
tholst, nearly two miles. north-north-
west of Poelcapelle. On our left flank
the French crossed the Broenbeke
stream, which is in flood, and gained
the outskirts of the forest of Hou-
tholst, capturing ali wneir objectives.
More than 1,000 prisoners already
have passed into the collecting sta-
tions.

DETAILS OF THE FIGHTING.

LONDON, To-Day.

Reuter’s correspondent at British
Headquarters in' France telegraphs
under yesterday’s date: - At-dawn the,
British and Australians again attack-
ed along the ~Flanders ridges and
pushed back the .enemy to a depth at
some places of about two-thirds of a
mile. The battle extended more north-
ward than the thrée ‘previous oper-
ations since September 20, the French
taking up the fight on the left.  The
weather was about as bad as possible
last night. It was blowing a gale and
raining in torrents but the ' clouds
broke about midnight and the stars
shone, making the small hours quite
clear and enabling the troops brought
up into the starting positions more
favorable. The conditions of the
ground was bad and the going diffi-
cult. It was hardly likely that the
Germans anticipated that we would
endeavour to advance under such con-
ditions. Our troops found the_ Huns
holding the front much more heavily
than in any previous battle of this
geries. This suggests a return to the
earlier defensive tactics depending
upon man power rather than concrete.
The rifle fire was not so heavy as
usual, doubtless because the weapons
were largely -~ mud-clogged. The
bayonet and bombs were the principal
weapons in the close fighting. Those

‘returning wounded are blacked and

caked to the eyebrows with wet and
muck, but are nevertheless wonder-
fully cheerful. Early reports, though
necegsarily scrappy and brief, are of
a :most datisfactory: mature. The ad-
vance, though slow owing to the bad-
ness of the ground and very poor,
light, seems to have been general
Here and there at points strong re-
sistance was encountered. Dazy Wood
was found full of ;machine gunners.
These were dealt with by tactics be-
lieved to be successful, There was
stiff fighting near Reutel, but it has
apparently. gone in: our favor. There

was a hot struggle in and about Hoel-|

derhoek Chateau, which ‘was strongly

defended by machine gun crews, but]

it is believed the situation has been
cleared up. A.nother centre of strong
resistance is on the east outskirts of
Poelcapelle. Prlnoners dre coming in
freely and hunm have already
been caged. Our air nghtuix men are

doing splendidly. ‘chastnz enemy alr-

ﬂercely at local spots. It is already
pretty clear that this will be another
vietory for our arms and those of our
Allies, who, it is amnmounced, are pro-
gressing magnificently and sending
back hundreds of prisoners,

News of Naval Battle

Expected.

NEW YORK, To-day.

The Herald states this morning that
the United States Government is mo-
mentarily expecting a cable message
which will relate to a naval operation
of transcendant magnitude in or near
the North Sea, one of such importance
that the whole aspeet of the war may
be changed. That is the information
that has eome to the Herald from a
high and an unquestionable authority.
There is reason to believe that a long
cxpected “Desperation move” by Ger-
many has been started and that it is
being resisted with all the power that
the great fleets of the Allies can bring
into play. The British, French, Am-
erican and Itallan Naval forces are
fully alive to the world importance
of the operation now Im progress at
this time. While official news has not
been received, it is impossible for the
Herald to state that the German
Grand Fleet, which has been in course
of prepartion sinee the war began for
a final engagement with the Allies, has
left its base to give battle to the Al-
Hes, ner is it possible to state that the
Allied fieet has driven the rat from its
hole. “But it is possible te state upon
the information to hand that a grave
matter of the utmost importance, one

whole .war, is occurring. Naval strate.
gists have expected one of two things,
realizing that her snbmarine campaign
of frlglltfulness was failing.

Germany has been expected fo send
out fast cruisers in the hope of getting
some of them by the blockading fleets
and then attack all the merehant and
transport shipping that can be found,
but the ultimate move by Germany as
anticipaied by the Alied strategists
would be to send out her grand fleet
for a final battle with the Allies.”

- SIGNIFICANT BEGINNINGS.
COPENHAGEN, To-Day.

Vice-Admiral von Capelle, German
Minister of Marine, announced in the
Reichstag to-day that a plot had béen
discovered in the Navy to form a Cam-
mittee of Delegates on the Russian
model and to paralyze the fleet so as
to force the Government to make
peace. The guilty parties have been
arrested and have received their just
deserts, the Minister added. 'Admiral
yon Capelle attempted to link the
Radical Socialists with the plot. He
said the ringleader had discussed the
plot with Deputies Hasse and Verg-
thers in the Radical Socfalist Confer-
ence room in the Reichstag building.
The Deputies had called attention to
the dangerous nature of the plot and
had advised the greatest caution, but
had agreed to furnish propaganda
material. Socialist Deputies inter-
rupted the speaker with cries of dis-
sent. Deputy David, of the majority
Socialists, demanded that the Govern-
ment produce proofs and that the
Reichstag should suspend judgment.
In the meantime Chancellor Michaelis
early in the session had referred to
the affair, rumors of which evidently
had gained public circulation. He
declared he could not co-operate with
no recognized party which put itself
beyond the pale by activities direct-
ed against the fatherland. The dis-
closures in connection with the Radi-
cal Socialists, if they are true, came
most opportunely to help the Govern-
ment out of its embarrassment oyer
the interpellation regarding the Pan-
German propaganda.
