FOOTBALL RULES.
(Third Instalment.)

(6) When a player plays the ball 
any player of the same side who 
at such moment of playing is 
nearer to his opponent's goal­
line is out of play, and may not 
touch the ball himself, nor in 
any way whatever interfere 
with an opponent, or with the 
play, until the ball has been 
again played, unless there are 
at such a moment at least three 
of his opponents nearer their 
own goal-line. A player is not 
ont of play when the ball is 
kicked off from goal, when a 
corner kick or a throw-in Is 
taken, when the ball has been 
last played by an opponent, or 
when he himself is within his 
own half of the field of play at 
the moment the ball is played 
by any player of the same side,

(7) When the ball is played behind 
the goal-line by a player of the 
opposite side, it shall be kick­
ed off by any one of the players 
behind whose goal-line it went, 
within that half of the goal area 
nearest the point where the 
ball left the field of play; but | 
if played behind by any one of 
the side whose goal-line it is, 
a player of the opposite side 
shall kick it from within one 
yard of the nearest corner flag­
staff.

(7) In either case an opponent shall 
not be allowed within ten 
(formerly six) yards of the ball 
until it is kicked off.

(8) The goalkeeper may within his 
own penalty area use his hands, 
but not carry the ball. The 
goalkeeper shall not be charg­
ed, except when he is holding 
the ball, or obstructing an op- 
penent, or when h ehas passed 
outside the goal area. The goal­
keeper may be changed during 
the game, but notice of such 
change must first be given to 
the Referee.

(9) Neither tripping, kicking, strik- ! 
ing, nor jumping at a player ' 
shall be allowed. A player ( the 1 
goalkeeper within his own pen- i 
alty area excepted) shall not 
intentionally handle the ball. 
A player shall not use his 
hands to hold or push an op­
ponent. Charging is permissible 
but it must not be violent or 
dangerous. A player shall not be 
charged from behind, unless he 
is intentionally obstructing an 
opponent.

OPENING CONFEBENCE TESTER- 
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For some time the Executive of the 
Child Welfare Association have been 
working for the establishment of a 
Baby Health Week, during which a 
series of conferences would be held 
between mothers and Children, doc­
tors and nurses, etc., with the view 
of increasing the safeguards of the 
health of the little ones. This impor­
tant work was brought to a satis­
factory conclusion recently and pre­
parations made for the opening con­
ference which took place yesterday 
at the Community Nurses’ Offices. Re- 
nouf Building. From 2 o’clock in the 
afternoon until 7 p.m., a continuous 
stream of mothers and babies flowed 
into the building. They were receiv­
ed by Mrs. MacKeen, who was hostess 
for the day, and shown into an office 
where the Community Nurses, Misses 
Cunningham, Lacy and Parsons, as­
sisted by Mesdames Leonard Outer- 
bridge, Angus Reid, V.P. Burke, 
Misses Joyce Dunfield, Helen Roger- 
son, Mary Doyle, D’Alberti and Mil- 
ley, weighed and measured each 
child and prepared it for inspection 
and examination by Drs. Wilson, 
Fraser, A. Tait and Carnell who were 
present in an adjoining room. A 
record of each child, incluuding all 
information as to Its system, state 
of health, appearance, etc., is made 
at the beginning and a copy Is sup­
plied to the parent. The original is 
kept on file in the Community Nurs­
es’ office for reference. Free advice 
is given in case of the illness of any 
child, and the mother is advised as 
to clothing, feeding, bathing and car­
ing for the baby, whether ill or well. 
The object and aim of the conference 
is to show the physicial condition of 
children examinejd and to indicate 
points at which their health and 
vigor may be improved.
