They were getting 
$9 a week and want $10, which the mas­
ters refuse to give.

Thursday, 21st., as a day of thanks­
giving for the favourable harvest, the 
general commercial prosperity of the 
country, the peace and security which we 
enjoy, and freedom from epidemic disease.

Geese, any variety, 2nd, Mr. Clarke ; do 
highly commended, Mr. Stone.

Flax Mills Closed.—We regret to 
learn that the flax mills of Messrs. Good- 
erham and Worts, at Streetsville, are 
about to be closed in consequence of the 
want of a market for its manufactures. 
The main product of the mill has been 
grain bags—an article placed out of the 
market by the cotton bags now in use. 
The suspension of the mills throws about 
150 persons out of employment, ' and de­
prives the vicinity of a home market for 
the large quantity of flax grown in the 
adjoining townships.

Sad and Fatal Accident.—John 
Peat, son of Thomas Peat, near the vil­
lage of Ratho, township of Blandford, on 
Wednesday the 2nd ult., went to his 
father's field for a horse with which he 
intended to go to , the Ayr Show, and 
nothing was seen or heard of him till the 
following Friday noon, when he was 
found lying in the field badly kicked and 
bruised by a vicious horse. He was just 
barely alive, almost unable to speak and 
died that same evening.

Waterloo Oil Well.—There is a 
stagnation in the boring business up in 
Waterloo. The efforts of tha company 
that sought for oil at the depth of 1100 
feet and found brine, have slightly ex­
hausted their strength, and they have 
halted by tacit consent and are taking a 
rest. The brine has not yet been tested, 
and the Chronicle not liking this inactiv­
ity, wants to know why there is not a 
meeting called ? It is probably because 
the Company has reason for believing 
that Waterloo is not a second Goderich.

The fourth match was for Regulars 
and Volunteers, Snider Enfield rifles, 
ranges 200 and 500 yards, 6 prizes, from 
$20 down to $8.

The fifth match was for Volunteers 
only, Spencer carbines, 150 and 200 
yards; prizes five in number ranging 
from $15 to $4.50. The number of en­
tries were sixty-two. Charles Heath, 
Guelph, took the fourth prize, making 28 
points. The one who took the first prize 
made 30 points. In this match James 
Stirton, Guelph Artillery Company, made 
27 points.

Liability of Express Companies.
A case was recently tried in Brooklyn, 

N. Y. in which an express company con­
tested a claim of about two thousand 
dollars for the loss of a trunk and its con­
tents. The defence set up was that on 
the back of the receipt given to the owner 
of the trunk it was stipulated that the 
company would not hold itself liable for 
any jeWlery nor for any value over one 
hundred dollars. Such printèd notice, it 
was contended, was a contract which, 
when accepted, bound the owner of pro-

Certy entrusted to their care. The judge 
eld that in the hurry of railroad travel 

it would be impossible for every person 
to read the printed matter of such receipts 
before accepting them, and he therefore 
instructed tne jury to bring in the verdict, 
which they did, for the full amount 
claimed. This will be looked upon by 
the travelling public as a very just de­
cision. If it were otherwise it would be 
a profitable business for the employees 
of express companies to lose the trunks of 
travellers, very few of which contain as 
little as one hundred dolars’ worth of 
wearing apperal and other necessaries. 
A lady’s silk dress would almost reach 
that amount in value.

Clothes Stolen.— On Wednesday 
night last Mrs. Adam Robertson’s clothes 
line was stripped of a quantity of valuable 
clothes. It should be remembered that 
the propensity to become possessed of 
property by the easiest means, and by the 
shortest route is rapidly increasing ; and 
nothing which can tempt a thief should 
be needlessly exposed. It may save a 
little work to leave clothes out all night, 
but it would save the owner loss, and be 
one sin less charged to somebody’s ac­
count, if they were taken in at night and 
put out again if necessary in the morning.

Export of Cheese and Butter to Bri­
tain.

We find, on referring to the British 
Board of Trade returns for 1865—the 
latest we can readily lay our hands upon 
—that in that year 95,567, 024 pounds of 
cheese were imported into the United 
Kingdom. British North America, one 
of the finest dairy countries in the world, 
occupied a very unsatisfactory position 
with regard to the quality which it fur­
nished towards the great quota of food of 
the British people, for the whole of its 
cheese exports to Britain during the 
same year only amounted to 1,196,096 
lbs,—a figure remarkably trivial compar­
ed with the vaatnese and resources of this 
country. The extent of our butter ex­
port was equally unsatisfactory. The re­
turns already referred to show that in 
186 ) Great Britain imported 121,376,304 
lbs. of butter, 3,541,216 lbs. of which came 
from “ British North America.” These 
figure j should comm" -d the earnest at­
tention of every cheese and butter manu­
facturer in Canada. They have only to 
use a little extra care and attention, and 
see that a uniform quality of good flavor 
is placed on the English market, in order 
to take high rank in a market so vast 
that it can never be monopolized. They 
would also do well to remember that one 
county alone in the State of New York 
—Herkimer, and not the best grazing one 
either—sell butter and cheese to the 
amount of fourmillions annually, simply 
be use its manufactories spared no ex­
pense to produce a good article, and have 
now begun to receive their reward.— 
Gazette.

Thieving.—Last night a beautiful and 
very valuable snuff-b >x was stolen from 
the Arts’ Exhibition. The lid and the 
bottom were of onyx and amethyst, and 
the setting gold. The box was the pro­
perty of Mr. John Mickle, who has lately 
returned from his European tour and 
exliibited'it, with a number of other curi­
osities. It is evident there is somebody in 
Guelph who is of a more practical than 
theoretical turn of mind, one who prefers 
something real to mere empty show, and 
who would rather possess something in­
trinsically valuable than look upon the 
masterpieces of a Titian or a Corregio. 
Seriously the thief was a most foolish 
fellow. Any thief is so who will steal an 
article so rare, for there are fair grounds 
for the supposition that he stole it on ac­
count of its value, and not for its unique­
ness, and any attempt on his part to dis­
pose of it will be sure to bring him into 
an immense amount of trouble. The 
wisest thing that the person who took the 
snuff-box ever did would be to return it 
quietly, and save himself the shame and 
punishment attendant on detection and 
prosecution.

That gentle­
men now merely held office until*his 
successor was appointed. The Hon. 
Minister of Finance had also resigned 
his office. His resignation had been ac­
cepted, and he merely holds office till hie 
successor should be appointed. Explana­
tions would be given to-morrow.

Quebec.

The dissatisfaction at Mr. Cauchon’s 
appointment to the Speakership of the 
Senate is universal among members of 
the Senate. Some of that body openly 
announced their determination to vote for 
the election of their presiding officer, if 
the Government exercised the preroga­
tive in so offensive a way.

It is generally understood that the Hon 
Mr. Rose is likely to go into the Govern­
ment to fill the vacancy caused by Mr. 
Galt’s resignation. It does not seem to 
be settled fully how the offices of Finance, 
Customs and Excise are to be distributed 
between Messrs. Tilley, Howland and 
Rose. On the one hand, it is reporte! 
that Mr. Howland is to get the Finance 
Department ; on the other it is said that 
Ministers would be glad to give the man­
agement of the finances into Tilley’s 
hands, thus availing themselves of his 
position in the Dominion Parliament, 
which he enters as an untried man so far 
as Ontario and Quebec are concerne 1, with 
a standing far different from that of 
Messrs. Galt and Howland. It is said 
that Mr. Tilley is afraid to undertake the 
task.

Garibaldi’s Son.
Menotti Garibaldi, who has been figur­

ing as the spirited Commander in Chief 
of the Italian revolutionary forces dhring 
his father’s imprisonment in Caprera, is 
but twenty-seven vests of age. Wo 
cime across the other dày, in1 a book 
published in 1859, a series of autobiogra­
phical sketches of the elder Garibaldi’s 
life, translated by his friend and admirer 
Theodore Dwight. After his proscription 
in Italy in 1834, he went to Brazil, and 
before long was ardently engaged in as­
sisting the struggling Republic of the 
Rio Grande. He married while there, 
amid the perils and hardships of war, the 
heroic Annita, |who in September. 1840, 
became the mother of Menotti. The boy 
was cradled in danger. When but twelve 
days old he was hurried with his moth­
er to go with the little army over moun­
tains and plains and almost into battle. 
When he was three months old he was 
carried along a toilaoue march, made 
desperate by storm and famine. For days 
the water, flooding the plains, was up to 
the bellies of the horses, and in crossing 
the rivers the father slung the little Bun­
dle of humanity in a handkerchief which 
he tied around his neck. The earlier 
years of his life were all thus passed in 
an atmosphere of war and tumult, and 
his father’s subsequent career has leit 
him little leisure to do otherwise than to 
follow and study It. What wonder that 
his name and blood have made him an 
early actor in the stirring scenes of Ital 
ian revolution.

MILITARY ACTIVITY IN TURKEY t 

BREAD RIOTS IN ENGLAND.

To-day’s Despatches.]
Paris, Nov. 6.—The Emperor of Aus­

tria left Palis yesterday for Vienna.
Florence, Nov. 7.—In the recent en­

gagement near Monte Botondo, the Papal 
troops were badlv beaten until the ar­
rival of the French troops, when the tide 
of battle turned.

Paris, Nov. 7.—There have been seri­
ous riots, incited by the party of action, in 
different parts of Italy, particularly at 
Milan, where it was found necssary to 
call out the troops to qüell the distur­
bances. Many of the rioters were killed 
and wounded.

London, Nov. 7th, noon—The disturb­
ances caised by want of employment and 
scarcity of food continues in Devonshire. 
£ots are reported at Torquay, Exeter, 
and other places in the country. By the 
efforts of the authorities the troubles at 
Exeter, the capital of the county, were 
suppressed, and the town is now quiet. 
Many of the rioters there are now under 
arrest. A Royal Commission, to enquire 
into the Protestant Church establishment 
in Ireland, has been appointed, with the 
Earl of Stanhope as chairman.

The London Times of this morning liaa 
an editorial on the Alabama claims, com­
menting with much severity on the last 
despatch on the subject addressed by Sec­
retary Seward to Mr Adams.

The official returns of the Bank of Eng­
land show a decrease of £464,000 stg. in 
the amount of bullion since Oct. 31st.

London, Nov. 7th—The Italians assert 
that nine thousand French soldiers under 
command of Gen. Pohlee, belonging to 
the Division which first reached Rome, 
came to the assistance of the Papal forces 
during their last engagement with the 
insurgents, and the timely arrival of 
these reinforcements turned the tide at 
battle and caused the defeat of Garibaldi.

Paris, Nov. 7—The Monüewr of to-day 
says the embarkation of soldiers at Tou­
lon has ceased and that no more troope 
will leave that port for Italy.

London, Nov. 7—The Times of to-day 
predicts that, should Napoleon fail in 
bringing about a general Conference of 
the European powers to settle the Roman 
question, he will abandon the defence of 
the temporal power of the Pope, and leave 
Italy free to decide upon the future posi­
tion of Rome.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 7—It is reported 
here on good authority that the Sultan of 
Turkey is making unusual military pre­
parations. In support of the report, it is 
stated that 50,000 needle guns have re­
cently been purchased by the Turkish 
government, while large shipments of 
rifled guns have been made to the Turk­
ish forces in Asia. It is also known that 
the government has been restoring the 
Citadel, completing the walls and other­
wise strengthening the fortifications of 
Kars.1

Berlin, Nov. 7th—AU the towns in 
Schleswig-Holstein have joined the Zol— 
verein, with the exceptian of Altona. The 
election of Deputies to the next Prussian 
Diet took place today.. AU the success­
ful candidates belong to the progressive 
party.

Paris, Nov. 7—The financial statement 
published on the Bourse reports that the 
metalic reserve of the Bank of France has 
increased 100,000f. during the past week.

Florence, Nov. 7—Accounts of the last 
engagement near Rome have been receiv­
ed. During the battle on Sunday, Gari­
baldi brought into action 10,000 men.— 
At one time during the engagement the 
Papal troops were beaten ana Garibaldi 
was gaining ground, when the French 
came up and turned his victory into a de­
feat. It is now reported that the insur­
gents lost 800 killed and wounded, and 
2000 were taken prisoners.

Paris, Nov. 7th, evening—Information 
has been received from Rome that the 
Pontifical authorities intend to prosecute 
those citizens who voted in favor of the 
union with Italy. The French govern­
ment has made representations to the 
Pope, advising him not to allow this pur­
pose to be carried into effect.

Manchester, Nov. 7—At the sitting of 
the special commission today the counsel 
for the Crown abandoned the count of 
murder in the remaining indictments, 
and all the prisoners now untried wUl be 
proceeded against on the charge of sedi—

A Government Currency.
The Free Pres», speaking of the rise in 

value of Commercial Bank notes, says.— 
“The fact that the notes of the Commer­
cial Bank are already held at 91c and 92c 
in Montreal, indicates to what a great ex­
tent confidence has been restored in the 
soundness of the currency of that unfor­
tunately managed institution. The pan­
ic that brought it down was a gold panics 
and the continued withdrawal of deposit^ 
and the pushing notes across the counter 
for gold compelled the stoppage. But 
what good has been done by the proceed­
ing? None, except this, that it has 
shown the people more clearly the need 
of a government currency, which, so far 
as the circulation of the banks goes would 
if adopted, place it beyond the need of 
gold. The bad effects have been numer­
ous. The banks, looking to themselves 
first and the public afterwar*, are re­
ported as keeping “tight''-which means 
that the public are suffering from a defi­
ciency of bank accomodation. The labor
and fixed capital of the country find but 
little representation in the currency, yet 
they comprise the wealth-giving element» 
of it. A few millions thrown in a judi- 
ictous manner, making money easy in­
stead of “tight,” would make all the diff­
erence to the industry of the country.”
