Centre! Exhibition Dinner.
On Wednesday evening over thirty 

gentlemen assembled at Ellis’e Hotel, by 
invitation of James Laidlaw, Esq., the 
retiring President of the Central Exhibi­
tion Association. Dinner was served 
soon after eight o’clock,when the follow­
ing sat down : Mr. Jas. Laidlaw» in the 
chair; Mr. John Hobson, President of 
the Exhibition, in the vice-chair; Mr. 
Mair, Warden ; Col. Higinbotham, M. P., 
D. Stirton, M. P., Hon. P. Gow, Prof. 
McOandless ; Mr. Bolton, Eramosa ; Mr. 
Chadwiek, Deputy Reeve ; Mr. Guthrie, 
Town Solicitor ; Mr. Reynolds, County 
Treasurer ; the Mayor of Guelph ; Capt. 
Swinford; Messrs. Bweetnam, J. B. Arm­
strong, McCorkmdale, Hawes, Hood, At­
kinson, Whitelaw, Hogg, E, Macdonald, 
John Thompson, Thos. Laidlaw, F. W. 
Stone, Jaa. Anderson, John Beattie, O. 
Sharpe, G. Mnrton, John Reading. Mr. 
Bertram, of-Peterboro, and his father,Mr. 
Bertram, from Scotland, sat near the 
chairman’s right and left hand.

The dinner was prepared and served 
by the proprietor of the hotel, Mr. Ellis, 
in first-class style. The cooking and ap­
pointments were admirable, and the 
tables most bountifully spread. On the 
cloth being withdrawn,

The chairman proposed "The Queen," 
which was drunk with three cheers and 
musical honours.

The " Royal Family" was the next 
toast, honoured with three cheers, and 
one cheer more for the fair bride of the 
Duke of Edinburgh.

'• His Excellency the Govemor-Gener 
al” came next on the list : drunk with 
musical honours and cheers.

"The Commons of Canada" was then 
given by the Chairman, and duly hon-

Col. Higinbotham responded. He re­
marked that this was the first oppor­
tunity he had had of meéting a number 
of his agricultural friends since the 
commencement of the enterprise. Being 
one of the first four or five who encour­
aged the enterprise from the first, be had 
felt a very hearty interest in it. He had 
taken his part in the work attending it, 
and had also incurred hie share of the 
odium which to a certain extent was east 
ùpon a new undertaking of this kind, and 
he would do so again under the same 
circumstances. It was an enterprise we 
should all feel proud of. He would 
merely acknowledge the toast with these 
few remarks, and leave Mr. Stirton to 
reply to i*.

Mr. Stleton, in responding, said that 
he believed the Commons of the country 
as a body were sincerely anxious to pro­
mote the beet interests of the nation, and 
fully alive to* the responsibilities of their 
position. Considering how vitally the 
financial position of the country was af­
fected by the state of the harvest, they 
should congratulate themselves on the 
fact that this year they had been favour­
ed with pretty good crops. Politics were 
very properly forbidden here,, but this 
much he might say without impropriety 
—he hoped that the hard-earned means 
of the agricultural community would be 
more carefully husbanded by our public 
men than they had been in the poet. He 
eongratulated them on the success of the 
Central Exhibition enterprise, in which 
he took a deep interest. He had felt 
that formerly we were losing too much 
time with the little shows, and we had 
done well to take a wider field-. The en­
terprise had been one of considerable 
magnitude, but they had had faith in the 
good sense of the municipal oerporations, 
and they had succeeded. The people of

would give the professor time and would"
not expect great results too soon.

Mr. McOandless replied, in an able 
speech. He regarded the toast as an 
evidence that the practical fermera and 
the resident gentry of the locality were 
prepared to take an active interest in the 
institution when it became a reality— 
which a brief period would now make it ; 
and he held that it bespoke for the col­
lege a prosperous future ; for no institu­
tion of this nature could succeed without 
the active sympathy and support of the 
Ideality in which it was situated ; and 
without this local support aid from any 
other quarter was powerless. He hoped 
he would not be thought egotistical, 
then he said that he had had as wide an 
experience in the matter of agricultural 
education as any man upon the continent 
of North America ; and he had a friendly 
and able Government at hie back to sus­
tain him : but he said emphatically that 
it was impossible for anyone to make 
the college » success unless the practi­
cal farmers of the Province would 
identify themselves with it actively and 
earnestly. He extended a hearty invita­
tion to farmers generally to visit the in­
stitution themselves, and aid it with their 
counsel, advice, and suggestions. He was 
glad for lords and dukes and other mag­
nates to pay the college a visit, and take 
an interest in its working, but he valued 
a visit from a practical farmer more than 
he did from any titled man. A ship could 
sail without a figure-head, but could not 
dispense with her keel or her canvas. 
The farmers of the country were the keel 
and the canvas of their good ship of the 
Agricultural College, and without them 
she could not make a prosperous voyige. 
Mr. McOandless proceeded to speak at 
some length of the growth of agricultural 
education, and the relation of science to 
agriculture. Referring next to the sys- 
em proposed to be adopted in training 
he students of the Agricultural College,
• a said it would be what might be termed 
he intermediate system. The pupils’ 

.ime would not be occupied with acquir­
ing amass of scientific information which 
had no practical bearing on their pursuit 
in life, but they would be taught suffi­
cient of the cognate sciences to enable 
them intelligently to appreciate 
the meaning of the various operations in 
farming ; they would have that class of 
knowledge imparted to them which they 
could make practical use ol upon the 
farm. He hoped the day had gfne by 
when the students of these colleges would 
turn their backs upon the noble science 
of agriculture. He intended that the 
college should turn out practical men, 
but practical men who understand the 
reason for what they do.

Song, Col. Higinbotham—" The Low- 
back’d Car.".

" Sucoese to the Central Exhibition ’’ 
was proposed by the Warden, who re­
marked that the County of Wellington 
had for many years been looked upon as 
the banner agricultural county of the 
Dominion, and it had proved itself to be 
■o at the late exhibition. They were 
greatly indebted to the Directors for the 
time and trouble they had spent. He 
trusted that the Central Show and the 
Agricultural College might go hand in 
hand like sieters in the improvement of 
agriculture and the enhancement of the 
prosperity ofithe Town of Guelph.

The Vice-Chairman returned thanks as 
President of- the association. In three 
years’ existence of the society it had 
proved itself a< grand success ; and al­
though there had been some little mis­
understanding between the society and 
the town, yet he was free to admit that

ago. He explained why the present 
meeting had been delayed, and said they 
might now look upon it as a sort of 
"harvest home." He alluded to the 
bountiful harvest, and the presence ofMr 
Guthrie amongst them ; bore testimony 
to the good feeling prevailing in the 
Association ; and spoke of the influence 
of the show, and of the interest felt in 
the Agricultural College, which he said 
was a necessity now that accurate and- 
careful farming was required to produce 
results formerly attained by a mere stir­
ring olthe soil; and he looked forward 
with expectation to the training their 
sons would receive fn that institution.

The health of the Messrs. Bertram, 
senior and junior, was next proposed by 
the chairman. Mr. Bertram, senior, he 
said was lately from the Lothians in 
Scotland, where he ha* long conducted 
the celebrated farm known as Fenton- 
barns, and had had to leave it through a 
political difference with his landlord.

The elder Mr. Bertram responded in & 
few well chosen sentences.

Mr. Bertram of Peterboro’ said he little 
thought that hie casual visit to Guelph 
would have given him the opportunity of 
passing this pleasant evening with so 
many good sound-Canadians. The War­
den had claimed that Wellmgton was the 
banner agricultural county, and they in: 
Peterboro* were proud to give Wellington 
this honor, but if his friendb here took 
this high position they were bound to go 
on showing by their actions that they were 
entitled to it. He deprecated the desire 
manifested by ,some farmers’ sons to 
leave the noble pussuit of agriculture, 
and concluded an eloquent speech by ex­
pressing a hope that the Association 
would attain to yet higher things in 
the future.

The Mayor responded. The county 
had been highly praised to-night, and he 
thought the town of Guelph was no dis­
grace to the county.

show ground ; and. the County Council 
was also deserving of much credit for 
their assistance. So were tho gentlemen, 
who had worked earnestly for the succès» 
of the Exhibition^ at much personal in­
convenience. He alluded to the progress 
made in agriculture since he saw the first 
importation of thorough-bred/ stock forty 
years ago, and spoke with pride of the 
position now oesupied by Canada in 
this respect. They must not rest satis­
fied or flag in their eff jrts, however, but 
always be aiming at something better. 
Though he had retired from the actiive 
work his heart was yet with. them.

The Chairman proposed the Legisla­
ture of Ontario, coupled with the name 
of Hon. P. Gow. He paid a tribute to 
Mr Gow for the part he had taken in 
bringing the Agricultural College and 
Model Farm to Guelph, and said that by 
the selection of this location the Govern­
ment committed violence upon no other 
section of the eountry.

Hon. P. Gow responded. He thought 
it was universally conceded tint the 
Local Legislature was &.boon to the Pro 
vinoe, and that it had managed matters 
well since Confederation. The present 
Legislature was the first that had ac­
knowledged the mérita of Wellington 
county, which had a good name through­
out the country for the skill and enter­
prise of its farmer», its merchants and. 
manufacturers. He also had taken some 
part in the inception of the Central Show, 
and was proud of its success. Governor 
Howland had expressed ha warm terms 
his gratification with the results they hud 
achieved here.

Mr. Guthrie rose to proposé a toe'at 
which he said was almost like a prayer 
in tbs midst ol thene—“Success to- the 
Agricultural College and Model Farm.1 
He coupled with it the health of Profes­
sor McOandless. He said we had been 
told that very few agricultural colleges in 
the United States had been successful, 
and that Professor McCosh and other 
well known men were disposed to throw 
eold water upon the idea. However that 
might be, he was satisfied that the col­
lege here bad been begun in a place which 
would afford aipple opportunity of show­
ing what conld be done by these colleges. 
The choice of Professor McOandless as 
principal was a happy one; and it now 
only remained for the farmers to give it 
their hearty support. If the college was 
as well conducted as some of the private 
farms around it, it could not help being

Mr.Murton was also called upon to res­
pond. He expressed a wish- that the 
manufacturers in the town of Guelph 
would take a little more interest in agri­
culture and,the Central Exhibition than 
they did. We had large manufactures 
here, manufactures second to none in 
their various branches, but the entries 
of articles for the exhibition! from manu­
facturers here were very few. For in­
stance, in London a shed 150 feet long 
was filled with carriages and here, 
amongst all our aarriage makers, there 
were not half a dozen vehicles shown. A. 
large number of agricultural impleînents- 
were entered, but they had not come: 
from the town of Guelph.. It would be 
for the interest of tho manufacturer» 
themselVea to shew them productions, for 
they eould.not have a better advertise­
ment. He referred to the reputation ef 
the County and the Show, which was 
such that peroons came here to buy 
stock, knowing that here they would find 
the best in the Dominion of Canada. He 
knew of a Puslinoh farmer who had some 
ram lambs for which he was offered &20 
each at home. He refused it and brought 
them to the show here, where he got 
960 each for them. That man went 
home satisfied that the Central Exhibi­
tion was a Busceas. [Laughter.] He 
might add that this year the entries would 
not be less than last year’s—probably 
more. Those o£ stock would far exceed 
last year’s ; but they would fall a little 
short in the Fine Aria, Ladies* Work,and 
Manufactures. The diminution in the 
fine arts was owing to the association 
recently organised by the Toronto artists, 
in eonseqnenee Of which it waa the in- 
tention of profession at artists not to ex­
hibit at the agricultural shows in future. 
It had been said that our show was a 
little too early, especially for turnips ; 
but the farmers were all on the same 
footing in this respect, and the date was 
fixed in order to catch parties from the 
east on their way up to the Provincial 
Show.

Sod Drowning Fatality.
AUittle boy, aged four and a half years, 

earned John Thomas Bartow, whose 
parents live near (Cardigan street,' was 
drowned yesterday a short distance above 
Goldie’s dam, between there and the 
place known as Kate’s Hole.

It seems almost in­
credible, bat not one amongst them had 
the presence of mind and courage to get 
a plank, or a fence board, and go out to. 
the relie* of the poor little fellow who 
was drowning before their eyes. A man 
passing with a baler’s cart ran np and 
informed Dr. Tuek, who hastened te the

3tot and found an excited crowd on tho 
ver’s bank—women streaming, men 
shouting and running too and fro. A 

young man named Boyd, employed 
by Mr. Goldie, then procured 
a plank, and paddled ont to 
where the boy was partly floating 
in the middle of the nver feet uppermost* 
—held up, probably, by air lodged in the 
tight linon pants which he wore. 
Boyd got. hold of the boy, but wâs unable 
to return, ’and rested with his burden 
upon one ot the stumps with which the 
river at that point is dotted. Further 
assistance was obtained and the boy got 
ashore, but he was then uead.

An inquest began at 12 to-day at the 
residence cf the boy’s father, Geo. Bar- 
low, Mill street, and was adjourned until 
to-night at the American Hotel.
