Longeyity in Canada.

Ontario, Quebee, Nova Seot ia and New
Brunswick had a population in 1874 of
8,486,900. There were 141 upwards of 100
years of age ; 1389 under 100 and above
90 ; 13,000 above 80 ; 51,422 uhder 80
and above 70 ; 112,783 under 70 and
above 60 ; 181,613 under 60 and above
50, 1n the same year there had only
been 47,314 deaths, wmle the births
amounted to 117,561. These facts mm{l
to the healthinessof the climate,aithoug!
for three or four months there are consi-
derable extremes ; yet this is only a
small matter compared with the foggy
atmosphere and rainy seasons of the
British Islands.
