THE TEA MARKET.
The trade has been fairlyfactive, and the mar-
ket has retained the improved tone previously

noted. Buyers have disployed a fair degree of
interest, resulting in a steady distributive move-
ment. Prices, although not strong, have a firm
tone, and owners generally view the position
with confidence. Recent transactions have in-
cluded about 500 pkgs. Japans at from ldc to4c
as to quality.

FABRICS AT MANCHESTER.

Manchester, Feb. 27.—The Guardian, in its
commercial article, says:—Business does not in-
dicate any betterment. The market is dull. The
India and China departments are especially in-

active. The inquiry has lessened. The produc-
tion of eastern staples, however, is well under
engagement. In fact, manufacturers are in
Fressinf-’ need of fresh orders, although the num-
ver of orders is increasing. The demand from
the winor foreign markets is slow. The sales, al-
though occasionally numerous,are rarely of much
importance singly, although business yesterday
did not reach the average of Tuesday. Home and
colonial houses are still acting carefuliy,and are
rarely inclined to place orders ot importan<e for
forward delivery. The present dispositicn
throughout the market seems to be to buy only
from hand to mouth, but it is agreed that the
present abstinence must involve free buying
later; theve is little inquiry for export yarn in
quantity, a few small orders have been placed
at near Friday’s full prices. Home manufac-
turers buy sparingly. There is no sign that
they anticipate higher prices, on the con
trary there is a orevailing expectation that
the tendency will be downward un-
less there is a prompt revival of the ae-
mand for goods at current or better prices.
Cloth is fairly steady. _There is rarely a sign of
pressure or weakness. India and China shirtings
are firm, although in a few cases fresh business
is much wanted and accounts are weak: orders
in some directions are strongly desired. 'The
demand for dhooties is poor, but prices are firm.
Printing and finishing cloths are slightly irregu-
lar. Some manufacturers are firm and some-
times they are asking a slight advance, while
others are easy sellers at Friday’s rates. There
is'a (1uiet but steady demand for heavy goods,
usually in small quantities. Occasionally there
are moderate sales.

THE DRUG TRADE.

~ Tue LaAMBTON BANK NOTE RAISER SENT
FOrR Trrian.—Justice Weatherall, of
Sombra,appeared before a Magistrate Wed-
nesday for examination on a charge of hav-
ing raised Treasury notes of the United
States, and having them, unlawfully, in his
possession. along with certain plates. De-
tective Rogers gave evidence that in
Aucust, 1886, he attempted to arrest Jus-
tice Weatherall and Joseph Weatherail, but
the two of them ran through an oat field
and got away. Rogers went to the parents’
house and in a trunk, said by the mother
to belong to Justice, found :even twos and
two ones that had been raised to tens.
There were in the trunk numerous letters
addressed to Justice Weatherall, and
among them were two from lithographing
companies in Detroit regarding plates; one

of the companies refused to make
them. Then, in a satchel, Rogers
found a couple of plates and
impressions made from them, the

figures and words being cut out and evi-
dently placed on bills to raise them. The
money, plates and impressions were pro-
duced in court. The work of raising was
not very welldone. W eatherall is a young
man of 22 years, and his father is a highly
respectable farmer. Justice was committed
for trial at the coming assizes.

His Lec BRoOREN.—Mr. Duncan Ross,
of East Williams, nephew of the Hon. G.
W. Ross, Minister of Education, met with
a painful accident yesterday in the mar-
ket. 'Whilst passing a team a vicious horse
struck out and fractured the tibia of the
right leg. The sufferer was carried into
the Boswell House, where the leg was duly
set by Drs. Fraser and Fraser. This is an-
other evidence in favor of passing a by-law
to compel people to take out their horses
in the market, and give them stabling

when offering produce for sale. Besides
the danger of leaving horses mis-
cellaneously ~ through  the  market,

animals, especially in cold, inclement and
hot weather should have feed and shelter,
and it would make a case for the ‘‘Society
for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals”
to take up if they knew how unmercitully
some horses were treated from time to
time in the London market.
