This, he said, might be one effect of the pas-
sage of such a bill ; but judging from ex-
perience with the right of franchise given to
females in municipal and school trustee
elections, in which cases they had not
availed themselves of it to any very consid-
erable extent, it would hardly have
even that effect. The ladies themselves
would think that one of the last places they
would wish to frequent would be the election
booth. They would much rather be at home
with their children, enjoying the quiet of
their own firesides. But assuming for the
sake of argument that the measnre, if
brought into effect, would have the advan-
tage of duplicating the vote, would that ad-
vantage compensate for.the disadvantages
that would result? How about the little
children ? He would like to know what was
going to happen if their mothers were en-
couraged to leave them and go away-to the
polling booth.  He  heard some hon. mem-
bers say they would have their nurses
and . their scivants, and 8o forth.
That weull be all well enough in
its way if all were well enough off, but all
were not 8o circumstanced. That being the
case, if the mothers were to be running
abont attending electicn meetings and 'go-
ing to polling booths, what would happen
to the poor little children ? The hon. mem-
ber for Victoria City (Dr. Milne) said the
ladies shonld be allowed the privilege of
voting, but should be kept out of the
House. He entirely disagreed with him,
for if they were to have the privilege of
voting they should also have the other
right. If it was desirable that the ladies
should have the right to vote, then it was
equally desirable that' they should be
elected members of the House and take
their seats upon the floor.  If they were to
vote they must vote intelligently. There
was no nse in allowing them to vote at all
unless they were to be given the means of
informing themselves, for they onght to be
able to form an intelligent opinion. If it
were otherwise, why the working out of
the measure would be subversive of its
principle and its power. The woman who
voted ought to know why she was voting,
8o she would read the newspapers, and be-
sides reading the two papers she would
have to go to public meetings—not to one
public meeting, but to all of them, and then
what was to become of all the' poor little
children ? ' Notwithstanding what had been
said by his hon. friend (Mr. Brown) he still
differed with him in the opinion that the

*| ladies bad a desire for this measure. They

had no desire whatever to have their homes
interfered with. He knew that amongst
the ladies of his acquaintance he had not
found sni strong desire for voting. His ex-
perience had been that they had very little
to say upon the subject, and when they did
speak it was generally to express an opinion
adverse to it.

PUBLIC HEALTH ACT.

Hoy. Mz. TUrNER moved the second
reading of the Public Health Act. He
drew attention to the fact that this wasa
very important measure, lpd;'bdeﬁtyn re-
viewed some of its chief provisions. the
first place it provided for the establishment
of a  Provincial Board of  Health to
consist of five members, four of whom
should be medical men. 'T'he duties of this
Board would be extensive. Amongst other
things they would have to arrange for the
sppointment of local boards of health,
which would have the carrying out of the
regulations made by the cemtral iza-
tion. - The Provincial Board of Health
wonld also arrange for the collection of
statistics and general informafion relating
to health and sanitary matters with a view
of .using this material in such a way as to
enable local boards of health to deal with
disease and epidemies, should such unfortu-
nately occur, and in the meantime to guard
against them. ' The local boards of health
were given extensive powers to arrange, in
their own jurisdictions, to prevent the in-
troduction and spread of disease, to regu-

te , cleanliness, etc., and also—an
important matter—to regulate unwholesome,
trades, these being often very detrimental
to the public health. He also drew atten.
tion to the fact that this bill was, to a
great extent, compiled from acte on the
statute books of other provinces of the
Dominion and of other countries. The
Ontario Public Health Act, for instance,
had been the result of a rather severe ex-
perience during the smallpox epidemie of
1883, and the effect of the Ontario legisla-
tion had been very beneficial and very sne-
cessful. There had been to some extent a
feeling of antagonism between certain dis-
tricts and municipalities because the
methods of each were different, but the
present bill would remove this by making
one uniform system to .cover the whole
province. - This would prevent different
districts having different systems or methods
to combat disease, and there was
al a provision in the bill = to
enable

be in this way reduced. Legislation of a

House was becoming universal, and the
trend of it all was to centralize the system
80 a8 to more adequately protect the public
health. It had been found by experience
that it was best to have the districts and
maunicipalities all working together for the
one purpose and in the same way, so that
when disease appeared they were all pre-
pared to cope with it intelligently and
effectively. 'He was sure the bill would
be received with favor by the House,

HoN. M. BEAVEN said that he was satis-
fied the intentions of ' the hon. Finance
Minister were good, but should the present
bill become law, instead of it hnvin‘f 8
beneficial effect, it would create hostility
and friction between the Province and the
municipalities. 'The Government had guite
enough to do to look after its own affairs
without interfering with the municipalities.
If the Government was going to interfere
with the cities and appoint a lot of incom-
petent men as had been done, they should
have to pay the bills. o say that an irre-
sponsible” executive should have power to
appoint an irresponsible Board of Health
with power to interfere with the muni-
cipalities, was entirely con to the
spirit of constitutional governmient, H
had some experience of the kind last snm.

they hns produced. The Governwment, he
said, had taken hold at a time of general
panic, and had done no more than was its
bounden duty. . It had not wished to
interfere, and would not have dome so
had it not been forced into action
by the inactivity of the corporation.
It was -all well enough now for the hon.
leader of the Opposition tosay that the act
under which the rules were issued was ob-
solete and had been repealed, but when
those rules were before the Supreme court,
they were upheld and enforced by injunec-
tion, and this would not have. been done if
they had not been legal. He again pointed
out; the fact that similar legislation was in
force in other countries, and that this bill
was simply following the precedent almost
universally laid down. ;
Mi1LNg said that there was no medi-
cal man in the world who had & more thor-
ough beliéf in the efficacy of good health
laws than he had.

MARINE MOVEMENTS,

The Sloop Cornelins Supposed to Have
Been Lost in an Attempt to
Smuggle Chinese.

Speculation as to the Wreck Off Cape
Flattery—Fears of General
Disaster.

News was received yesterday that remains
of the aloop Cornelius had been picked up
about 100 miles south of the mouth of the
Columbia river. Up to the time of going
%o press it was impossible to verify the
rumor, but attendant circumstances make
it highly probable that the news may be
true,  The Cornelius left this neighborhood
some time in December, and it is supposed
that a party of Chinamen, some 45 in num-
ber, - formed her cargo. These were to be
landed on the California coast and arrange-
ments were completed for running them
into the interior. But the time and
no ‘sloop hove in  sight. be heavy
gales  which prevailed along the coast
at the time rendered the owners
uneasy regarding her safety and one of them
left for California to endeavor to obtain
some trace of the lost vessel but without
success.  Several knowing ones in China-
town go 80 far as to say that the sloop went
on down to San Francisco but for some rea-
son put out to sea, since which time nothing
has been heard from sloop or crew. The
Cornelins was a staunch little sloop of about
30 feet keel. She" formerly belonged in
Nanaimo but was purchased by Victoria
parties, rigged and manned in Nanaimo and
brought to Cadboro Bay to receive her car-
go. Whether she has been driven far from
her course and is still afloat, o that the
fragments found were really parPot her hull
is not yet known definitely and probably
never will be.

THAT MYSTERIOUS WRECK.

triever, which arrived on that date. Ship-
ping men here generally concede that the
suggestion that the ill-fated vessel is the
British bark George Thompson will in all
probability prove correct. No other vessel
painted ' green  above her copper-
ing has been in these waters for some
time.”  Adother dispatch from Whatcom
reads as follows:  **The bark Theobald,
968 tons register, Captain Kilman, from San
Francisco to load coal at the Blue Canyon
Company’s bunkers, arrived last evening in
tow of the tug Tacoma after a terrible voy-
age of twenty-six days. The captain says
that in eighteen years as mutorczg a vessel
he never experienced such terrible weather
and never saw anything so severe even in
