Three More Provincial Officers Re­
turn From Their Duties at 

Tegish Lake.

Nanaimo, Nov. 10.—Among our citi­
zens a few years ago was a Mr. A. R. 
Exley, who failed in business here and 
left for the States. He is now “talking” 
of handling millions, in the formation of 
a Gigantic World Wide Coal Company, 
which ie intended to crush the wicked 
Protective Association of San Francisco. 
The Chronicle says : “ It is expected 
that within ten days a corporation will 
be formed with a cash capital of $100,- 
000 for immediate use; that this sum 
will be increased five or ten times with­
in a few months ; that the product of a 
British Columbia mine will be obtained 
at the start, and that soon cargoes of 
Scotch and Australian coals consigned 
to the new organization will be on tffeir 
way to this port.

“A. B. Exley, of Oakland, having re­
lations with British colliery owners and 
mine owners in British Columbia, he 
decided to put hie special advantages to 
good purpose, and went to work by in­
terviews, letters and telegrams, to or­
ganize against the combine. Exley soon 
discovered that men of 
opportunity to make a desirable invest­
ment, and, as he has pursued the work­
ing out of the plan, it has assumed a, 
future of great magnitude. The main 
feature, however, that purchasers of coal 
shall participate in the profits, has not 
been lost sight of. The Oakland men 
have assured him of $100,000 at once. 
From Professor A. P. S. Stuart, of Lin­
coln, Neb., a millionaire, with the 
mand of almost unlimited capital, he 
feels almost certain of securing $100,000 
more, as also from wealthy residents of 
St. Paul. To these he bas written or 
telegraphed, and has placed himself in 
communication with wealthy mine own­
ers in Great Britain and influential coal 
mining men in British Columbia. From 
this latter source he has obtained satis­
factory replies and is confident in a few 
weeks the coal combine will find itself in 
face of a powerful competitor.

Speaking of his plane, Exley said: 
“ I have written to English capitalists, 
to Iowa, St. Paul, and Lincoln, Neb., and 
I have received a telegram from T. D. 
Jones of Nanaimo, a capitalist, and 
owner of valuable coal beds and a thor­
oughly practical man, whom I would 
have as manager of the British Colum bia 
end of the line. Australia, Great Britain 
and the northern ports will all be laid 
under requisition to deliver coal here, 
and the Coal Consumers’ Association or 
the American Loan and Trust Company, 
whatever its name might be, will handle 
coal so economically that California will 
save millions of dollars a year.”

His wife, a slight, delicate-looking lady, 
waa with him and told quietly how she 
had made the trip over the Skagway 
trail with the pack train that took their 
supplies to Lake Bennett, where the 
goods aremow in charge of a man, ready 
to be shipped next spring. Mr. and 
Mrs. McDonald are going to make for 
Dawson just as soon as spring opens, and 
their present journey back to Seattle, is 
to get more supplies. Mrs. Bennett was 
not at all appalled by the trail and says 
that she was able to ride horseback near­
ly all the way from Bennett lake to 
Skagway three weeks ago.

The Farallon had the honor of taking 
np to Port .Tongas on her last trip and 
bringing him safely back this one of the 
pleasantest spoken Munchausens im­
aginable. Attired in a sou’-wester cap, 
a bright yellow Mackinaw and gum boots 
he looked quite the miner, and when he 
told a story about some new strike he 
had made this summer, 20 miles from 
Dawson City, it sounded quite reliable. 
He gave his name as C. T. Wilson and 
said he came from Chicago, the Windy 
City evidently being the most appropri­
ate to occur to him. He, however, comes 
from Seattle it appears, and is anxious 
to sell some of his interests in the “Rock 
Creek claims,” where he can shovel out 
gold at the rate of $250 a day.

A much more useful animal than tbfe 
last named was a little pony which is 
being taken back to Seattle after making 
no less than 16 trips over the Skagway 
trail with his 150-pound pack. He be­
longed to a Mies Powell, of Seattle, who 
sold him to some young fellows named 
Black. After they got their stuff all 
packed through to the lakes, Mr. H. J. 
Davys offered to bring the faithful little 
fellow back, as it deserved a better fate 
than to be killed for dog meat, so pony 
is on his way back to his former mis­
tress.

An arrival from the north yesterday 
was the steamer Farallon,which reached 
the outer wharf a little before noon and 
remained for a couple of hours before 
sailing south. She brought little 
for those of her passengers who 
from Dyea and Skagway had little to 
tell beyond what is already known. One 
of her passengers, George Brown, of San 
Francisco, had come from Dawson City, 
but he had left there he explained on 
August 20, and had since put in his 
time at Juneau, so he did not have as 
late news as some of the men who had 
arrived by earlier steamers in Victoria. 
The Farallon left Skagway on the 6th 
and called in at Nanaimo to coal on the 
way down.

a papist, yet one of the most eloquent and 
touching passages he ever wrote is that 
in his History of England in which he des­
cribes the character and sufferings of the 
Jesuit missonaries in foreign lands, under 
circumstances of great personal unpopular­
ity and danger.

Some things in this world, even though 
the purpose in creating or constructing 
them may have been partially or wholly 
selfish, appear to be ordained nevertheless 
to administer good in some wav to the 
people at large. Thus, St Paul’s Cathedral 
was built simply as a place of worship, yet 
it is a sort of hub to the great wheel of Lon­
don, and a monument whereby to identify 
and locate the city. For many miles on 
every side of the big metropolitan octopus 
you can see the great dome of St Paul’s 
swelling up in the air; and you have only 
to say to the inquireing stranger who is 
seeking the centre of the hugest town in 
the world, “ You notice the dome of the 
Cathedral ?

READING UNION.

Subjects in the Three Courses for the Year 
Just Beginning.

KOOTENAY’S GREAT MINES.
Output of Forty Thousand Dollars a Day— 

The Noble Five Difficulties.
The National Home Reading Union in 

its short existence in Canada has already 
found its way into all parts of the Do­
minion, and ita direction in helping to 
choose out courses of reading and books, 
has been gladly taken advantage of by a 
very large number of members. Its 
plan is to draw up a number of subjects 
for study and then to furnish lists of the 
best books available on those subjects.

There is also a monthly magazine in 
which appear articles on the different 
books, advising members as to the best 
methods of reading and so on. Those 
who wish may join as individual mem­
bers and read by themselves, or they 
may join in circles of five or more. Mem­
bers who join in this way read the books 
at home and meet weekly, fortnightly or 
monthly, as is most suitable for the dis­
cussion of the reading done in the inter­
vals.

There are three sections : Special, 
General and Young People’s. Members 
of the first may only take three of the 
ten subjects given, and are entitled only 
to the lists of books on those three ; but 
those who join either the General or 
Young People’s may, if they please, take 
all the subjects of those sections and get 
complete book lists. The fees, includ­
ing magazines for nine months, 
Special section, $1; General, 50 cents; 
and Young People’s, 40 cents, and ten 
cents less in all sections for members of 
circles. The subjects for this year, 
which is just beginning, are as follows :

Special course section—1. English his­
tory, to the death of John. 2. English 
Literature : Chaucer and Spenser. 3. 
History as taught by the English Novel­
ists (probably Scott). 4. Shakespeare. 
6. Browning. 6. The British Colonies 
and Dependencies (chiefly India and 
South Africa). 7. Egyptian Art and 
Archaeology. 8. French Classical Liter­
ature. 9. Architecture. 10. Tbe Poor 
Law: Its History and Administration. 
11. Botany, Flowerless Plants, including 
Bacteria.

General course section—1, economic 
and social science ; 2, modern history ; 
The Story of the XIXth Century Labor 
Movement ; 8, biography; 4, travel ; 6, 
natural science; 6, literature; 7, old 
Greek life. \

Young people’s section—1, history and 
biography from 1820; 2, literature (prose 
and poetry, including historical novels) ;
