Seattle, March 12.—The  sealing
schooner George W. Prescott, Capt.
E£mil Ramlose, which sailed from here
on January 10—the first of the Coast
fleet to get away—has been lost,
having been a victim of the terrific
Southwest gale which was reported in
these columns. One man—on Indian—
was drowned. The Victoria schooner
had a catch of 81 skins when she was
‘wrecked. 9

The steamer Conemaugh arrived here
#oday, having on board Capt. Emil Ram-
lose, Mate Hallagreen, and two other
white men and 13 Indians, who were
members of the crew of the lost schoon-
er. The schooner was 30 miles off the
mouth of the Columbia river on Tues-
day when the heavy Southwest gale,
with the wind blowing at a velocity of
76 miles an hour, overtook her and
brought disastér to the sealer. She
capsized and her crew had a close call
from finding a sailor’'s grave.

The schooner left Victoria on Janu-
ary 10, and went to Dodger’s Cove,
where 14 Indians were secured. Then
the schooner started Southward and 81
skins had been taken in the fine wea-
ther toward the end of February. March
9 the weather began to breeze up, and
on Tuesday last when the tremendous
zale began to blow from the Southwest
the schooner was laboring in a very
heavy sea. The sea was running to a
tremendous height on the morning of
Tuesday, and the schooner was running
under closely reefed storm sails, when
two huge waves broke under the schoon-
er’s side, and she capsized. Both masts
were snapped off by the heavy seas, and
Capt. Ramlose and three Indians had
been washed overboard before the
schooner righted herself, with the
stumps of her two nrasis standing and
wreckage littered on the .deck. The ¢
captain and twe Indians managed to
regain the schooner when she righted af-
ter a désperate struggle, they having
clung to some wreckage. The other In- i
-dian was drowned.

The-schooner’s deck was littered with'®
~the wreckage of her fallen masts, and
ihe seas pounding on her decks soon
* waterlogged her. ‘She drifted then help-
lessly, waterlogged and sinking, with
the crew straining their eyes for a sail
of any passing vessel that might rescue
thém. ©One was sighted some hours af-!
ter the accident and it seemed that re-"
fief was at hand, but the vessel passed
by the shipwrecked enariners at a dis-
tance. She was a large sailing vessel
and did not see the wrecked vessel.

"Torches weré¢ placed at every point of
vantage about the wreck, and the crenw
- firmly expected that the sailing ship

would bear towards them and take them
“from the waterlogged schooner, but she
finally turned and went on her way, pay-
ing no further heed to their signals of
distress.

An hour 'latér the lights of the Cone-
maugh were seen and she came within.
hailing distance of the wreck.
shipwrecked men shouted and the vessel
lowered a boat and took off :the unfor-
tunate sealers.

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Husband
Is to Blame

Woman Arrested For
Swindling.

Girl-Wife Is Seriously Ill—
Shields the Missing
_ Husband.

Mrs. Verona Peltier, the young wo-
man—she is not more than 17 years ef
age—who was arrested for uttering Con-
federate bills, was fortunate in falling
into the hands of the police, -although
she does not think so. She would have
been near death, according to report,
had she not done so. The unfortunate
woman is suffering from pneumonia and
has symptoms of measles, and is ser-
iously ill in the matron’s room at the
city lock-up. She was poorly clad when
arrested, for although she had a roll of
bills—not Confederates—in her posses-
sion she had not sufficient clothing, and
the fact that she and Peltier have been
sleeping on the floor in cheerless rooms
and in an empty house for the past
two days prior to her arrest, has re-
sulted in her serious illness.

The young woman is said by her
mother to be the dupe of Peltier in the
swindliig ‘operations which have been
going on. She, however, shields the
man, who is still at large, Lying ill at
the city lock-up, she says that she alone
is responsible for circulating the bills,
that she sent for them - and uttered
them. >

“Would you come and see him if he
was lying ill in jail?”—they asked her.
In answer she shrugged her shoulders,
and went on to proclaim the innocence
of the man,

The mother of the young man views
Peltier in a different light—a view un-
blinded by tle self-sacrificing passion,
and she says he is the real offender,
having compelled his girl-wife to e¢arry
out his swindling schemes. The mother
puts her views before the public in
the following letter:

Dear Sir,—Will you permit me
make a short statement in regard to
Verona Peltier, the young girl now in
jail at the City Hall charged with a
serious offence?

A few months ago she was induced
to leave home and marry Peltier. As I
did not wish to expose my other children
to her husband’'s influence (even then I
suspected him to be a criminal from the
American side), I held no communica-
tion with her, until the accounts I re-
ceived of her husband's treatment of
her impelled me to try to aid her.

As Peltier said that he could not leave
his wife alone while he sought the em-
ployment he could not obtain in Victoria,
I induced Verona to accompany me to
Salt Spring Island, but Peltier, instead
of working himself, tried to compel his
wife to support him.

When 1 remonstrated with him his
reply was: “She is my property now,
not yours, and I shall do what I please
with her.” He has even resorted ta
violence to compel the gentle, loving
girl he duped into marrying him into
carrying out his schemes,

HIGH SCHOOL |
CADET CORPS

Much Progress Towaids Or.
ganization—Uniform Which g
Is Suggested.

D

It. is anticipated that within a few
weeks a sufficient number of the pupils
of the High school will have signed
the roll of membership in the new High
School Cadet Corps to permit of it
being forwarded to Col. Holmes, pre-
paratory to formal organization, and
equipment of the Junior military body.

The matter of a uniform for the
cadets has been given some considera-
tion, though nothing has yet been finally
decided. Col. Holmes recommends a
gray uniform—Norfolk jacket and knee
breeches, with removable brass but-
tons, and scarlet facings, the latter be-
ing also removable, so as to permit of
the owner wearing the same as an or-
dinary every-day school suit when free
from military duty. It is expected that
the cost of the uniform will be about
$5.50—such being the figure at which
they are obtained at points in the East,
where there are branches of the cadet
corps. The cap will be similar to the
regular service forage cgp. The cost of
the uniforms, it is explained, is to be
borne by the members themselves.

It is provided 'that there must be at
least 40 members enrolled, all being
pupils of the High school, not, less than
14 years of age. They sign for at least
one year's service, though they may get
discharge on leaving school finally. Suit-
able accommodation must be provided at
the school premises for the storing of
rifles and accoutrements. The former
will probably be the Snider-Enfield car-
bine, - as it is comparatively light in
weight and easily handled. Regular
drills will be provided for on the parade
grounds, also rifle practice at the Clov-
er Point range. A fife and drum band
will be organized and the members of
the same need not necessarily be High
school pupils. Instruetion will be im-
parted by an officer from the regular
service. The school boys are taking a
lively interest in the scheme. and it
promises to be quite the impo-tant sue-
cess anticinated,
