“ FORWARD BLACK WATCH."

GRANDFATHER'S STORY.

The forty-second, or “Black Watch,”
the regiment to which I had the honor to
belong, passed through—during the Pe-
ninsular war—all the vicissitudes attend-
ant upon the life of a soldier; but no
where did it display itself to better ad-
vantage than during the days of the dis-
tressing retreat from Astroga to Corun-
na.

Brave, high of hope, and light of heart
were the bosoms which beat beneath the
tartan when the British host under Lieu-
tenant General Sir John Moore advanced
ifrom Lisbon to Douro to form a junction
with the Spanish General Romana; and
not less brave, if heavy and despairing,
were those same hearts, when, after the
dispersion of the native armies, they turn-
ed their facvs resolutely eastward and be-
gan that ever memorable retreat. Deso-
lation sat upon the mountains; heavy
snows blocked up the roads; torrents of
rain and sleet, borne upon icy wings of
the winter wind, beat incessantly in our
faces; undrenched plumes and tartans
hung abjectly about us, like rags upou
sticks in a cornfield, horiors, seen and
unseen, accumulated around us; death
hovered 1n our van, and the advance of
the French, like a pack of hungry wolves,
hung upon our rear.

Suffering from the pangs of huunger, for
rations were scanty ; destitute of fires, for
the soaked wood would never burn;
marching and sleeping in our dripping
wet clothes, with exhausted strength and
diminished numbers, we drew near to
Corunna.

It was during these last days of the re-
treat that an accident happened, the re-
sult of which was to exercise an all power-
ful influence on my future career.

A young man named Allan Stronach,
belonging to our regiment, who had hith-
erto trailed his weary limbs after him
with untlagging spirit, now sat down ut-
terly exhausted.

It was well known that every available
means of transjp-ort of sick and wounded
were filled to overflowing ; and to be left
now, whea so near the goal, to die where
he lay, or to fall into the hands of the
enemy, seemed (0 go to the poor fellow's
heart like a knife.

He made a piteous appeal to those
around him, and particularly to his com-
rade, to support him even for a few miles.

“Geordie,” he pleaded feebly, “dinna
leave me—Ilift me up, man, an’ let me
lean on your arm for a bittock o' the
road. This faintness will wear off, man,
an’ I'll bea’ right in a while. Do it, man
Geordie, eh, I would have done far more
for you.”

Bat appeals of this kind had become
common enough by this time, and Geor-
die only shook his head mournfully and

on.

You may think tbis a heartless action,
because your ideas of war are at variance
with the bare reality; but to my mind
that mournful shake of the head told of
the tumultuous, unspeakable feeling
surging through the poor fellow’s soul. -

Alas! Alas! War in all 1ts phases is
barbarous and cruel, and maa is mortal ;
therefore it is not to be wondered at, if in
such extreme moments, former friend-
ships are forgotten in the all-engrossing
thought of self-preservation.

I also had until then passed on, shut-
ting my ears against the piteous cries,
turning my eyes away from the out-
stretched hands; but the despairing look
of poor'Allan Stronach went to the depth
of my heart, and being still comparatively
steady on my legs, I lifted him up, and
with some assistance placed him on my
back, and in this way managed to carry
him for a mile or two.

When | set him down agsin he seemed
to have recovered wonderfully, and with
the aid of my arm, and an occasional lLifi
on my back, he succeeded in staggering
forward until he reached Corunna.

It is needless to say that during these
few days a lively friendship sprang up be-
tween us.

He was sincerely grateful for the help 1
had been able to give him, and his mani.
festations of the feeling, coupled with the
honesty of his heart, drew me irresistably
toward him.

I knew that he came from Eigin,
though having spoken to him while to
Lisbon and elsewhere, but now he to!d
me about his family, and I learned from
the narrative that he had a father, mother,
aad sister alive.

Shortly after our arrival in front of the
town, I advised him strongly to put him-
self on the sick list, as he was almost
knocked up ; but he would not listen to
this, assuring me that he was all right,
and expressing his determination to stick
to his regiment to the last, and if fortune
so ordained it to have a parting shot at
the enemy.

That the French would attack us we
never doubted, for they were numerically
stronger, and the position they had taken
up in front of us was more advantageous
than that occupied by our troops; but as
to how or when they would deliver their
attack we could only of course hazard a
guess ; and meanwhile our embarkation
of the sick, the cavalry, and the stores
went on uninterruptedly.

On the morning of the battle, Alian
Stronech and I were sitling together con-
jecturing about this and other like mat-
ters, when he suddenly changed the sub-
Jject by saying abruptly : —

“] say Gordon, | had a queer dream
last night, an’ I’'m very doubtful whether
I’ll ever cross the Grampiaus again.”’

I held out my hand and he grasped it
firmly.

“ You may depend on my fulfilling your
request, Stronach,’’ | answered, * that is,
if anything serious does happen to you;
but in the meantime put them back in
your pocket, and let us dismiss such dis-
mal forebodings ”’

Meanwhile signs of activity were every-
where discernable along the enemy’s
lines, aud about 1 o'clock in the after-
noon of the 16th day of January, 1809,—a
day I never shall forget,—the Freuch
marshal began to mass troops upon his
left flank, a movement which was soon
after followed by a swift and resolute at-
tack upon our right. :

The right of our line was defendod by
our division under Sir David Baird, sup-

rted by a division under Lord William
g:m.inck. and with us was the Command-
er-in Chief, Sir John Moore, who person-
ally superintended the disposition of the
troops.

Before 3 o’clock the action had begun ;
soon the iron hail from the enemy’s can-

nod was falling thickly around us, and |

tearing up the ground in long jaggad fur-
TOWS.

There was a village on the right of our
posttion, which fromstragetic reasons was
destined to become an object of stubborn
contest, and toward which the French
column of attack flowed steadily on like a

torrent of red hot lava rushing down a

mountain sica,
On, like irresistable inrolling ocean
waves, rolled the ranks of liviog valor,

crested with fluttering colors and glitter- !

ing bayonmets, its proud, defiant eagles
swooping forward in the van.

Our pickets and advanced posts received
‘e gallantly, but they could not check |
for a moment the rush of that torient of |
steel. But swiftly, suddenly, a long line
of white vapor rushed from the sheet of

jopened upon us a withering fire.

Thus
we stood, enveloped in sulphurous clouds,
the death hail whistling around us, fhe
stern commands of our officers ringing
through the vaporous veil above the n-|
cessant rattle of musketry, until the living |
tongue of tire which leaped Irom the muz-
zles of their guns seemed to blend with |
the broad sheets of flame, which flashed
from the front of our lines, and we felt
that they were advancing with irresistable
force. |

“ Forward, Black Watch 1" shouted Sir!
David Baird, throwing himself at the head
of the regiment. ¢ We shall not give
them an inch of ground.”

A wild cheer burst from the %ranks,
splitting the fissures in the smoke clouds
above us, and we burst out on them, and
swept them away before us, as a simoon
sweeps the sand of the desert.

Our company was full of impetuous
spirits, and Stronach and 1 found our-
selves borne forward in pursuit of the re-
treating enemy, almost to the muzzle of
the reserve companies’ guns.

Here a close and deadly volley was
sent into us, and awakening to a sense of
our danger we began to fall back on our
own lines.

We had not retreated many pacee, how
ever, when a musket ball struck me in
the leg in the rear of the knee joint, and
[ dropped like a winged pigeon.

Stronach was down beside me 1n an in-
stant. “ What is 1t Geordie?"” he said
snxiously ; “ where are you hit ?”’

I told him through my clenched teeth,
for the pain was insufterable.

“Thank Providence its no worse,”” he
said. “We'll surely manage to reach
the llnes. Put your arms around me,
and I'll'lift you up.”

1 did so, and half carrying, half drag-
ing me, the brave fellow hurried forward.

But he was not Jdestined to reach the
goal, for ere we had advanced many yards
[ heard a voice utter a sharp word of com-
mand, and on turning my head I beheld
the bear skin caps of.the French grena-
diers looming through the smoke mist.

“ Drop me, Allan,” 1 cried, “ drop me
and run. The enemy have reformed and
are advancing to deiiver another attack.
Let me go, Stronach, and save yourself.”

“Never!” he cried, clasping me still
more firmly around the waist. *“I'll take
you in or die with you.”

We were now within pistol shot of our
out-posts, and sowe of them alarmed at
gur shooting, were rushing towards us
when Allan’s foot slipped in a furrow
which had been plowed up Liy a cannon
ball, and we both rolled together on the
ground.

He was on his feet in an instant, and
was iin the act of stooping to pick me up,
when the advanced grenadiers, having
caught sight of the out-posts, sent a vol-
ley across the field; and the sheet of
flame had scarcely died away when Stron-
ach staggered, and fell heavily on me.

1 have a vague recollection of being
trampled on by many feet; of hearing
distinctly the steady tramp ot heavy mas-
ses of men, the roll of musketry, and the
belching of the deep-mouthed cannon;
of mad rushings of men backward and
forward, and of hearing high above the
confused din the well-known war.cry of
“Scotland forever!"”

When I regained fully the possession of
my senses, | was being lifted from the
ground by my comrades.

Stronach’'s body was lying in front of
me, face upward, and | saw that the bul-
let bad struck his lef¢ temple and pene-
trated to the brain.

Rough as [ was, my feelings overpower-
ed me, and I could not refrain from shed-
ding tears; but there was little time to
indulge in vain regrets, therefore I secur-
ed the Bible and the letters, and covering
his faca with my handkerchief, I pressed
his icy hands, and muttering a last fare-
well, permitted myself Lo be borne off to
the transport with a soul full of unutter-
able thoughts.

I learned afterwards that the gallant
Baird had lost an arm, and that the heroic
Moore had laid down his life on the field,
to preserve untarnished the honor of the
British army ; but of all the irreparable
losses of that glorious, but dearly won
battle, the m.st irreparable to me was
the young hero from Elgin, who laid down
his life for his friend.

Shortly after my arrival in Scotland, I
visited Allan Stronach’s father, and placed
