The tropical barbarian, to whom 
nature freely provides food, clothing, 
and lodgings, cau never become, until his 
state of civilization has been revolutionized, 
a good customer for the output of our fac 
tories and workshops.

FEATHER BOAS.Mr. Heckles Wilson, in the course of an 
article in the Westminister Gazette on "New­
foundland and its Colossus,” has the follow­
ing to say of Mr. R. G. Reed:

"A slender, quiet-mannered, benignant 
old Canadian-ÎScothman of fifty eight, in del­
icate health, little dreaming of the possibili­
ties of bis position or ever seeking to drive 
hard bargains; surely, it would seem, such 
a man would be the last to characterize an 
ambitious and designing person, who seeks 
to be. the master of Newfoundland and all 
that is in it. Forty years ago Robert Giles 
pie Reid left Scotland, an almost penniless 
youth, to seek his fortune in Australia. To 
day he is the greatest private landowner on 
earth; and he holds the destinies of our old­
est colony—a country one-sixth larger than 
Ireland—in his fingers. Five years ago 
Newfoundland (it is well to recall thie) was 
a struggling colony on the verge of bank­
ruptcy. She had no assets, or none save 
such as were mortgaged up to the hilt. Her 
fisheries were declining, her politics 
chaos, her responsible ministers stood Indic­
ted for corruption, her credit seemed gone, 
and there was loud talk of annexation to the 
United States of America. The future ap­
peared hopeless, and there was no prospect 
visible of obtaining a dollar’s worth of capi­
tal to exploit the alleged rcaourses of the 
island.

With only one vote to spare the United 
States senate has ratified the treaty with 
Spain which was signed a few weeks ag< 
Paris. It is hardly likely that the ins 
ment would have been ratified but for the 
attack made by the Philippine insurgents, so 
called, on the United States forces. What­
ever disposition there may have been to leave 
the natives in the possession and govern­
ment of the islands would be weakened by 
the appeal to force. It is not so easy to 
yield to a body of men who have just been 
killing United States soldiers ae it would 
have been before the event. Now the work 
of conquest, in which Spain failed, must be 
pndert»ken by the United States. The su- 
periarjty pf the United States army and 
navy over that of Spain is manifest, but the 
Philippi06 Islands include a large territory 
which is rough, and the fight with wild men 
in a wild country may be long and severe. 
But long or short, the subjugation or pacific­
ation of the country will be accomplished, 
for the United States government no more 
than that of Great Britain is likely to under­
take s contract like that and not complete it.
