ADAPTED TO THE DOMINION OF CANADA RIFLE
ASSOCIATION MEETING OF 1868.

1.—Therc shall be nine distances, viz:—

200 yards. 500 yards. 800 yards.

11.—The size of the targets shall be the same as

in 1866, viz :
Size of the Targets.

At 200 and 300 yards—6 feet by 4 wide; Bull's
Eye, 6 inches; Centre, 2 feet.

‘At 400, 500 and 600 yards—6 feet squuare; Bull’s
Eye, 2 f’eet; Centre, 4 feet.

At 700 , 900 and 1,000 yards—6 fect by twelve
wide; Bull’s Eye, 3 fecet; Centre, 6 feet.

111.—There shall be square bull’s'eyes and centres
at all distances, bull’s eyes counting 4, centres 3,
outers 2.

IV.—In matches only open to Enfield, or Snider
Enfleld Rifles, the shooting at 200 and 300 yards,
unless otherwise specified, shall be off the shoul-
der. At distances above 300 yards it shall be in
any position,

—~In Matches open to all comers and any
rifles, the shooting shall be in any position. By
‘“‘any position” is meant any position that & per-
son would be able to take on level ground.

VI.—No fixed artificial rests shalFbe allowed.

Vi1I.—Unless otherwise specified, the Prizes
open to All Comers may be shot for with any

description of rifie not exceeding 101bs in weight,
exclusive of ramrods.

VIII.—No magnifying sights shall be allowed.

1X.—No hair-triggers shall be allowed, nor any
with a less pull than 3 1bs.

X.—No front aperture sights, such as solid discs
or bushes pierced in the centre, shall be allowed.

X1.—In all shooting for volunteers'Prizes, and in
all competitions restricted to rifies of a
bona {w.s Government pattern, the minimum
pull of trigger shall be 6 1bs.

XII.—TIES—When the firing takes place at
more than one distance, ties shall be decided as
follows :—

1. By fewest misses.

2, By fewest outers.

8. By highest score at longest range,

4. Ifstill a tie, by firing 3shots at the longest
distance in the competition.

When the firing takes place atone distance only:

1. By fewest misses.

2. ny fewest outers.

3. If'still a tie, by firing a single shot.

4. In the *Time Match” by ¢ division.”

The hours of firing off ties will be duly announ-
ced on the notice board, but competitors not
present will lose their places.

111.—Ties in Second Stage of any prize will be
decided by the aggregate scores made in First
Stage; if still a tie, by firing 3 shots at longest
range.

X1V.—In the Volunteer Militia and Military
Matches, none but Government ammunition (as
supplied by the Council on the Ground) at 25 cts
per package of 10 rounds, shall be used. Any
com petitor infringing this rule shall be disquali-
tied from competing fer any prizes during
the remainder of the meeting.

XV.—Two sighting shots shall be allowed to
each competitor at each distance in every com-
petition, on payment of 10 cents per shot. These
shots shall be fired in order, when the squad is
formed, and at the target about to be used in the
competition. No sighting shot shalt be allowed
after the squad has commenced the competition;
nor shall any competitor be allowed to fire two
sighting shots consecutively. Any competitor
oining the squad when all the sighting shots have
been fired will thus be restricted to one sighting
shot. Ties shall be allowead two sighting shots, at
1s per shot, and at the target at which the tieis
about to be shot off.

glven, as long as possible before the competition,
of the hour when their squad will shoot. Post
entries shall be squadded on the fround, and for
all such double entrance fees will be charged.

XXI.—Squadding shall be in the order in which
the entries are made.

X XI1I.—Winners bf Money Prizes who have the
option of taking their Prizes either in money or
in kind shall make known their decision to the
Secretary on or before the close of the meetin{.

XXIII.—All Prizes, }, and sweepstakes
monies, not claimed before the 1st October, shall
be forfeited to the Association.

XXIV.—All winners of prizes shall apply to
the Chief of the Statistical Department for a
Certifiicate. which shall be countersigned by the
Secretary before any prize shall be delivered.

XXV.—Winners of Money Prizes shall, on re-
celving the amount of such Prizes from the
Cashier at the Finance Department, give up
their certificates to him.

XXVI.—All Members of Volunteer Corps com-
peting for prizes restricted to V.olunteers shall be
required to appear in the authorised dress or un-
dress uniform of their Corps.

VII.—Any person firing when the danger
flag or disc is shewn at the ta.rget or firing point,
or discharging his rifie except at the target to
which he is told off or into the place provided for
the purfose, ghall be debarred from all further
competitions during the Meeting, and shall for-
feit all his entrance fees. Beforefiringa rifie into
the place provided for the purpose, permission
must be obtained from the officer in charge.

XXVI1il.—Any person snapping off a cup with-
out pointing hisrifie into the place provided for
the u?oso shall be fined two dollars.

XXIX.—All disputed points shall be decided
by the umpire a%pointe by the Council, subject
to appeal to the Executive of the Council, whose
decision shall be final.
