
2. Each Contmacting Party shail, to the extent practicable, ensure dma is laws,regulations, procedures, and administrative rulings of general application
respecting any matter covereti by ibis Agreement are promprly publisbed orotherwise made available i such a nianner as to, enable interested persons andthe other Contracting Party to become acquainted with lhem.

1. is Agreement s"a apply bo any investment made by an investor of oneContracting Party in the territory of the other Conbracting Party before or after
the ennry ino force of this, Agreement.

2. Noling in tbis Agreement shahl be construed to, prevent a Contracting Partyfromn adopting, maintaining or cnforcing any measure otberwise consistent witbibis Agreement that it considers appropriate iD ensure that investment activityin its territory is undertacen in a manner sensitive to environmental concerns.

3. Provided that such measures are flot applied in an arbitrary or unjustifiablemanner, or do flot constitute a disguised restriction on international tradle orinvesiment, nothing in Ibis Agreement shai be constnucd to prevent aConiracting Party froin adopting or maintaining measures, including
environmernal measures:

(a) necessary to ensure compliance with laws and regulations tirai are Moinconsistent with Uic provisions of ibis Agreement;

(b) necessary to protect human, animai or plant lMe or health; or

(c) relating 10 the conservation of living or non-living exhautible naturalresources if such mensures are made effective in conjwiction wîit
restrictions on domestic production or consumption.
