
HOUSE OF COMMONS

By Mr. Perley:-Order of the House for a return showing the names of
persons from whom land was purchased to provide space for airports, bombing
schools or air training landing fields at Mossbank, Moose Jaw, Broadview,
Wolseley and Moosomin, Saskatchewan, giving the number of acres purchased
in each instance and the amount paid per acre to those from whom the land
was purchased.

Mr. Crerar moved,-That the House do go into Committee of the Whole,
at the next sitting of the House, to consider the following proposed Resolution:-

That it is expedient to introduce a measure to amend The National Parks
Act for the purpose of withdrawing certain areas of land from the Prince Albert
National Park as presently constituted, and for establishing new boundaries for
the said park as a consequence thereof.

Whereupon, Mr. Crerar, a Member of the King's Privy Council, informed
the House, That His Excellency the Governor General, having been informed of
the subject-matter of the proposed Resolution, recommends it to the House.

Resolved, That the House do go into Committee of the Whole, at the next
sitting of the House, to consider the said proposed Resolution.

The House resolved itself into Committee of the Whole to consider a certain
proposed Resolution to amend the Pension Act.

(In the Committee)

The following Resolution was adopted:-
Resolved, That it is expedient to amend the Pension Act to make its

provisions applicable to certain members of the Canadian Forces serving in
the present war and to their dependents, to extend the benefits of the Act to
certain persons serving in the forces of the United Kingdom and also to make
further changes and adjustments in the procedure and administration of the
Pension Act.

Resolution to be reported.

The said Resolution was reported, read the second time and concurred in.

Mr. Mackenzie (Vancouver Centre) then, by leave of the House, presented
a Bill, No. 17, An Act to amend the Pension Act, which was read the first
time, and ordered for a second reading at the next sitting of the House.

The House then resumed the adjourned Debate on the proposed motion
of Mr. Mackenzie King:-

Whereas Order in Council P.C. 2483 was passed under the authority of the
War Measures Act on the 3rd September, 1939, making regulations known as
the Defence of Canada Regulations;

And whereas the said Regulations have been amended from time to time;
And whereas by Order in Council P.C. 4750 of the 12th September, 1940,

the said Regulations were revoked and the Defence of Canada Regulations
(Consolidation), 1940, numbered one to sixty-four inclusive, were made and
established in substitution therefor;

And whereas since the 12th day of September, 1940, several Orders in
Council have been passed amending, altering or adding to the said substituted
Regulations;
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
