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Sabbath Observance—

Resolution—

*“ 1. That the interest of public morality
and the physical well-being of all
classes of the community alike render
it desirable and necessary that there
phould be a strict and uniform obser-
vance of the Lord’s Day on all public
works which are under the control of
the Dominion Government.

That in the conduct of the Govern-
ment surveys and explorations, Go-
vernment employés should be enjoined
to abstain from the prosecution of
labour on the Lord’s Day.

That in the opinion of this House there
should be an entire closing and cessa-
tion of labour on all canals, railways
and other public works which are
under the control of the Dominion
Government, during the twenty-four
hours comprehended in the Lord’s
Day—save and except only such ser-
vices as may be of absolute and
unavoidable necessity.”’—Mr. Gordon,
