the period that the applicability of the Jay
Treaty is in doubt?

Mr. Chrétien: Mr. Speaker, I had on several
occasions the opportunity of discussing this
problem with the Minister of National Reve-
nue, and this very day I have met Indians
who made representations to me on this sub-
ject. I think they are to meet with the Minis-
ter of National Revenue immediately after
the question period, if it can only come to an
end.

WHEAT—ANNOUNCEMENT OF GENERAL
DELIVERY QUOTA

Mr. A. B. Douglas (Assiniboia): Mr. Speak-
er, I should like to ask the minister in charge
of the Canadian Wheat Board whether the
board will be announcing any general deliv-
ery quotas before Christmas? I ask this
because most farmers are very short of cash
and would appreciate an early announce-
ment—

Mr. Speaker: Order, please.

Hon. Otto E. Lang (Minister without Port-
folio): As the hon. member knows, Mr. Speak-
er, the Wheat Board was giving preference to
the delivery of unit quotas. However, I was
speaking to officials of the Wheat Board today
and they indicate they will be announcing
tomorrow a one bushel quota for the 255
delivery stations where there is space and
where the elevator agents have requested a
quota. The Wheat Board will also be
announcing tomorrow, and some hon. mem-
bers will be interested in this, a special quota
of eight bushels per seeded acre for soft
spring wheat.

ENFORCEMENT OF REGULATIONS RESPECTING
MOVEMENT OF FEED

Mr. A. P. Gleave (Saskatoon-Biggar): Mr.
Speaker, in view of the statement made on
the CBC newscast last evening that Canadian
Wheat Board regulations with regard to the
movement of feed grain across interprovincial
boundaries are being flagrantly violated, what
action is the Minister without Portfolio taking
to deal with the situation and ensure that
these regulations are enforced?

Hon. Otto E. Lang (Minister without Port-
folio): Mr. Speaker, the minister made it clear
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in previous statements in the prairie region
that this matter is considered to be very seri-
ous indeed and that the Wheat Board and
other agencies would be asked to take every
step to enforce the existing quota regulations,
even while we are looking at these regulations
with possible improvements in mind. It is
extremely important that the existing rules
be obeyed because an infringement really
amounts to a theft by those wko break the
rules from those who do not. Therefore we
are appealing to the farmers of the prairie
region to obey these regulations even, as I
say, while changes are being considered.
