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(b) The date that the identification services file was
opened and the date of the last fingerprint form submit-
ted for that individual.
(c) Categories of the types of offences the record
subject had been charged with. Offences are catego-
rized as to being offences of violence, robbery, offensive
weapons, breaking and entering, theft of vehlicles,
thefts, drugs, fraud, sex, other criminal code, other
federal statutes, failing to attend (bail) and arson.

(4) Names used by the subject of the record as recorded on
fingerprint formns received by identification services.

2. No. A criminal record on which the synopsis is based is
indexed as a federal information bank, bank index No. 23825,
allowing an individual to institute procedures to determine and
challenge information contained in the criminal record. Any
resulting changes made to the criminal record will be reflected
in the criminal record synopsis. Procedures to access and
challenge the content of the criminal record are contained in
the index to federal data banks available at most Canadian
post offices.

3. Yes. Two changes approved by the last advisory commit-
tee which are in the process of being implemented to the
criminal record synopsis are:

(a) removal of the information outlining the individu-
al's current status in the judicial system, and
(b) inclusion of an additional offence type, iLe., Crimi-
nal Code driving offences.

4. (a) Direct access to CPIC files is limited to: (i) the
RCMP, (ii) provincial police forces, and (iii) city police and
those municipal police forces approved by the CPIC advisory
committee.

Currently approximately 2,500 Canadian police units have
access to CPIC.

A police force having direct access to CPIC may dissemi-
nate information to other agencies legislatively responsible for
law enforcement on a need-to-know basis. In addition, the
Attorney General or Solicitor General of Canada or the
attorney general or solicitor general of a province or territory
may approve dissemination of CPIC information to other
agencies.

The liaison services branch of telecommunications and EDP
directorate, RCMP, is responsible for co-ordinating investiga-
tions into complaints respecting violation of CPIC policy and
procedures. If the investigation is unable to satisfactorily
resolve the identified problem to the mutual satisfaction of ail
parties concerned, the complaint will bc brought before the
CPIC Advisory Committee for a decision.

Repeated or serious breaches of established policy and
procedures will be referred to the CPIC advisory committee
for action.
