COMMIITEE

Mr. Len Hopkins (Renfrew-Nipissing-Pembroke):
Mr. Speaker. I have the honour to present i both
officiai languages, the fourth report of the Standing
Committee on Public Accounts and i doing so, with
your permission, Mr. Speaker, 1 would like to make the
foliowing remarks about this report.

'Me public accounts committee today tables a report
dealing with a serlous problemn i the management of the
tax system. Substantial losses in revenues-$2.4 billion
from the federal sales tax-have been incurred because
of a tax avoidance procedure involving marketing com-
panies.

The problem has become much more serious since
1986 when a court decision struck down earlier applica-
ble tax rulings which had limited the avoidance activity.
île committee pointed out that the leakage of taxes was
and is continuing.

Although two complex proposais were developed by
the Department of Finance to deal with the probiem,
neither proposai was impiemented. 'Me committee
noted the effects of tax avoidance on the integrity, equity
and effectiveness of the tax system and recommended
that the govemnment act expeditiousiy to deai with tax
avoidance problems.

Other key recommendations in this report oeil upon
the Department of Finance to monitor tax avoidance
closely and to develop quickly workable remnedial mea-
sures based on a careful analysis of costs and benefits.

The Minister of Finance has been requested to re-
spond to the committee's recommendation by March 31,
1990.
