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intire Stand, while Fear, Despair, and Mis-
ery appeared in the Faces of the poor Inhab-
itants.

The French Commissioners carried several
of the principal Sachems of the Five Na-
tions back with them, who were received at
Montreal with great Joy. They were saluted
by a Discharge of all the great Guns round
the Place, as they entered. The French
Allies took this amiss, and asked if their
Governor was entering. They were told,
that it was a Compliment paid to the Five
Nations, whose Sachems were then entering
the Town. We pereeive, they replied, that
Fear makes the French shew more Respect
to their Eenemies than Love can make them
do to their Friends.

Monsieur de Callieres assembled all the
French Allies, (who were then very numer-
ous at Montreal) to make the Exchange of
Prisoners, and they delivered the Prisoners
they had taken, though the Five Nations had
sent none to be exchanged for them. Thus
we see a brave People struggle with every
Difficulty, till they can get out of it with
Honour; and such People always gain Re-
spect, even from their most inveterate Ene-
mies.

I shall finish this Part by observing, that
notwithstanding the French Commissioners
took all the Pains possible to carry Home
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
