Austrian Premier Complains
. That Publicity Re-
', tards Progress.

Basle, Switzerland, Jan. 25.—The reply
of Count Czernin, the Austroii-n_gmrhn
Toreign minister, w, the recent speeches
of Pre;nler Lloyd George and President

Wilson' is summarizea rather fully in a
Vieuna despach received here today,

Count Czernin, who is quoted as speak-
ing before the fore.gn affairs committee
of the Austrian delegation, said that he
considered it his first duty to present
a fa thful report of the peage negotia-
tions with thc Russians at Brest-Litovsk,
to co-relate the adit'termegham of the
events which had oce previous to
them and tv draw from them conclu-
s.ons wuich ‘'were logical’ and justified.
As a reply to those who found the course
of the negotiations too slow Count Czer-
nin explauined the difficuliies attending
them, diff.culties of which one could not
even give an approximate idea, He dwelt
upon tie entire difference between the
Brest-Litovsk negotiations and any pre-
Viously known to history, one of the
chief differences being the publicity given
to the various phases of the negotia-
tions, the -uétails of which were aaily
‘telegraphed thruout the entire world.

“It i8 qu.le natwal, in view of the
nervousnces- which prevails all over ‘the
Elobe,” C. unt Czernin declared, “that
they should produce the effect of elec-
tric ghocks which agitate public opinion.
We are in no doubt as to the incon-
venience of this system, but nevertheless
we ylelded tc the Russian government's
desire for publcity because we have
nothing to hide. If we had wished to
keep 10 the fcrmér secret system, that
might have creaied a fa.se impression.”

THE DAY’S EVENTS REVIEWED

The speech of the German imperial
chancellor on the German war aims
shows a wide divergence from the aims
of the allies. The assertion that Ger-
many will negotiate with Russia alone
and with France alone and will lay the
qQuestion of Belgium before a general
conference has the design of severing
France, like Russia, from the terms of
the alliance. The Austrian statement
on peace terms looks like an attempt
to beguile the United States into ne-
gotiations.

The integrity of Turkey and the
safety of Constantinople continte to
be essential points in the German war
program. The Germans also make a
counter-demand that Great Britain
should give up Gibraltar, Aden, Hong-

kong and Falkland Islands, essential |

points in the British system of col-
onies and of protection for trade
routes.

the British BEmpire and that the Brit-
ish Empire is on an equal footing with
Germany in régard to possessions.

CHANCELLOR MADE
MERE WAR SPEECH

Lord Robert Cecil Sees ‘ No
Peace in Von Hertling's

quds.

London, Jan. 25.—In an interview
today on the speech . of the German
imperial chancellor, Von Hertling,
Lord Robert Cecil declared th&t he
always expected that power in Ger-
‘many would be opeénly assumed by the
military party. He added that when
Count von Hertling was appointed
chancellor he regarded him as the
nominee of the militarists. TLord
Robert said: “I see that Von Hert-
ling has a new suggestion, that Eng-
land shall relinquish Gibrailtar, Malta,
etc., ete.' It is a wonder he did not
add the Isle of Wight.

“His speech is not a peace speech;
it is a war speech, as I read it.”

In regard to Austria, the minister
of blockade said:

“The statements of President Wilson
and Premier Liloyd George were c¢er-
tainly - of a conciliatory character,”
and he expressed the view that Von
Hertling’s apparent approval of them
would not help the situation. When
asked if he thought that Von Hert-
ling was speaking for Austria, Lord
Rober; remarked: ‘“Austria is still a
govereign state.”

The. minister of blockade today re-
ceived a Finnish delegation, and i
commenting on this occurrence - told
the correspondent that England, like
America, greatly Sympathized with
¥Finland, but had not yet done more
than to recognize the government of
Finland asa de facto institution. Great
Britain’s attitude toward the Ukraine,
Tord Robert said, was the samse as
that toward Russia, the keeping open
of unofficial communication to pro-
tect British interests anofficially,

Water Supply of Montreal
Will Have to Be Increased

Montreal, Jan. 25.—So great has be-
come the consumption of water in
Montreal that Chief Engineer Mercier
has submitted a report to the board
of control drawing  attention to the
necessity of increasing the water sup-
ply by 1919, by which time the esti-
mates of the present cgnecrete conduit
will no longer suffice,

The consumption at present is sixty-
six million gallons a day, an increase

of ten million gallons over last Jan-
uary.
