‘THRUOUT ONTARIO

Provincial-Secretary\ and De-
partment of Agriculture
Co-operate in Scheme.

INCREASE CROP YIELDS

Empldyment of Good Found-
ation Stock Will Be -

Encouraged.

whereby the provincialw secre !
department and the department
agriculture will co-operate in new
scheme to supply Ontario with seed
grains of all kinds as welk as root
seeds. The wvarious provincial insti-
tutions will each have a government
plot this summer, and there will be
a total of 200 acres used in this way.

At London, Mimico, Hamilton,
Woodstock, Belleville, Whitby, Bur-
wash and Fort Willilam these govern-’
ment farms will be the centre of ac-
tivity and great interest. Commenc-
ing with the very best-seeds avail-
abl now, the department of agricul-
ture will begin the raising of what
will be known as “certified seed,”
guaranteed by the government as be-
ing.free of disease, and true to vari-
ety. The result, it is hoped, will be
that the entire amount of seed re-
quired in Ontario will be supplied by
thege farms, and the farms of others
who miay go in for geed raising under
the supervision of the department of
agriculture, 1

Mangold -Seed Scarce.

Mangold seed has heretofore been
imported from Europe,:but owing to
the war shipments are not coming
and the supply is running low. It,is
therefore the idea of the department
Lo plant enough seeds in Ontario this
year to meet the demands of the pro-
vince in 1920, it taking two years to
develop seed from seed. Other seeds
will irclude beans, peas, oats, spring
wheat, barley and potatoes.

The provincial secretary will- fin-
ance the scheme, purchase the seed,
supply the equipment and control the
actual operations on the farms,
while the department of agriculture
will give assistance in getting the
foundation seed and will give all sci-
entific information. A seed inspector
will visit the farms at intervals and
give whatever instructions are neces-
sary and ir the fall will inspect the
seeds and grade them. The depart-
ment. will then attend to the distri-
bution, s

Any ' farmer who wishes to set
avide a portion' of his farm for this
work may do so and receive the same
support which the provincial institu-
tions will receive, and at the end of
the season meetings will be °ecalled
and the farmers of the surrounding
district urged to undertake similar
work. Then a standard of seed will
be grown in each community, farm-
ers e¢an ship in carload lots, to their
advantage, and the general results
wil; be very beneficial.

Can Increase Yields.

During. the past 26 years the aver-
age yleld has been as follows: Fall
wheat,$21.3 bushels per acre; spring
wheat,|{16.1 bushels per acre; barley,
28.1 hu’xhcls per acre; oats, 35.8 bush-
els pemgacre; mixed grain, 34.9 bush-
els peracre; hay, 1.47 tons per acre,
~ With™the use of certified seed 'this
can be materially increased, accord-
ing to Justus Miller, assistant com-
missioner of agriculture, by roughly
10 per cent., adding hundreds of
thousands of dollars’ ‘value _to the
crops. It has been shown that the
income of a farmer using certified
seed is about $500 per year greater
than that of the farmer not using it,

A case of peculiar interest which
has arisen as a result of ascendancy of
the Bolshevik Government was

heard yesterday before Judge Denton®

in the county court, when Woliom
Nahula ang I. Kowalsky, two Russian
laborers, were suing Rotenberg’s, Litd.,
for the return of $500. According to
the statement of the plaintiffs of
paid $600 l1ast July to defendants who
were to send 2,000 roubles to the
wives of plaintiffs in Russia. After
the money had been sent the Bol-
shevik Government was established
and Reotenberg’s were notified that the
money could“not be delivered as the
Germans weré in oococupation, and ac-
cording to L. M. Singer, who appeared
for defendants, the roubles were Te-
turned, but on account of the value of
the roubles depreciating,from about
25 cents to 12.75 cents, $2560 of the or-
iginal money handed over had vanish-
ed. Plaintiffs were given the option of
taking 2,000 roubles or $225, which
would about be their value in Can-
adlan money. His honor gave judg-
ment for the defendants with costs
amounting to $75. This is the first
time such a point has come up for de-
cision, and was watched with keen
interest by those firms handling for-
eign exchange.

~ GIVENTOORDERS

Ontario License Board States
Its Position on Delivery
Question.

DELAY AMONG SHIPPERS

Conditions Which Make De-
livery Legal Until
May 1.

. &

Inspectors of the Omtario License
Board have been advised by circular
of the interpretation which the board
places upon the recent order-in-coun-
cil governing the delivery of liquor for
beverage purposes taking effect April
| 1. Clause (4) of the order-in-council
passed on Magth 11 reads as follows:

No personf after the first day of
April shall send, take, transport into
or deliver in any prohibited area any
intoxficating iliquor or cause any
intoxicating liquor to be so sent,
transported. or delivered.

The board, interprets this_ to mean
that no intoxicating liquor for bever-
age purposes can be delivered after
midnight on Monday, April 1, to the
consumer. In the opinion of the board
this clause will still apply where
breweries and distilleries are Jocated
and make direct delivery from brew-
ery 'or distillery without using the
railway or express companies.

Time is Extended.

March 22 this regulation was passed
by order-in-council at Ottawa:

Regulation four of the order-in-
council of the elevent day of March,
1918 (P.C. 589) is amended by add-
ing thereto the following:

Provided that any intoxicating
liquor aectually shipped before -the
first day of April, 1918, may be de-
livered in such prohibited area by a

|  common carrier within such period
| of time as is required for such de-
| livery under the ordinary and usual
conditions governing the business of
such common carrier, but not later

than the first day of May, 1918.

The board interprets tais to mean
that where shipments are made to
Ontario, either from outside the prov-
ince or from one point In Ontario to
another point in-Ontario where trans-
portation is used to deliver by the
railway or express companies such |
shipments under this clause must be |
actually in the hands of the railway |
or express company for shipment not |
later than Saturday night at mid-
night, March 80, otherwise shipments
after that time would-be illegal. How-
ever, in such cases should any delay
occur while being transported, actual
delivery of same will be legal on any
date until the first day of May next.

Chief of P;i.c: Will Take

NOT COAL, BUT “CULM”

Engineer Analyzes So-Called
“Coal” as Nothing More
Than Screenings.

Mayor Church is determined that
the “smoke nuisance” on the street
cars must be abated, whether it be

thru the medium of the police court
or the Ontario Railway and Municipal
Board. “I have instructed the chief
of police to take action against the

railway,” said the mayor last night.

Dr. C. J. O. Hastings, medical offi.
cer of health, reported yesterday that
as the local police court could not
prosecute the railway for overcrowd-
ing its cars, it probably could not pro-
secute them for allowing gaseptis
fumes to pour forth from the stoves
in the cars. He has recommended
that the case be taken to the railway
board. i

The city solicitor and' the property
commissioner are both of the opinion
that the company could be prosecut-
ed under the bylaw which provides
that dense smoke shall not be allowed
to come out of any chimney for more
than six minutes in any hour. “We
would have to follow the cars in an
automobile and time them for an
Jour,” said Mr, Chisholm. He has in-
structed his smoke inspectors to watch
the cars and see if the bylaw ‘is be-
'ing obeyed.

8oft Coal Screenings.

Speaking to a reporter for The
World last night an engineer stated
that the ‘‘coal” ‘which the company is
using in its cars at the present time
is nothing more than “culm,” or the
screenings of soft coal. The railway,
he said, dampens the coal to make it

burn better, By dampening the “coal,” |’

they avold a superfluous amount of
dust, but at the same time increase
the amount of smoke and gas.

This number is four less
than last year, During the year three
hotels have closed, two have been
ordered closed and the proprietors of
seven have been fined. All of the 94
for which new licenses have been ask-
ed are fully equipped with rfie escapes
and other appliances, with the excep-
tion of three, which are rated as fire-
proof. There are 8400 bedrooms in
these hotels and all have passed in-
spection, /
