Men have
lost limbs in this war, lost them in help-
ing to make it possible for the general
public to enjoy baseball games, and if it
were not for such fellows, there would not
be a ball club in which Mr, MoCaffery
might hold the position as presidént, be-
causé had the Germans swarmed in here

Altho there are not more soldiers in
uniform in this city than in Chicago, yet
to admit those who are here té the ball
park free of charge would not be fair
to the other fellows who are in training
at Niagara Camp, but there is one good
way around the difficulty, and 'that s by
taking the Toronto club and whichever
visiting ciub happens to be here over to
the camp on Sundays.
