For the tut of the GentlerNIAGARA FALLS, Sept. 1.—-'(Spe­
cial.)—Jacques Erlanger, a thick-set 
man, who hails from Philadelphia, 
was arrested here Friday,on the charge 
of operating a huge silverware swindle. 
The postotnee authorities are now in 
possession of upwards of $1000 sent by 
Canadians, who were duped by circu­
lai letters.

warded for packing and postage.

Hundreds of people were takeÿi in 
and sent their money to the postofflee 
here addressed to the Rogers Silver 
Co. No one called for a long time.

On Friday morning a woman called 
and ^sked for letters for the above ad­
dress. She left without them. In the 
evening Erlanger called and was taken 
in by the detectives.

It is believed that this is the same 
swindle that was worked with success 
in Montreal a short time ago. ‘
