Citizens Who Heard the Shots Fired
Came to the Rescue, But the
Cashier Died.

Harrisburg, Pa., March 14,—Charles W.
Ryan, cashier of the Halifax Natlonal
Bank, was shot to death by Henry Rowe
and Weston Keiper of Lykens at noon to-
day, in & daring attempt &t bank robbery.

The robbers were captured by a party of
citizens soon after the crime and were
brought to the Harrisburg jail, together
with F. B. Straley of Lykens, who is sus-
pected of being an accomplice. Rowe and
Keiper drove to Halifax from Elzabethville
this morning, and hitching their team on

the outskirts of the town, poldly entered
the bank with revolvers. Each had a re-
volver and they ordered the attaches of
the bank to throw up their hands and turn
over the money. One of them held In
check Abraham Fostenbaugh, the presi-
dent; Isaac Lyter, the teller, and ex-Presi-
dent Swartz of Duncannon, who was in
the bank on private business. The other
covered Cashier Ryan, and under the men-
ace of the revolver the cashier collected
ihe cash In the drawers, to the amount of
$2000, and placed it fm~a satchel the rob-
bers had brought with them. Rowe, with
the cash-stuffed satchel in his hand, back-
ed out toward the door, and Keiper also
moved toward: the entrance to the bank.
Ryan Made a Fight. |

Just when it seemed that the .robbers
would snecessfully get away, Cashier Ryan
leaped forward in an attempt to knock up
the wevolver of the man with the momey.
In the scuffle several shots were fired, and
Ryan fell to the floor, shot thru the gro'n
by a bullet from the pistol of Rowe. Mr.
Fostenbaugh grabbed Rowe, and after a
short scuffie threw him to the floor.
Kelper ran out of the door. The noise of the
shots attracted J. F. Lyter, who has a
stdre near the bank building. He ran out
with shotgun and pursued Kelper for
one bl and shot him in the back of the
head, when the robber surrendered.

The wounded cashier was taken to his
home after the capture of the desperadoes,
where he died early this evening.
