Spring Seeding.

April was so cold and forbid-
ing from an agricultural stand-
point that but little seed was put in-
to the ground. The early part of May,
howeéver, was so warm and ‘inviting
that sowing operations were pushed

| rapidly forward without a break, and

nezrly the normal acreage was in seed,
as correspondénts wrote. In many
sections sewing was completed, but in
other quarters there was still consid-
erable to do in this line. The plow-
ing under and reseeding of fall wh2at
also delayed matters and added to the
work of seeding. Spring grains as a
rule found a good seed bed, altho a
few correspondents, more especially in
some of the West Midland counties,
cemplaineéd of the ground being rath-
er hard. However, a good toné gener-
ally prevades the bulk of the reports
regarding spring operations.

The sudden change to the
actlivity of the exceedingly warm tirst|
week of May, after the prolonged cun-,'
finement of winter, told against many
working animals, and soms valuabie
horses succumbed to the strain, Cat-}
tle looked rather thin in the spring,
bu: they appear to be in good health.,
The greatest loss in this class of stock’
has been amodng early calves. Sheep
are not raised to the same extent as
formerly. They are reported in “aiwr
condition, altho lJambing has not been
altogether satisfactory.

From various parts of the prov-
mice reports have been received of
some of them becoming crippled on
account of the cold and dampness pre-!
vailing and many young pigs have
died, but the bulk of swine has turn-
ed out well. In most sections there
was a sufficent supply of fodder for 11
classes of stock, altho, of course, a
few farmers here and there were
caught short owing to the unusual
length and severity of the winter. |
