Rigid Ever Accomplished.

Some peoplé believed the German
peopie had a desire for peace. One
test was whether they were willing
to restore and indemnify Belgium for
the outrages inflicted on -that coun-
try. The Germans had been chal-
lenged to answer as a. test of their
peace sincerity, but no reply had been
received from . the Geérman Govern-
ment,

No one, therefore, could doubt that
the spirit of the German Govérnment
today was precisely what it was
when they rushed Europe into - war.

Unless that spirit were changed we |

would be criminals if we thought
any lasting peace could e made with
a power of that kind. The first of
our war aims is and must be victory.

Referring to the  operations
France, Lord Cecil said that, during
the last two years, there had never
been a battle: between British and
German troops in which the Germans
had not been forced to give ground.

Wherever we look we may, at any
rate, say that the Germans do not
occupy one square inch of British
territory.
