i On entering, the man in charge of the

! back to you. The office man then di­
rects you to a sihall curtained section 
of the room where you do the disrob- | 
ing act. Here you will find a cotton 
cloth about half the size of an ordin­
ary sheet. With this tied around your 
waist you are ready for the first stage 
of the work, and proceed to the first 
room. Here you will find lt moder­
ately hot, and after the attendant has 
provided you with a chair and a good- 
sized foot bathj it will not be long be­
fore you commence to perspire.

This, however, ls but a slight Inti­
mation of what you may expect when 
you proceed to the second room, where 
lt is so hot that the perspiration dries 
on the skin Just as soon as It appears 
on the surface. After remaining here 
for say, ten minutes, you enter the 
steam room, where you get the Rus­
sian end of a Turkish bath. The steam 
being turned on the atmosphere gradu­
ally thickens until lt becomes so dense 
that It ls Impossible to distinguish an 
object five feet away.
