VIENNA, Feb 27—The Austrian foreign 
office highly approves the friendly atti­
tude of Great Britain as revealed in the 
speeches yesterday of Sir Edward Grey, 
"secretary for foreign affairs, in the House 
of Lords, and Lord Fitzmauricc, under ' 
secretary for foreign affairs, but points 
out that should the suggestion seriously 
be made of appointing practically a perm­
anent governor of Macedonia by the signa­
tory powers, it would expose the Euro­
pean concert to the severest strain, since 
it is believed that Turkey would rather 
risk a war than thus virtually yield the 
sovereignty of Macedonia.

CHICAGO, Feb. 27-Northern Siberia 
and Alaska may be eliminated from the 
route of the New York to Paris automo­
bile racers as a result of the failure of the 
cars to go through the Indiana snowdrifts 
under their own power.

LONDON, Feb. 27—Up to noon today 
no word had been received here from 
“Jack” Johnson, the American codored 
heavyweight pugilist, in reply 
made by a syndicate of British sportsmen 
for a match in England bet wen him and 
“Tommy” Burns, holder of the heavy­
weight championship. The syndicate’s rep­
resentative, Mr. Kelley, in his offer gave 
Johnson 48 hours to come to a decision. 
This time expired at midnight last night 
but in view of the possibility that John­
son could not be reached immediately the 
syndicate extended the time for the ac­
ceptance of the offer. This morning Mr. 
Kelley cabled to Johnson’s representative 
that he “must hear something immediat­
ely concerning Johnson.”

OTTAWA, Feb. 27—(Special)—The Can­
adian Manufacturers’ Association submit­
ted their views to the committee on bank­
ing and commerce on the insurance bill 
today. E. P. Heaton explained that as 
the members of the association carried fire 
insurance on their properties to the ex­
tent of $500,000,000 he wanted a new sec­
tion dealing exclusively with Montreal 
companies. The section prohibiting indi­
vidual underwriting was a discrimination 
against a perfectly legitimate class of in­
surance, it should be struck out. The in­
terests of the Canadian policy-holders of 
other than life companies, should be safe 
guarded. The association is opposed to the 
lowering of re-insurance reserve compu­
tation by .Canadian companies and also 
asked that some provision should be made 
to limit the amount of insurance in the 
congested areas of large cities.
