MASKED MAN HELD
UP HOME TWO HOURS

Intruder Calmly Waited Until Mis-
tress, With Diamonds, Arrived

Escaped With $3,000 Worth—Hus-

New York, Oct. 14—A young man
who wore across his face a grey hand-
kerchief, knocked at the home of Eugene
Sennett, at 1,371 Leland avenue, in the
Bronx, at eleven o’clock on Tuesday
night. His knock was answered by
Thomas Hoffmeier, a brother-in-law of
Mr. Sennett, who lives on the second
floor of the two-story house. Mr. Hoff-
meler found himselfy looking down the
barrel of a large revolver.

A voice asked Mr. Hoffmeier who was

in the house, and the whereabauts of his
sister, Mrs, Sennett. Mr. Hoffmeler, re-

Canada is ‘null, the judge says:—
“The militia act (R. S. C. Cap. 41, Sec.
69) -enacts that the governor-in-council
may place the militia or any part there-
of on active service anywhere in Canada
and also beyond Canada, for the defence
tlereofj at any time when it appears ad-,
visable so to do by reason of emergency.

“On this particular point, it will not
be amiss to repeat with the most note-
worthy of our public men, among whom
ar: authorities of some repute, on con-
stitutional law, that from the moment
Great Britain is at war her colonies are
equally at war. The fact that the allies
heve captured all of Germany’s colonies
since the opening of hostilities is a strik-
ing case in point.

“In my humble opinion, the defence
of Canada implies not only the power to
safeguard the territory itself and the
lives and property of Canadians; it fur-
ther includes the faculty, recognized in
international law, to prevent, by all
legitimate means, the invasion, ruin and
sacking of the country, in attacking the
enemy in his own country, pursuing him
everywhere, destroying his resources,
giving him no rest until he be reduced to
utter powerlessness.

“The very legitimate necessity of op-
posing an onslaught quite naturally
justifies the attack of the enemy in his
own country or wherever he may seek
refuge. It often is by taking the offens-
ive, attacking and invading, that the de-
fense of one’s own country may be bet-
ter attended to. It would indeed be im-
prudent, if not utterly reckless, for a
country at war to be content with a de-
fensive strategy and to refrain from hos-
tilities until the country were invaded
and sacked.”

Orozzco, of the Zapata forces, who has
caused much trouble in the State of
Mexico, was captured in nearby hills
yesterday with twelve of his men. They
were summarily shot.
