It
claimed to be putting all of its net earn-
ings into.the road, but it was' doubtful
if it was doing ‘that. .Some control
| would have to be exercised ‘over the
company, otherwise 25,000 pegple would
be deprived of ‘a service to which they
were justly entitled.  Similar measures
had to be adopted in 1916 in the case
of the Kent Northern railway. Both
roads were owned by the same concern,
and it seemed to have little regard for
the interests of the-people.

Mr, Baxter thought provisions should
be made in the bill to have the penalties
recoverable ‘by summary conviction, and
-he would advise the honorable minister
to allow the section to stand for the
present. Heé wished to say that he was
in favor of ‘the principle of the bill, and
while he did not want to see the owners
of the road ruined by ' penalties, he

Mr. Potts said ‘he was in zympathy
with the principle of rhe lill, but he
wanted to know why the matter of that
kind could not be referred to the railway
commission.

The
government should not take the com-
pany by the throat if it was not financi-
ally able to better equip the road. '

Not Under Railway Commission, w

Hon. Mr. Foster said for the benefit
of the honorable-- member (Potts) he
would explain that the Caraquet rail-
way .did not coufe: under the railway
commission. To;gome under that com-
mission a line must be declared “to be
to the general ‘alivantage of Canada.”
The governiment desired to.get this rail;
way under the railway commission, He
agreed with the honorable member that®
too much power should not be placed in
the hands of an individual or indeed of a
government in . the matter of branch
railways. e,

Mr. Tilley said hé could not see why
there should be oppositigs to a proposal
to bring pressure to bear to make this
company sell out. Trains were operated
on-the Caraquet railway not more than
two or three times ‘in a winter. . He
knew what branch lines were like. This
company had paid not one dolldr on the
bonds,  and had a standing -offer of
$200,000 from the dominion government.

Hon., Mr.”Veniot said the present com-
pany had paid $65,000 for $450,000 in
bonds in England, and had been bearing
no great burden, A year ago it had in-
creased freight rates and was practically
holding up 25,000 people. He knew
whereof he spoke, for he personally had
bought for the company the bonds, the
common stock; and the Gulf Shore rail-
way. He knew exactly how much money
had been involved. The company, when
it said it was bearing an excessive bur-
den, was deceiving the public.

“Suprémacy of the sea is subsidiary to
‘Supremacy of the air,” says Alexander
Graham Bell, the famous inventor, who
was in the city yesterlay from Washing-
ton. “Englend,” he added, “has come to
realize this fact and has increased enor-
mously its appropriation for aerial de-
velopment and’ decreased its appropri-
ation for the building of dreadnaughts
and the larger sez craft.”

Dr. Bell, spezking to The Telegraph,
expressed the opinion that aerial naviga-
tion “was 'a’ thing of the present, not of
the future. He said that it was rumored
that Great Britain was sending to New-

foundland a dirigible air machine 1,000 |.

feet long and 100 feet in diameter which
would -make the first flight across the
Atlantie. fi~
- Aerial transportation is the thing to
be developed, says. Dr. Bell. Before
President Wilson left on his last visit
to Paris he directed from Washington
machines operating in the air. By wire-
less telephony he talked to the Eiffel
ower in Paris and his message was
picked up at Honelulu, a distance of
eight thousand miles, which goes to show
the possibilities of wireless telephony.
At his laboratory at Baddeck, Cape
Breton, Dr, Bell said, he was at the
present time developing a fast submarine
chaser, which, he said, was capable of
making a speed of seventy-five miles an
three to fifty-four miles an hour.
