Loses Popularity in Adopted Coun­
try by Constant Attention to Her 
Quartette of Children Rather 
Than to Affairs of State

(Times’ Special Correspondence)
Stockholm, Sept. S—Crown Princess 

Margaret lately offered a prize for the 
most healthy working-class family with 
not lower than six children. When the 
winner, a locksmith’s widow of Soder- 
malm produced eight blooming infants 
with only nine years’ difference, ’twixt 
first and last, Crown Princess Margaret 
put the questidn:

“Are you not frightened out of your 
Ufe lest ill should come to them?”

“I have lo time to be frightened,” said 
the locksmith’s widow. “I must work 
for their bread, Your Royal Highness.”

Crown Princess Margaret has only 
four children, and she spends all her day 
and most of her nights worrying about 
their health. -The eldest is Gustav 
Adolf, Sweden’s future ruler but one, 
who Is seven years old. When Crown 
Princess Margaret wants to show her 
very real affection for infants she goes 
to queer expedients, and once she was 
photographed in an attempt to kiss at 
the same time her youngest born, Prin­
cess Ingrid and Prince Bertil. The kiss 
failed and the picture was withdrawn; 
but now all over Sweden you see pio4 
tures of "Our Crown Princess with her 
bairns." Sentimental Swedes lay in 
stocks of these pictures and wonder if 
mother before ever worshipped her in­
fants as does Crown Princess Margaret.

The crown princess is the eldest child 
of the Duke of Connaught ; she was wed­
ded In 1905 and is aged thirty-one. She 
Drought from sea-girt Britain a love of 
the sea, and often she makes with her 
four babes, Gustav Adolf, Sigvard, Ber- 
ttl and Ingrid, for the Chateau of Sofiero 
Sofiero lies not far from Helsingborg on 
the narrowest part of the sound separ­
ating Sweden from Danish Zealand.

Crown Prince Gustav Adolf Oskar 
Frederick, being more assiduous as ar­
chaeologist than as papa 
Crown Princess Margaret spoils all four. 
So do other people. Swedes are dis­
pleased. The trouble is that though 
Crown Princess Margaret has been seven 
years on Sweden’s windy shores she 
speaks villainous Swedish; and, there­
fore her children—the two that can 
speak at all—speak Swedish with the 
finest London accent and English with 
the finest Swedish burr. The newspa­
per “Tidning" published an ironical 
article headed "Barriers of Swedish” and 
ended it with the remark, “A Swede can 
learn English in three months; and an 
English princess ought to learn Swedish 
in eighty months.” Affectionate Crown 
Princess Margaret was incensed with 
this, and she took Gustav Adolf, Sig­
vard, Bertil and Ingrid off to windy 
Sofiero, where their Swedish got worse 
than ever.

When Crown Princess Margaret leaves 
her bairns or any of them behind, then 
trouble begins. Telegrams fly all day, 
and telephone bells ring to ask about 
them. Naturally she is happy only 
when her bairns are with her; and when 
last month she made a tiresome journey 
to Ostersund in the north to open a 
school, and took Gustav Adolf and Sig­
vard all the way, while Sigvard fought 
his future sovereign furiously, and ended 
by lassooing the royal leg with a win­
dow strap. Because Bertil and Ingrid

Six eggs, one quart milk, Va box gela­

tine, one scant cup sugar, one small tea­
spoon vanilla Soak gelatine in a little 
milk until soft. Boil milk and gelatine 
15 minutes. Set to cool while treating 
yolks and sugar, then stir In the yolks. 
Boil until It begins to thicken, then beat 
the whites to a froth. Stir into cusard 
beat hard and pour Into molds.

Beat a raw egg to a stiff froth, add 1 

tablespoon of white sugar and Va glass 
of blackberry or cherry wine. Beat well 
and add Va glass of cream. Beat thor­
oughly and use at i once. This is a full 
meal for an invalid and good where 
troubles of throat, mouth or stomach 
prevents solid food being used.
