THE BRIDGE CLAUSE AMENDED.

Its Construction not Made Imperative,
but Depends on a Vote of the Come
mon Couneil.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZEIYE.]

Feepericroy, N. B April 17. —At
12,30 o’clock Mr. Wilson moved the
house into committee on the amend-
ment made to the union bill by the Leg-
islative Council, making it permissable
for tho Commion council to proceed with
the construction of the bridge if they saw
fit.

Mr. Pagsieyisaidtint, while he could
not agree with the amendment passed by
the upper house, yet in the present
position of the bill a seérious question
arose as to what was the proper. éourse
to be taken by this committee. As he
understood the matter it would. be im*
possible to amend the amendment of the
Council without _entirely rejecting
it, and thus defeating the bill entirely,
He did not think the House was prepar-
ed to take the responsibility of that step,

with such hopes to the consummation of
this important scheme. But the amend-
ment made by the legislative oouncil,tak-

sions of the bill, he thought would
require that there should be a two third
vote of the Common Council before the
debentures could be issned for the con-
struction of /the bridge. He did mnot
think that that limitation shounld
exist in the bill, but that a
majority of the council should
have the power of deciding this
question. He would therefore move as
an amendment to the amendment of the
Legislative Council that after the words,
“If they see fit” in section 33 there should
be inserted the following “by a vote of
a majority of the Council.

THE YACHT VALKYRIE AND HER
VISITORS.

€ in Walpole’s N is—Politics in
England and Iveland—From Poverly
1o Riches.

Loxpox, April 16.—FEvery day swells
the number of the Royal Yacht Squadron
Club who are running across from Cowes
to Southampton to pass such opinions
on the Valkyrie as their experiences
aboard their out-of-date hookers may in-
spire. Of course, the centreboard as
a republican institntion is not
popular among these titled  critics.
But if it should help the Valkyrie to_win
the victory it will be none the less wel-
come to the Royal Yacht Squadron.

Capt. Walpole'’s
American wife, nee Miss Louise Corbin, is
just recovering from a dangerous illness
following the birth of her child.

The political interest of the country is
for the moment centred in Brimingham,
where great preparations are being made
for Monday'’s election to fill the late John
Bright's seat in Parliament. A curious
deadlock in the situation arises out of the
rival ambitionsof Balfourand Churchill.
