The President and Secretary Blaine 
Want an Expression of Popular 
Opinion Before Taking Diplomatic 
Action—A Resolution In Congress.

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.
New York, Jan 14.—A despatch from 

Washington to the Herald concerning 
the Behring Sea matter, says, The dis­
position of President Harrison and 
Secretary Blaine is now authoritatively 
stated to be to permit the sentiment of 
the people of the United States to find 
utterance through Congress and 
the press, before any diplomatic ac­
tion will be taken. Already several in­
fluential members of congress, repres­
enting both houses, are considering bow 
the matter can be made the subject tT 
congressional action within the limits 
of official and international propriety. 
There is a disposition to allow 
the democratic members to take the lead 
in any such an action in order to 
emphasize tlie solidarity of the country 
in the face of the gratuitous affront that 
Lord Salisbury has permitted the 
Canadian cabinet to put upon the 
government with his consent and parti­
cipation.

A resolution will be offered in the 
house today declaring that, since the 
British government 
August to refer question to arbitration 
and that offer has not been withdrawn 
by that government and since the ques­
tions submitted to the Supreme Court of 
the United States are identical 
with those proposed for arbitra­
tion, therefore the action of 
the British government in author­
izing and approving the submis­
sion of such questions to the supreme 
court is without precedent or justificat­
ion and. is prejudicial to the comity of 
nations and to the amicable conduct of 
international relations and an affront to 
the dignity of the government and 
people of the United States.

London, Jan. 14.—The rapid thaw 
continues in this city and Paris. The 
thaw has just commenced in Antwerp 
where grave fears are entertained that 
the sudden breaking up of the ice will 
canse a great deal of damaee to the ship­
ping. 15,000 persons are thrown out of 
employment through the closing of the 
river and they have been redneed to the 
most des itute condition and wide­
spread suffering prevails.

The weather which prevailed yester­
day was the coldest yet recorded in Spain.

Many trains are reported snowed 
under in Galicia and the Asturias. Sev­
eral sentinels have been found frozen to 
death at their posts. Numerous animals 
have perished.

Vienna, Jàn. 14.—The storm that has 
been raging throughout Austria, has 
ceased. Five children were recently 
frozen to death . while on their way to 
school. It is believed that many other 
persons had perished in the storm.

Two of the Crew Drowned—Veeeel Will 
Likely Prove a Total Loss.

A despatch today to the Gazkitb from 
Fire Island,N. Y. says: The schooner 
Otter from St Kitts with salt which 
went ashore at Bellport, L. L yesterday 
will be a total loss. Captain and four 
seamen were saved, but the colored cook 
and one seaman were drowned. The 
schooner belonged to J. H. D. Eagles of 
St. John N. B.

J. H. Eagles received two telegrams 
yesterday concerning the loss of the ves­
sel. The first was dated from Patcbogue, 
Long Island, was signed by Captain 
Welsh, andj read as follows:—“Otter 
ashore, expect total loss, two of crew 
drowned, rest saved.”

The second telegram was from J. W. 
Parker & Co., of New York, and re ad as 
follows:—“Otter ashore near Fire Island, 
lies broadside on the beach and full of 
water. Two of crew drowned. Have 
gone to look after vessel with wrecking 
steamer.”

There is $4.700 insurance on the ves­
sel and freight, divided as follows: T. B. 
Robinson, $1,000 on the hull ; Thoe. A. 
Temple, $1,350 on the hull; Whittaker & 
Co. $1,000 on the freight and KnOfflton 
Bros., $1,400 on the hull.

The Otter was built at Indiantown in 
1887. and is 199 tons register.

U. 8. Red Tape.
Some curious illustrations of the un­

reasonable and clumsy nature of the 
customs regulations in the United States 
have recently come to light Certain 
goods which were charged a high duty 
under the former tariff, have been put on 
the free list under the new tariff. Large 
quantities of these goods which had 
been imported and entered in bond are 
still subject to the tariff which existed 
when they were imported and cannot 
be taken ont of bond for borne consump­
tion unless the duty is paid. Thus the 
importers of these goods have to go 
through the farce of exporting them and 
reimporting them to save the duty. The 
L 8. S. Company’s steamers are doing 
quite a freight business in this line just 
now.

Certain Boston parties had a large 
quantity of straw braid which they bad 
entered in bond under the old tariff. 
Now they are exporting it to St John by 
one steamer and taking it back to Boston 
in another, by reimporting it in this way 
it can be got in free, no duty being 
charged on straw braid under the new 
tariff. Under the Canadian customs law 
goods which were formerly dutiable but 
which may have been made free by a 
change of tariff, can be taken out of 
bond after the change just the same as 
if they had just been imported.
