JAS. ROBERTSON,A POST OFFICE STORY.

CHAPTER I.

Silvan us Plummer was and had been for 
more than thirty years the postmaster of 
Crouchville, a town whose greatness pos­
sibly lay in the future, but certainly 
did not exist in the present.
